With effact from this week, Grenadians will pay morc tu post

their letters, The new rates, made under Section 18 of the

Post Uffice Urdinance, were fixed last August end were Gazetted

cn Decembor 27th, and in some instances ropresent a substantial

incruase,

Local postage has moved from 3 cents tc 5 cents pexr half ounce,

Letters posted to countries in the Commonwealth Caribbean used

to bz 0 cents per holf ounce and are now 15 cents. Puerto Rico

and the Virgin Islands‘arc up from 15 to 25 eentis while Canada

and the USA are up from 25 to 35 cents. Letter postage to

Europe has wmovad up only 5 cents over the old ratc of 40, while

postage to the United Ringdom and Northern Ircland is unchanged

at 35 conts per half ounce,

These rates all refor to air mail letter postage, but surface
rates, paost cards, air letter forms and parcecl post have all been

affected by the new increascs,
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
