Division and the University of the West Indies.

These latter were Professor R N Murray, Dean of the School of
Education, Ur Lawrence Carrington, Vice-Dean at the 5t.Au ustine

campus, and Mr R M Nicholson, Vice-Dean at the Cave Hill campus.

In an exclusive interview with NEWSLETTER, Mr Nicholson said the
Conference had been a guccess in that problems had been

identified and discussed. "We did come up with some proposals

which will be circulated to Ministries of Cducation", said
Mr Nicholson, However, he centinued, these are just suggestions,

"We do not have any misconceived idea of our influence, but we

regard ourselves as a professional group assembled regionally who

would make suggestions to Ministries',.
