by the New Jewel Movement (NJM).

This call was first made in the GNP official organ, "The Corn" in
the form of an article by the Political Leader, Mr H A Blaize.
In that article Mr Blaize, (who is Leader of the Opposition in
the House of Representatives) referred to the need to see that

the Recommendations of the Duffus Commission were implemented.,

To achieve this, Mr Blaize thought ‘the Parliamentafy institution
has to be utilised", and his article concluded, "As Leader of

the Opposition, I am placed in the position to organise this

level aof activity. I therefore call on the Committee of 22,

and in particular the Chamber of Commerce, in respect of the
Commission's Recommendations, and on the New Jewel Movement in
respect of the political findings, to work closely with me towards
utilising the full scope of the Parliamentary process so that the

country as a whole could get maximum result from the Duffus Report,™

The call for unity was repeated at a poorly-attended GNP rally

held on Sunday April 6th, at which time, speakers uxrged the NJM

to renounce certain aspects of their Manifesto and work together

with GNP,

In a statement issued this week, NJM says "... we view as comical

the call by GNP for public renunciation by us of our proposed

policies to control our fimancial instutions and to introduce,
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for the first time in Grenada, a system of direct and meaningful

democracy to replace the present bankruptcy of the unproductive

pPappyshow® and expensive House and Senate",

NJM said it would work with any other serious organisation that

meets certain basic requirements, the first being that there must

be common identification of problems and, secondly, that views on

the solutions of these prcblems must broadly coincide. NJM

said it must also be clear "what we must do afterward to achieve

genuine liberation", and continued, "A strong, vibrant, energetic

"Now that there is absolutely no room for further doubt as to

where they stand", said the NJM release, "and what they have in

mind for Grenada, we wish to state firmly and clearly that we

will be unable to work out any 'accommodation' with GNP, as a
