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TRADE UNION COURSE.

The International Labour Organisation (ILO) is to conduct

a workshop training course for Trade Unionists in Grenada.
This was disclosed this week by Mr: Bent Pihl, ILP Caribbean
Area Supervisor on-Workers Education, and Mr Pihl said this
course will be conducted in July and will be open to the rank

and file of the local Trade Union Movement.

Mr Pihl said a two year project sponsored by the Danish
International Development Agency commenced in April 1974,
and its main object is the establishment of a national

foundation for workers education.
