Port Harcourt, and was also Head of the Advanced Training Wing
of the Nigerian Police Force in Lagos.

According to Commissioner Usen, the Training College will be
staffed by some 20 men drawn from the Police Force, and before
teking up their appointments as lecturers, these men will
undergo a course of training. In addition, the College will
have the services of part-time lecturers drawn from specialist

Tields such as Educastion, Law and Public Relations.

The College will cater initially to @out 120 trainees, but
this number is likely to increase with the planned expansion of
the Force, Commissioner Usen said, also, that with expansion
and reorganisation of the Force, the present Police Headquarters

located &t Fort George will be too small, and new Heafiquarters

will ne necessary,

The Conmissioner stressed that new recruits to the Police Force
will be required to meet certain minimum standards of education,

and it will not be sufficient that a man ean Just resd and
write his nane,
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The Public Works Department is now converting one o the

Government owned Motel buildings at True Blue for use as

the College, and Mr Usen wasg anxious to see the training

brogramme started, particularly as the men themselves had

shown keen interest in this development of the Force.
