Some of tie projects now having attention in Grenada, Mr
Schutzenberger said, were a pilot plant for vegetable
production, & study on agricultural mechanisation, one for
promoting accelerated growth in plants and trees, the

organisat ~n of é Jarketing Corporation and a lan Power Survey.

bxplaining the nrgaenisation of UNDP in the Caribbean, lir
Schutzenberger said his post in CGuyans was responsible for
projects in Guyana and in the smaller Lnglish speaking
countries of the iastern Caribbean, ihat post also had
overall responsibility for tiie entire LiDP Caribbean
programme, and he had been stationed in Cuyesna because of
tiie location there of the CARICOM Secretarict. In

addition to the Resident lepresentative in Guyana, UNDP had
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Resident Representatives in Trinidad & Tobago and Jamaica, and

these Representatives had some minor responsibilities for the
Dutch Antilles,

Mr Schutzenberger said UNDP is considering the establishment of
a special Tourist Industry Training Cantre for the IDCs and alsg
the creation of a centre for Legal Services. In connection
with the latter, iir Edwin Heyliger, Guyana-born, Yrenada-based
prominent barrister and ex-Puisne Judge had been contacted with
a view to obtaining his services as a Ui’ Consultant.,

Interviewed yesterday(2nd) Mr ieyliger confirmed that he would be
proceeding tn Guyana shortly for discussion on this matter.
During his stay in Grenada, Mr Schutzenberger held talks with
Prime Minister Gairy, and the UNDP Representative disclosed that,
at Mr Gairy's request, efforts will be made to secure additional
funds for Grenada from the United Nations "Special Industrial
Services" and "Industrial Feasibility Services" Funds.

WRIT FILLD ON INTLRIM NUTHEG BOARD
vir Claude :orrison, Chairman of the Interim GLoard of the Urenada
Cooperative .utmeg Association, confirmed yesterday (2nd) that a
summons had been served on him relative to a Wirit filed in the

tilgh Court on .onday last (29th).

This Wprit, which was filed by iir L O Taylor, prominent agriculturist
and member of the iutmeg Association, seeks a declaration from the
Court as to whether the Order made by Governor General, Sir Leo
deGale, on July 4th is "valid and enforcable". This Order, the
Nutmeg (Dissolution Ordepr 1975, dissolved the elected Board of the
Associat ion, made provision for an Interim Loard, and stated that
"all powers, duties and liberties of the said Interim Board shall
be exercised, performed and discharged by the Chairman, ianagep

and Secretary of the Interim 3oard".
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In his affidavit, e Taylor says the Governor Ceneral's Order
did not make provision for a new board to be elected within two
months of the date of the Order as required by section 35 (2)
of the Nutmeg Industry Ordinance. further, among other
alleged irregularities, lir Taylor points out that, while the
powers, duties and liabilities of the Interim 3oard have been
vested in the Chairman, danager and Secretary, 15 lembers have,

in fact, been appointed to the Board.,

lir Taylor asks the Court to determine whether the Interim
Loard has been properly constituted, and requests that an
injunction be issued restraining the Interim Board from

using the powers and duties conferred on the Mitmeg Board.

dembers of the Interium Soard have been given 8 days to enter

an appearance in Court, and this places the deadline at

Thursday October 9th.

In a.telephone interview with NiWSLuTTER today (3rd) Mr Herbert
Dlaize, elected Representative for the island ward of Carriacou,
speaking from Carriacou, said that a consignment of supplies

destined for the Carriacou Hospital had been refused by the
authorities., |

Lr Blaize said that, in february last, & group of Carriacouans
resident in the United Jtates had formed themselves into the
"Carriacru-Anerican Health Care Committee" with the objective

of raising funds to assist the Carriacou ilospital. With this
objective in view, the Committee had been in touch with both the
Chief lledical Officer of Grenada, Dr Leonard Commissiong and
Grenada's Consul-Ceneral in the United Ytates, and a list had

been supplied to the Committee of required items.
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The Comuittee had also approached .r Dlaize to set up a small

Committee in Carriacou to receive the supplies and hand them over N
to the Carriacou iospital on arrival, ilp blaize said he had

done as requested and the Government Develo ment Officder in

Carriacou, iir Charles Cayenne, had agreed to act as Co-Chairman

together with irs Judith liendes, a prominent social worker in
the island,

According to ir Dlaize, the cousignment of hospital supplies,
including linen, surgical instruments, bandages, gauze, pressure
guages and other items arrived in Yrenada last month. ir Blaize
approaciied the Peruanent Secretary in the dinistry of Health, and,
on a Certificate issued by the «“inistry, the consignment was

cleared duty-free from the Customs on September 26th.

These hospital supplies were then teken to Carriacou and arrangements
were made to hand them over to the doctor in charge of the Carriacau
Hospital, Dr P K Rama Rao, this morning (3rd). Hr Jlaize said,
however, that at the appointed time, :r Cayenne did not show up

at the Lhospital. Turther the local Committee presenting the

supplies on behalf of the Carriacou-American Health Care Committee

was told by the doctor at the Hospital that he had received instructions
from the uinistry not to accept the gifts as the Ministry was not

aware of the hand-over,

"It is clear", said ir Blaize, "that Government has rejected the self-
help effnrts of the people of Carriacou to help the Carriacou Hespital.
And, 1t is a clear contradicfion that the iinistry of Health should
give instructions to block a hand-over of which it says it has no
knowledge, 1his incident has thrown a great damper on the
magnificant efforts of Carriacouans abroad to assist those at home,

and it may frustrate further efforts in this direction",

ir Blaize said the consignment of hospital supplies has been given

safe storage but it is too early yet to say what finally will be
done with it,
