Another matter relating to the Nutmeg Board was commenced in the High
Court before Mr Justice Nedd on Monday 1st, This matter is a Suit
brought by the members of the dissolved Nutmeg Board, The Suit
seeks & declaration that the Order which dissolved the elected e
Nutmeg Bperd on July L4th is null and Void, and that it contravenes
the consfitutional rights of the members of that elected Board,

The hesring of this Suit Proceeded on Monday 1st and Tuesday 2nd bﬁt
was not completed on the afternoon of the second daye. Pointing
out that he would have to resume the regular Sessions of the High
Court on the morning of Wednesday 3rd, Mr Justice Nedd Postponed the
hearing of the Suit until lionday January 12th 1976.

Mr Stewart, "But", he Continued, "the negligible incresse
of 23% which they have ngow put on leads us to believe that

little or no progress 1s being made in thesge negotiations

and they seem headed for stalemate,"

Mr Stewart was unwilling to say what action the Union would
teke if negotiations broke down., "We'll cross that bridge
if and when we get to it", he saig.

The CWC is classified as an "essential service" under the

trade union laws of Grenada, and there is g special proceedure
kaid down for handling industrial d;Sputes in essential services.
One of the conditions is that the Union must give notice of an
intended strike, Strike action now seems possible in this
dispute and, although it is understood that CWC had again referred
the matter to Cebinet, there is conecern that a breakdown of

negotiations could adversely affect the public over the Christmas
holidays.
