5th, but up to yesterday afternoon (6th), no letter had been received.
It 1s understood that a joint meeting of the three Executives has been

fixed, tentatively, for February 1l4ith to consider what further action
should be taken,

In the mean time, usually reliable sources state that Cabinet has
appointed & tesm to negotiate with GUT, CSA and TAWU pelative to
revigion of sslaries of the various catagories of workers they
represent, However, the Minister of Finance, Mr George Hosten
could not be reached to confirm this or to give the names of the
persons appointed to the negotiating team,

Today (7th) NEWSLETTER celled Mr John Clancy's home at L'ance aux
Epines. A womsn with an American accent identified herself as
"Mps Clancy" and seid Mr Clancy wes out, Referred to the itens
in the "Express" and "Torchlight", Mrs Clancy said she had "no

comunent to make at this time."

Mps Clancy was cooperative in giving NEWSLETYER telephone nuubers
where Mr Paul Clancy could be lacated. When this gentlemen wes
contacted by phone, however, he told NuWSLETTER he had not seen
either of the reports in the "Express" or "Torchlight". NEWSLETTE
gave Hr Clancy tﬁe gist of the newspaper reports and asked whether
he cared to meke a statement. "] would not want to make &

statement on eanything", replied Mr Clancye.

NEWSLEITER, however, was able to clear up one misunderstanding.
