At seven o'clock in the morning, a crowd of some 500 islanders,
touriste, visiting dignatories, athletes in uniform and policemen
witnessed Sir Leo, accompenied by Prime Minister Gsiry, Ministers o:
Government and Ministers of religion, board a float stationed a few

feet off~shore at the northern end of St.Georges inner harbour for

the opening ceremony.

This ster ted with special prayers of blessing offered by Trinidad-
born Bishop Sydney Charles, Head of the Roman Cathplic Church,
Vincentian-born Archdeacon Hoskins Huggins, Head of the Anglican
Church, and Grenada~born Reverend Maxwell Thomas, Head of the
Methodist Church, Also on the platform were representitaeves of
the Berean Church, Church of God, the Salvation Army end the Muslem
faith, and it is understood that these representatives were also

scheduled to offer prayers but were prevented by pressure of time.

Mr Gairy was introduced by ir John sMorris, elected Member for the
Town of St.George. Mr Morrié gave the Prime #inister full credi
for conceiving the idea of the Laster Water Parade, and after
praising Mr Gairy's leadership, said, "I have no doubt whatever ths
our Prime iinister, Dr The Honoursble E M Gairy, will go down in
history as one of the greatest political leaders and sta eamen the

Westindies have produced in the 20th century."

Making the feature address, Prime Minister Gairy theanked those
Grenadiasns who, by hard work, had made the Weter Parade possible.
He also thanked Dr Sam Lujan of the Organisation of American Stat e
based in Trinidad, who, he said, had given invaluable services.

Referring to the charge of forgery now facing Zeek in Grenada (a
charge preferred by Attorney General Desmond Christian allegedly in
defiance of contrary instructions from Mr Gairy), the Prime Ministe

was queried on whether a man giving a false name to the Immigration

Authorities would be deported.,

In reply, Mr Gelry said that charge still had to be proved, "I &
man came and said his name is 'Tom Dick'", he said, "and somebody
else came and seid his name is 'Henry Thomas', how do I know which
one is fooling 2" The Government would act, however, when there
was sufficient evidence, "If snd when & situation presents itsel
with the necessary level of clarity", the Prime Minister Stated, on
then will Government desl with 1t, What I will do, I will only
do when the situation arises."

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In his opening remarks, Mr Alister McIntyre, Secretary Genersl of
CR ICUM, said there were indications that the CARICOM countries ane
turning the corner towards economic recoverye. "The improvements
which are now taking place in the economic situation in North
kmerica and the rest of the developed world should have a favoursasble

impact on the demand for some of our primary products and for tourism

by the latter part of next year", he said,

The Secretary General indicated that the finél technical proposals
for the CAR ICVM Process List was now before the Council of Ministers,
and the List should be introduced by October of this year,

ilr MeIntyre said also that the Secretariat hoped to convene & meeting
Oof the Standards Council towsrds the end of May, and the Working
Party studying more comprehensive arrangements for intra-regional

Mr McIntyre also disclosed that full agreement has been reached on
the establishment of the Caribbean Food Corporation, and the

Secretariat saw no technical reason why this Curporetion could not
be established by September 30th, the deadline set by the Heads of

Government Conference in St.Kitts last December,

The Secretary General thought that, as the CARICUM movement deepens,

more effort is required to sustain dynamism, "In many ways," he -
said, "we are coming to the end of our initial gestation period.

political aspirat ions to fulfil." "But", he said, "by the
strength and the fortitude that the Great God, the Great Supreme

Architect has given me, and the wisdom, I have been @ble to project

Grenada properly."

dr Gairy attributed the damage to "Grenada's good name" to what he
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called "that famous or infamous Committee oI 22", "1t wes o
