ilr Desmond Christian, Grenads's Guyana-born Attorney General and
Director of Public Prosecution, will not be removed from office on

the charges laid agaiust him last May by Prime ‘Hinister Eric Gairy.

According to a release over Radio Grenada yesterday (13th), the
Report of the Tribunal appointed by Governor General Sir Leo deGale
to investigate ir Galry's charges recommended that ’;mr Desmond
Christian should not be removed from cffice". The release said
that, as a result of this, the Cabinet Secretary sent a cable to

Mr Christian reading, "In the light of the Tribunal's Report you

are now free to re-enter Grenada to resume your duties,"

The Radio Grenada release said further that Prime Winister Gairy

had commented as follows. "Although the decision of the Tribunal

is dieappointing gnd may eppear dramatic, one cannot ignore it,. We
have to accept it, In fact, we of the Government of Grenada are
too well disciplined, particularly in the observance of law and order,
to do anything else but to accept the Tribinal's Report in good faith
and good spirit, One must also remember that the Tribunal
comprised men of the highest integrity. The doorc of Grenada are

therefore wide open again for iir Desmond Christian to enter",

Ur Gairy went on to say, "Of course, Mr Christian is supposed to be
an intelligent person. He knows that Grenada belongs to
Grenadians both by birth and adoption, and he also knows that he's
coming back to work for the Government of Grenada and not vice
versa, Au Attorney General, he takes his instructions from me

as Prime Minister and from the Cabinet as the case may be,"

hsgainst the background of one of the charges made by the Prime
iiinister against the Attorney General and Director of Public
Prosecutions ( that he "acted .cdntrary to Cabinet's instructions"
in the prosecution of ir Eugene Zeek, a fugitive from Jjustice in
the United States), observers view as significant Mr Gairy's
statement that ur Christian, "as Attorney General", takes
instructions from the Prime Minister and the Cabinet.

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According to the Grernada Constitution, the office of Attorney General
may be held by either a Publi: lervant or a politician, and the
holder is "the principal legal advisor to the Government of Grenada",
When the office is held by a Public Servant, the holder may be
appointed also to the office of Director of Public P,roaetmtious,

and these dual paste are now held by ir Christian.

Observers state t.hat the Prime Minister's comuents concerning the
taking of instructions by the Attorney General may be valid, but
according to the Crenada Constitution, in the execution of his
duties as Director of Publiec Prosecutions, ir Christian "shall

not be subjeect to the direction or control of any other person
or authority."

Iu the case of Mr Christian's prosecution of Zeek, he was acting
as Director of Public Prosecutions, not subject to direction or
control, and should not have been given any instructions by
Cabinet in the matter, Observers feel that further difficukties
may lie shead in the confrontation of Prime Minister Gairy with

lir Christian as Attorney General/Director of Public Prosecutions.

A reliable source stated that .ir Christian is now in Trinidad but
it could not be ascertained when/if he was returning to Grenada,
or whether he was pursuing his stated intention of taking action

against the Government of Grenada Tor deporting him,

The British Government has been fodling Grenadiams with their roads
and bridges programme, This statement was attributed to Prime

ilinister Gairy in a special announcement over Radio Grenada on

"This wea done a long time ago", said the Prime Mivister, "and since
then, it's ¢imply paper work and moré paper work but no actual
repairs to our roads andg bridges has been toicen on," "We cannot
be fooled cny longer", continued ur Guiry, "Yrenadians are not

lazy geople",

The tanouncement said that, commencing next week, the Prime uinister

would lead an “attack" on the State's roads at the head of a
contingent of some three hundred men made up from the Grenada
Hilitary Force, the Police Training College, the Lericultural €

Farms, the Community Buildere Hovement and volunteers.

According to the announcement, yi Gairy indicated that a shortage
of colas and cement was responsible for the fact that more road
repalrs were not being done, and, referring to the "shut-down" of
Grenada and protest demonstrations against police brutality which

took place in January 1974, the Prime Minister said, "Were it not

for tie 'Jewel' crisis 2% years ngo, Gremads could have had its own

cemens factory and by now we could have had all the cement required
for cur use in Grencda and shipping to other islands, Besides

which, there would have been a nuuber of young people employed in
the cement factory."

Cortinuing, Mr Gairy said, "The behaviour of the Jewel Movement and
the Opposition as a whole has caused many imdustrialists and other
businessmen and investors to steer clear of Grenada over the last
2} years and to establish buslnesses in other territories. The

Jewel and other factwns of the Opposition Lave caused immeasurable

damage to our economy and to our young people,"

The announcement said, "The ¥rime Minister feels that, because of
the behaviour of the British, it is in Grenada's dnterest to make
as meny friends as possible with the Latin hnecican countries, the
African countries and the Arab countries," "Grenada, he saya",
concludes the announcement, “"under the protection and guidance and

inspiration of the Supreme Master would continue to forge shead,

regardless of its size, regardless of its limited resources,
regardless of its internal enemies".

police sargeant with confiscation of his equipment, Mr Seon alse
spoke of the incident on August 10th when iiichael roberts of the
Yrenada "TPorchlight" newspaper was told by a poiice sargeant that,
if Roberts attempted to toke a photograph and the sargeant had

reason to believe he was in that photograph, he (the sargeant)

would 'mash~up' the camera, Roberts was, at the time, covering

the operations of police-assisted Inland Revenue Department officials

as they levied on and took awey goods of a local business house

alleged to be in arrearc o ipeonma . tax.

"This police attitude towards the Press is both a violation of the
'right to work!' enshrined in the Grenada Constitution, and a

violation of Press Freedom", said ir Seon. "I take an extremely

serious view of it and, following a meeting to be called to discuss

the metter, the Press Assoéiation will be in touch with Commissioner
of Police Adonia Francis,"

Mr Seon said also that his Association was already in touch with its
solicitors in this connection, and that he would bring the situation
to the attention of the meeting of the Caribbean Press Council which
he is due to attend in Trinidad in November.
