These speculations have now been confirmed and, at the close of

business on Friday September 17th, the Chase Manhatten Bank will bring

its operations in Grenada to a close. Sources close to the bank

state that there is a 1ong—standing cordial relationship between
Chase and the Royal Bank of Canada, and arrangements have been made
for the Royal to take over the accounts now held by Chase,

The Management of Chase has expressed deep concern for the future of
Grenadians now employed by the bank, and, according to the Regional
Manager, strenuous efforts are being made to find them alternative

employment,
