date should not be achieved." :

This project, backed by a contract awarded to Higgs & Hill by the
British Government for the sum of iC$1,000,000,00, covers the
rebuilding of spproximately 2% miles of the Woburn-Cslivigny road and
repair of some 30 bridges. According to Mr Bumstead, however,
three or four of these bridges are in so bad & state of repair that

they will have to be replaced by Bsiley bridges.

"The number of people we anticipate to employ on this contract will b«
of the order of no more than 50 at any one time", said Mr Bumstesd,
vglthough, indirectly, several people involved in spsacialist elements

of sub-contracted works will contribute towards the number of people

employed."

A Government Release issued on March Lth states that Higgs & Hill will

use road building equipment owned by the Go#ernment of Grensda and,
should the Company have to import any equipment, import duty will Dbe

refunded when it is exported after the project is complete.

Tickets for the Grenada Overseas Lottery Club (which cost UI$500
each) first went on sale last November 1st, and each ticket has a
chance in 12 consecutive monthly draws. These monthly draws,
each for a million Swiss Francs, Deutchmarks or US Dollaers, do
not begin until the end of April, but, to encourage early sales,

purchasers of tickets up to March 20th are offered "bonus draws".

The first “bonus draw" took place at the end of January and there

was another at the end of February. In the February draw, ticket

58332 won 100,000 Deutchmarks, but Managing Director Hunt ssaid

Prize money has not yet been paid, The fimal "bonus draw" takes

place at the end of Marech.

The system of drawing is that s "New York" PFirst Prize is paid
to the ticket whose number is identical to the last five digits
of the total of the shares traded on the New York Stock Exchange

since the first business day in January as published by the "Wsll

Street Journal™ on the last Friday of the month. Similarly,
a "London" First Prize is paid to the ticket whose number is
ldentical to the last five digits of the winning number of the

Grand Prize of the English Premium Bond drawing which tgkes place
on the first day of each month.

The Grand Prize of the Grenada Overseas Lottery Club is determined
by adding together the ticket numbers winning the "New York" and
"London" First Prizes and taking the last five digits of that sum.
The "New York", "London" and ¢rand Prizes for the January and
Februamy "bonus drawsﬁ were won respectively by tickets 11060,
87419, 98L79, and 58332, LO6L6, 98978.

Each month, a total of 99,999 tickets is offered for sale and,

in addition to the "New York", "London" and Grand Prizes, tickets
having L4 digits and 3 digits correct as compared to the Grand
Prize ticket number, receive bonus prizes, In the "bonus draws"

for January, Februarv and March, L-digit prizes are respectively

"The first of the regular cycle of 12 draws begins at the end of

April", said Mr Hunt, "and the Grand Prize for that draw will be one

million Swiss Francs. In May, it will be a miliion Deutchmarks, in

June a million US Dollars, and 80 1% will rotate through the thres

currencies',

When the regular draws begin, the "New York" anu "lLondon" First Prizes
willk be 100,000 in the currency of the month, L4-digit prizes will be
50,000 and 3-digit prizes 5,000, In addition, there will be
"Rendom Draw Prizes" which, according to the Official Rules and
Regulations, "are determined by a random selection under supervision

of the Ministry of Finance of Grenada, the Chartered Accountants and

the Lottery Administration", Remdom Draw Prizes are either 125

Swiss Francs, 125 Deutchmarks or uséso, depending on the currency of
the month,

According to the Managing Director, in each 12 month dycle of draws, a
minimum of 51% of members of the Grenadas Overseas Lottery Club can be

winners, there are 4,302 prizes monthly énd over 51,000 prizes
annually.

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SUGAR FACT ORY IN OPERATION AGAIN

The Grenada Sugar Factory <commenced grinding operations on March 8th

after an inac.ive period dating back to 1973 when the factory was

closed down for economic reasons,

Resumption of operations has come gbout as a result of an agreement
reached between, and a cooperative effort involving Government, the
Management of the Factory, the Cane Farmers xssociation and trade

unions representing both daily and monthly paid workers.

Under this agreement, cane farmers will be paid EC$40.00 a ton on
delivery of canes at the factory and, at the end of the season, will

divide the net profits of -the Factofy’s operation on & 50/50 hasis

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with the Grenads Sugar Factory Ltd., The factory will produce
"dark crystal' sugar, importation of which is now prohibited as
long as the island's requirements can be supplied locally, and

importations of all other types of sugar are placed on a licence

basis.,

The price of sugar ex the factory will be 50¢EC per pound and the
retail price will be 60¢EC per pound. According to the Managing
Director of the Grenada Sugar Factory Ltd, "dark crystal" sugar

now imported from Trinidad retails at between 6LgLC and 68¢EC

per pound,

Mr Cromwell also disclosed that the current crop is expected to be
10,000 tons and the the yield is expected to be between 12 and 14
tons of cane to one ton of sugar. "ihis is no t a level at
which we can operate economically", said Mr Cromwell, "and we
should have at least 20,000 tons of cane to process. Also,

the yield is extremely low and we lock forward to implementation
of the undertaking of the Cane Farmers Association that steps will

be taken to improve the strain of cane planted."

The Managing Director sald that monthly paid factory workers, who
are represented by the Commercial & Industrisl Workers Union, have
been given a L5% wage increase over 3 years, and that recognition
has been given to the Grenada Mental, Manual & Maritime Workers
Union (GMMAMWU) (which is headed by Prime Minister Gairy), as the
bargaining body for daily-paid workers. Mr Cromwell said
daily-paid workers have been given an increase of 33i{% and the
Company has now received proposalis from GMMMWU for an overall
Agreement, detalils of which he declined to give, He did
indicate some concern, however, as to the effect these proposals

might have on the future working of the factory.

"The Company is going all out in this cooperative venture to
revive the sugar industry in Grenada", Mr Cromwell said, "and
what we would like is industrial peace. Up to now, there has
been a general spirit of cooperation by everybody in all we have

done, and it is my hope thet the situation can be kept that way."

Grenada and the other Less Developed Countries (IDC) of CARICOM face
the danger of having their industrisl development hindered by the
More Developed Countries (MDC) of CARICOM,

This view was expressed by Mr Lyden Ramdhanny, President of the -
Grenada Chamber of Commerce, in an q;clusive interview with NEWSLEITER

vesterday (10th). At the time, Mr Ramdhanny was commenting on a

Resolution passed by the Board of Directors of the Caribbesn
Association of Industry & Commerce at a meeting held in Barbados last
month, which Resolution expressed concern over restrictions placed by

the Governments of Jamaica and Guyana on importation on CARICOM

manufactured goods,

"The IDCs have had little benefit from CARICOM", said Mr Ramdhanny,
"but the action taken by Jamaica and Guyana indicates what is likely
to happen if the LDCs manage to get off the ground industrially."”

The Chamber President said the present‘situation showed up the
"weakness of CARICOM", and that, 1f the LDCs ever succeed in iﬁproving
thelr balance of payments position relative to the MDCs, there

probably would be heavy restrictions imposed on free trade of LDC

manufac tured goods.

"St.Lucia is already suffering this way", said .r Ramdhanny, "and it

is clear that the position of the LDCs in CARICUM is very

unsatisfactary." Mr Ramdhanny thought the Heads of Government of

the Commonwealth Caribbean would have to take a careful look gt the
CARICOM Treaty with a view to revision if Westindian integration is

to succeed,
