GCE EXAMINATION QUISTION PAPERS STOLEN

Last Wednesday night (1st), two masked men armed with cutlssses stods -
a number of question papers for the Qambridge General Certificate eof

Education (GCE) examination now being held in Grenada.

The robbery was committed at the home of Anglican priest, Reverend
Peter Clarke, who is invigilator for students taking the examinetioen
at McDonald College at Sauteurs at the north end of Grenada and, in a
exclisive interview with NEWSLETTER vesterday (2nd), Father Clarke
said the incident had taken place about 8.30 pm just after he had

parked his car in the garage about 80 Yards from his residehcee

Father Clarke said that, as he got out of the car, two masked men
armed with cutlasses approached him and demanded "political documents"
which they said he had. He denied having any such documents and

told them that all he had in the car was a bundle of GCE examinatien

papers.,

This did net satisfy the masked men and, after tying the priest's
hands behind his back, they forced him to take them into the house
where they cut the telephone wires., "fhey theén made me give theu
the keys to the cupboard where the CCE question papers were kept",
sald Pather Clarke, "and they opened the cupbcard and tock out a lot

of question papers for future exama,"

Ripping cpen the sealed envelopes, the men #old Father Clarke they
would take a copy of each paper back to their "organisation" to prove
they had "made the rgig", "While they were engrcssed in this", the
priest told NEWSLETTER, "I managed to get one of my hands free,

managed to run out of the room and cut of the house and across the

road to get help."

At this stage, the masked men fled but Father Clarke said evidcnce
was found which made it clear who the masked men were and two

sources close to the Ministry of Education told NEWSLETTER that one

=opy each of question papers for 43 "O" level examingtions had been
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stolen but had all been recovered by nert morning, hese
gources did not feel that theré had been sufficient timé for
the gquestion papers to be studied by anyone except the two
teenagers (who are now debarred from the examination) bpt,'the

fact that the sealed packets were opened other then immediately

before commencement of the various examinations hys violated
the secrecy of the questions.

The matter has been referred to Cambridge University and a
reguest has been made for substitute duestion papers.

Thig
statement of dormant and unclaimed accounts is up.,to 318t March

and the date of the notice is May 6th.
