brutality and terrorism they had witneased personally on that day,

In the discu&sions, Mr Gairy admitted that, "in their exuberence"
the Defence Force had gone too far in the use of rifle fire and the

beating of persona, and he undertock to investigate all the facts of

Mr Gale said he is leaving Grenadas to take up an asppointment
with an international Company in London and he will be involved
with this Company in the field of public relations, He

declined to name the Company with which he will be employed.,

Before coming to Grenada to take up his present post, Mr Gale
told the "Nation" newspaper of Barbasdos thst the international
rrees in particular had been responsible for negative Publicity
of Grenada, much of it, he said, founded on untruths snd hearsay.
He said Grenada had suffered badly from this gdverse Publicity
and he saw his job as Director of Information as one in which

he would "diesemingte sccurate information gbout Grenada ...."
