School fees at Government-assisted secondary schools in Grenada

may go up by 66% in September. This is part of a plan to ease
the industrial unrest among teachers at these schools, and
parents may be faced with EC$50 a term fees instead of the

present Government-frozen rete of EC$30.

Teachers at the 10 assisted schools have been on a "sick—out"
8ince May Lth in support of claims for sslary increases. Teachers
at the Government —owned Grenada Boys Secondary School (GBSS)
recelved pay lncreases recently as a result of tradeunion
negotiations made on behalf of Goverament monthly-paid employees,
and teachers at the assisted schools are demanding that their pay
be made equal to that paid at GBSS.

The assisted schools are owned by the Christlan Churches and the
School Boards have sgid that teachers salaries cannot be
increased unless Government allows an increase in school fees
(now frozen at EC$30 per term) or gives a larger grant, In
1977, the grant to be divided among the schools was EC$500,000;
in 1978 it has been increased to EC$650,000, Spokesmen for
both the Se¢hool Boards and the teachers have described the
increase as "inadequate".

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- Broposal
At a meeting with the School Boards on Tuesday (16th), Government
proposed that the teachers' salaries be equated with those at
GBSS, and that Government meet these increases from January iat
1978 to September 3ist 1978. After September, assisted schools
would be allowed to increase school fees to EC$50 per term and the

School Boards would meet the teacheré"increased salaries from

this source,.

Concerning the January to September payments, Government stipulated
that no payments in this connection would be made until July 31ist.

Back~pay for 1977 was slso discussed and it wgs proposed that

Government should pay part of this and the Boards a part. The

exact proportions were not dlsclosed, Back-pay for 1975/76,
the period from which GBSS teachers received increases, was not *
discussed.

The School Boards agreed to put these proposals to their staffs
and discussions were held yesterday at Presentation College
“and the two St.Joseph Convents. The proposals are regarded
as tentatlve and Government is meeting today (18th) with the
Boards to work out details. It is expected that the final
draft of the proposal will be presented by the Boards to their

teachers tomorrow, and a meeking of all teachers wlll consider

the matter tomorrow afternoon (19th).

There are reports that, if some of the points of Government's
proposal remain unchanged, it 1s unlikely to be accepted by

the teachers, The suggestion that payment of the 1978

increases be dalayed until July 31st is particularly unacceptable.
"By that time, @econdary schools will be on vacatlon", a
spokesman for the teachers told NEWSLETTER todey (18th),
