that the sick-out in operation against Government-operated

sccondary schools will continue until the end of next week (June 2nd).

This industrial action began on May Lth and 1s in support of the
eachers' claim for incressed salaries, The School Boards have
said that, unless Goverument increases its annusl grant or allows

the schools to charge more than the present feea of EC$30_a term,

salaries cannot be increased.

Teachers at the Government~-owned Grenads Boys' Secondary School
(GBSS) recently had salary incresses, and teachers at the

Jovernment-essisted schools want their sselsries equated with

those paid at GBSS.

In an exclusive interview, the Minister of kducsation, Dr wellington

Friday, told NEWSLEITER yesterday (24th) that Prime Minister Gal ry
and a special Cabinet Committee under the chairmanship of

GRiNADA'S TERRITORIAL WATERS EXTENDED v

The territorial waters of Grenada are to be extended to a point

2 nortical miles from the coasts of the island including the

coasts of off-shore islande whjch are dependencies,

This is set out in an Act (17 of 1978) which was assented to by
Governor Genercl Sir Leo de Gale on May 5th and published in the
Government Gazette of lay 12th. The Act is called the "Grenada
Territorial Waters Act 1973", and it "shall come into force on

such day as the iinister may appoint by notice in the Gazette.,"

According to the Act, a forelgn ship shall be permitted "innocent
Passzge" through Grenada's territorial wafers, but a foreign ship-
of-war shall not nagivate in those waters without permission,

The passage of foreign ships will be "deemed to be'prejudicial

to the peace, good order and security of Grenads" if, among oﬁher
things, they exercise or practice with weaponry, collect
information about the defence, security or economic or social

conditions of the island, fish or carry out research.

The Act empowers the arrest of the ship and its captain without
warrant and the ship may be brought into a Urenada port.
Convictions under the Act carry fines up to EC$10,000 and
ioprisonment up to 5 years. |

The background is that 3 members of the New Jewel ilovement (NJil)
were badly hesten by a gang of "Police Aids" under the command of
Belmar who was then a Police Offilcer, The three injured men,
sfaurice Bishop, Unison \Whitemen and Selwyn Strachan, together with
three other NJM members, Kenrick Radix, Simon Danuel and Hudson
ijustin, were taken to the Grenville Police Station (then in the
charge of Belmar), put in a cell and, until the next day, denied

medical treatment and contact with family, friends and legal

repreaentatives.

In their Report, the Duffus Commissioners say two doctors were
tckeén to the Police Station but Belmar refused to let them see
the injured men. wlhepre is clear evidence", the Commissioners
say, "that Belmar's behaviour was not only inhumone and uncouth

but he was arrogant and insulting eeese"
