"Eye care goes outside people who are technically bdlind by legal
definitibn", he sagid, "it mem.s stopping people from going blind

and it means curing people who are blind who can be cured."

During his visit, Mr Carey paid a courtesy call on Governop
General Sir Leo deGale, the Minister of Health and other officiels
of' Government, Hé held discussions-also with Sir Dennis Henry,
President of "The Friends of the Blind", and with lMras Stells
Neckles, Mansager of the Workshop for the Blind.

As an Independence gift to Grenada, Berclays Bank International
Ltd 1s bullding an Opthalmic Clinic and Mr Carey visited the site
where construction work has already beguh. The CSB
representative said the principal objective of his Grenads visit
Was to promote cooperation between his organisation, the Grenadg

Government, service organisations and the general public.

In this connection, he cited the Opthalmic Clinic as an example of
the cooperation he hopes to promote. "Bamcla&s-Bank is
building a Clinic as a gift to Grenada", he said, "my organisation
could provide the equipment for the Clinic and the Government of
