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CHAMBER REP. ON GAIDC RESIGNS /

The Grenada Agricultural & Industrisl Development Corporation

(GAIDC) has outlived its usefulness and the Act creating it should
be repealed.

This opinjon was expressed: by prominent Grenada bulsnessman,

Mr D M B Cromwell, in an exclusive interview with NEWSLLTTER
today (24th). Mr Cromwell sald "recent events" had brought
him to this conclusion and, with effect from August 19th, he had
resigned from the Board of Directors of GAIDC.

The "pecent events" referred to by Mr Cromwell began at a meeting
of some 50 businessmen with Prime ilinister Gairy at Holiday Inn

on Friday August 18th. At that meeting, Mr Galry outlined

a plan he called "Project Industrislisetion & Employment
Bootstring" which he said was designed to 1lift Grenada'a economy

to a level of self-sufficiency and provide employment for Ay T AG

thousands of young people.

Mr Gairy teld the meetinglthat, in furthering thils plan,
Government is prepared to protect local manufacturers with tariffs
and quantitative restrietilons. He esid slso that Government
would tgke shares in any industry up to a level of 49%, these

shares taking the form of provision of the factory site, factory

shell or management expertise.

lir Cromwell was nominated to serve on GAIDC by the Chamber of
Commerce, and his view is shared by some Chamber circles who see
r Gairy's movevas by-passing the CAIDC which was created by Act
11 of 1976. Under that Act, the Corporation is authorised

to "assist persons in establishing, carrying on or expanding

development enterprises by participating in share capital,

granting loans and providing other forms of financlal assistance

to such persons,"

GAIDC's duty is to "foster the development of money and capital
markets in Yrenada", and to "mobilize and co-ordinate valuable

resources to be utilised in financing industrigl and agricultural
projects in Grenada."

Concerned
There have been reports that members of GAIDC have been

concerned that negotiations for development projects have not

been channeled through the Corporation and, in his interview
with NEWSLLTTER, Mr Cromwell said he had been put out by the

fact that Government had not permitted GAIDC to opergte as it
should.

He said that, during his term of office on the GAIDC Board of

Directors, the Corporation had not been allowed to promote the
industriglisation of thgeState effectively, and the Board had

Mr Cromwell said he was not prepared to disclose the contents of

a letter sent recently by the GAIDC Board of Directors to the
Minister of Finance, nor would he say that this letter had _
anything to do with the fact that the Prime Minister is holding
meetings now with businessmen on industrialisation. He did feel,
however, that, no matter what had been tolerated for a wnlle, the

time must come when "fundamentals have to be cleared up."
No Conflict g
NEWSLETTER spoke today (24th) with Mr Fred Toppin, Chairman of the

Committee appointed to make recommendations on industrialisation.
Mr Toppin said he did not know that Mr Cromwell had resigned from

GAIDC and he did not see that his Committee conflicted with the
Corporation.,

"Wy Coﬁmittee has been appointed merely to examine s list of
industries and to make recommendations on priorities to a meeting
to be held tomorrow", he said, "and after those recpmmendations
have been made, my Committee will die." Mr Toppin said he

did not know what the functions of tomorrow's neeting will be and
whether they will conflict with GAIDC, but he pointed out that

the Chairman of GAIDC, Mr Ben Davls, is a member of his committee.

NEWSLETTER spoke also with Mr Geoffrey Thompson, President of the
Chamber, who said the Chamber had received s letter from

Mr Cromwell advising that he had resigned from GAIDC. _The
“hamber President said he had had a brief discussion on the matter

with Mr Cromwell but, while Mr Cromwell had sald there was

cdissatisfaction with theé way the Corporation was being run, the

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Chamber did not have full details of ths reason for Mr Cnromwell's

resignation,

MnThorpeon said his Committee of Management met on Wednesday
(23rd) and had appointed him to replace Mr Cromwell on’ GAIDC.
"I have not yet officlially accepted this appointment", he sgid,
"because, among other things, I dont know’whether there will be
a conflict of interest between my membership of the Corporation

and being President of the Chamber".

Mr Thompson sS8aid Mr Cromwell had promised to give him details
of the reasons for his resignation and, when the Chamber had

these details, he would be in a position to make a statement.

Dr Everard Hosein, 33, until recemtly Acting Director of the -

Institute of Mass Communications at the Mona campus of the
University of the West Indles, visited Grenada ,this week on

behalf of the International Planned Parenthood Federatiom (IPPF).

After a four year period of service with the Institute, Dr Homein
toock up an appointment on July 1sg a8 Communications Consultant
with IPPF, and 18 now stationed in New York. His current
asslgnment started on August 9th when he visited Jamalcs, and he

called at St.‘homas, USVI; before arriving in Grenada on Monday
(21st).

In an exclusive interview with NEWSLETTER on Tuesday (22nd),

Dr Hosein sald the main objective of his visit to Grenada was

to explore the feasibility of g survey on adolescent sexuality
and pregnancy. "We want to find out why so many teenagers are
getting pregnant when the facllities and advice of family
Planning clinics are svailable to them", he said. |

Dr Hoseln said that in order to Plan programmes it is necessary
to have information and, to thls end, IPPF will arrange and pay
for a survey in Grenada and one im Panama. He thought the
field work on the Yrenads survey would take sbout two months and
that some 1,000 interviews would have to be done on a random

sample hasis. Twenty field wopkers would be needed for the
job.

"We're trying to make this a practical study", Dr Hosein said,
"because we dont want it to be Just another documeht lying on the
desk, We want 1t to @rovide the sort of information thagt will
help Family Planning Associations and other organisationa that

want to plan programmes of activities involving teenagers.,"

Dr Hoseln left for Trinidad yesterday (2u4th) and will return to
New York on August 27th.

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MCDONALD COLLEGE TEACHERS APPEAL TO PARENTS'/

Teaéhers at the Presbyterian Church McDonald College sppealed
to parents today (24th) to back their demands that the
Administrative Committee of the College get money lmmediately

to pay teacliers' salaries,

In a press release issued today, the teachers said they were
toreceive holiday pay for July and Augusx by the second week
in July "as i=m the custom", and they had & written promise

that back-pay for January to April would be given no later
than July 31st. '

The release said thag, to date (24th), the teachers had not
received holiday pay, back pay or their salaries for July, and
they had had no explanation from the School Authorities as to
why they had not been paid, "When contacted by the staff",
the release seid, "the Chairman of the Administrative
Committee, Mr Roy Williems, stated that the College cannot pay

teachers because it has not been able to obtain a bank losn with
which to do so.®

The teachers express the opinion that this is "*grosa incompetence
and lack of consideration for the staff", and an appeal is

made to parents to join the demand that money be obtaimed for

the immediate payment of salaries.

When NEWSLETTER spoke with Mr Roy Williams today(24th), he
confirmed that salaries for July have not yet been paid but
he denied that a written promise had been given to give the
back-pay by July 31st. "What we 8aid in our letter to the
teachers 1s that we would endesvour to pay them by July 31st",

he said, "and we never made a definite Prounise to pay them by
any dgted

Mr Williems said efforts are still being madé to get a loan to
pay salarles and back-pay but these efforts have not yet been
succesaful, "The College is in q‘bad way financlally",

Mr Willigms said, "and we have been begging money from abroad

to keep going, but what we have got is not enough to meet our
(continued)
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expenses.,

Mr Williems said thet, since 1974, McDonald College has not beed
Government grant aided but that, from next month, the College will
receive a Government grant, "'hig will put'us in a position to
take care of our conmitments", he said, "and, in the mean ting,

we awalt replies to requests we have made abroad for financial
help. "

A source close to the teachers told NEWSLETTER that the College
will meed about EC$17,000 to meet salaries to date and back pay

from Janusry.

The problem st McDonald College is related to that which faced 7
other secondary schools earlier this year, These are
Government grant-aided schools asnd the School Boafda sald they were
unable to meet teachers'! demands for higher salaries unless they

were allowed to raise school fees (frozen at ED$30 per term by

Government) or Government incregsed the grant,

The teachers organised a "sick-out" and then Government interveneqd,
giving grants which allowed the Boards to pay the increased
Balaries to August with back bPey from January, Government

8aid it would give further grants from September after the

accounts af the schoolg had been examined.

It is expected, however, that when the schools reopen in September,
the confrontation betwsen the teachers and the School Bosards will
reappear, The teachers' demands were that they should be
treated equally with teachers at the Government vwned Grenada

Boys' Secondary School who received higher salarieg with effect
from January 1st 1975. The grants given by Government this
year allowed for payment of back Pay from January 1st 1978 only,
and 1t is expected that, when the schools reopen, the matter will

be taken up by the teachers agalin,

S8ix hundred students are now enrolled at the St.Georges
University School of Medicine which opened its fourth
semester on Monday (2181}, Among these arc 185 freshmen
and the School now has students from Canada, Czechoslovakia,
Greece, Guyana, Haiti, Hong Kong, India, Iran, Jamaica,

Nigeria, §akistan, Rhodesia, Switzerland, Syria, Thailand,
Trinidad and the USA.

The School of Medicine opened on January 47th last year with
an enrollment of 195, According to a "Foreign Student
Bulletin" put out by the School, the institution is recognised

by the United States Department of Health and Welfare and by
the World Health Organisation,

Tuition fee per semester is US$2,250 and dormitory fee per
semester is US$LOO, Many students, however, do not live-in
and it is reported that theip competition for housing has

pushed rentals up considerably.

The School's curriculum is coumprised of nine semesters to be
completed in 4} years. At the end of that period, the
degree of Doctor of Medicine will be awarded since, says the

Bulletin, "no further internship or social service is required,"

‘he fourtn semester, now commencing, will cover Pharmacology,

Haematological Studies, Microblology and the first part of
Pathophysiology.

The School is expected to graduate its fiprst doctors at the end
of the semester which starts in January 4981.
