In the course of his address (on. October 12th) to the 33rd Session
of the General Assembly of the United Netions, Prime Minister Eric

Geiry asccused the OpPOSition New Jewel Movement (NJM) political

party of murder.

The accusation came as Mr Gairy was speaking on the subject of

'Human Rights' which he said was & 'two-way street', ' He said
that 'téfrorist and other disruptive groups' often carry out their
activities under the guise of Human Rights and very often uislead
the public, the medis, commisSions'of inquiry and even well—méaning

Human Rights Bodies into beliéving that their causes are Justified
and in the public interest.

He thought this a dangerous situation and sa&id he would use Grenads
as "an example to show what small, disruptive, politically-ambitious
groups within a country can do, not only to undermine the stability

of the government, but also, and more importantly,.to’ bring .discredit

to'the entire country and to frustrate the hopes and aépirations of
its people,”

"There is a group in my country known as the New Jewel Movement", he
Baid, "a group with a strange and highly dangerous ideology, which
has deliberately embarked upon a propaganda cempaign to smear

FERGUSON EXECUTED V//

Shortly after midnight on the night of 16th/17tn October, Charles

Ferguson was executed gt the Richmond Hiil Prisong,

Ferguson was charged with the murder of Roy Dongld in April 1974
: h (continued)
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and, after being found guilty, was tried a second time when the
Appeal Court ordered a retrial. He was found guilty again aund,
when the Appeal Court upheld the conviction, the case was taken to
the Privy Council.

Led by British barrister :ir Nigel Murray, Mr Lloyd Noel, Ferguson's
Counsel, appeared before the Priv¥ Council on July 12th last.
Decision was reserved and, on October 5th, the Lords of the
Judicial Committee of the Privy Council advised.that they would

"report to Her Majesty that the appeal should be dismissed."

The Privy Council Judgement states that the Defence piaced five

points hefore them.

1. that manslaughter, as a possible alternative verdict,
should have been left to the jury.

2., that the direction upon the issue of identity was inadequate.

5. that the evidence of identification was unsafe.

L. that the Court of Appeal, when dealing with the submission
that the verdict was unsafe and unsmtisfactopy, adopted an
approach which was wrong in law, in that they asked
themselves not whether the verdict was unsafe and -
unsatisfactory, but whether there was evidence upon which
a reasonable jury could convict.

5. that the trial judge's direction as to the standard of

proof was incorrect in law.
Argument

‘Main argument of the Defence hinged on Section 41 (1) of the West

Indies Associated States Supreme Court (Grenada) Act 1971. This
Section states that the Court of Appeal should set sside the
verdict if it ias "unsafe and unsatisfactory" or if it is found that
"the judgement of the Court before whom the Appellant was convieted
should be met aside on the ground of a wrong decision of any

question of law or that there was g material irregularity in the

course of the trial."

There is, however, a proviso to this Section Which reads ;-
"Provided that the Court of Appeal may, notwi%hstanding that it
is of the opinion that the point raised in the appeel might be
decided in favour of the Appelant, dismiss the appesl if it

considers that no misecarriage of justice has actually occured."

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The Privy Council did not accept the point that manslaughter, as

a poasible verdict, should have been left to the jury. "Ithe

-

circumstances of the shooting were such", they said, "that, if the

Jury were satisfied by the evidence of identity, the only proper

verdict was one of murder."

Misdirection
It was found that there had been "misdirection as to the intent

necessary to establish the crime of murder.” It was found also,
however, that this misdirection had not resulted in any miscarrisge
of justice and that the Court of Appeal had .the right to apply the

proviso (guoted on page 3) and set aside Ferguson's appeal.

There remained the question of identity of the killer and, on this,

the Privy Council Judgement says :-

"The application of the proviso is justified only if the
Court considers '"that no miscarriage of justice has actually
occured." One is, therefore, driven back to g consideration
of the trial and the summing up. The criticisms that
manslaughter should have becn left to the jury and that the
Judge erred in his direction .... having been rejected, the
fundamental issue arises: was it safe to conviet upon the
identification evidence ¢ If there had been any reasonsble
doubt as to the identity of the killer, their Lordships

could not say that no miscarriage of justice hag actually
occured.,

Though the judge did unot direct the Jury in the terms now
spproved in Regina v Turnbull (supra), he left the jury in
no doubt as to the state of the evidence and their duty.
There was only one witness who recognised the Appellant as
the killer - Louise Donald. He reminded them of this
fact and of the facte which might lead the jury to doubt
the reality of her identification, and concluded

'If you believe Louise Domald, after considering
Dr Gibbs' evidence, and disbelieve the accused
and his witness, you must convict,"

In their Lordship's view, there 1s nothing in the way in
which the judge dealt with the issue of identity to suggest
that the jury were not fully alert to the difficulties in
this part of the Crown's case.

But that is not the end of the matter. Before the proviso
is applied, the Court (in this exceptional case, the Board)
must consider that no miscarriage of Justice has actually
oceured. It is necessary, therefore, to examine Louise
Donald's evidence with care. First, her evidence was
uncorroborated by either her sister, Linette Rock, or Angels
Drakes. Secondly, according to her evidence, she told no
one on the night of the killing that she had recognised the
killer. Thirdly, Dr Gibbas, who conducted the post mortem,

swore an affidavit in May 1975 (i.e. after the first trial
and shortly after the first appeal) in which he said that

@bout 10.30 pm on the 6th April 1974 he was at the hospital
when he heard Louise Donald, in answer to the question
repeatedly put to her as to whether she knew who shot her
husband, as repeatedly respond

"All I know is that it was a tall man, fair complexion,
wearing a coat, and a hat drawn over his face."

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When questioned at the second trial, Dr Gibbs said he did
not hear Mrs Donald speak these worda. He said it had
occured to him that he might have been confusing her with
her sister who was also at the hospital that night.

Louise Donald, under cross—ecxamination, said she saw Dr Gibbs
that night but did not recall that she told anyone that night
that it was the accused who shot her husband pr that anyone
asked her if she recognised the person who shot her husband.

Clearly, the jury must have accepted Dr Gibbs' explanation
of his affidavit, The question, therefore, is as to the
inherent strength of Louise Donald's identification. She
must also have been accepted as truthful., But, was she
reliable or was there the possibility that she was mistaken ?
She conversed with the killer: he was close enough to take
her bag from her: he pushed & gun at her. She recognimed
him as a man she had known for some five or six years. She

descr%bed his dress (including, gignificantly, not a hat but
a cap). _ _

Their Lordships have considered all the evidence as to
identification. It was summed up fully and fairly: the
evidence of Dr Gibbs was put to the Jury in its correct
context - i.e. as capable of throwing doubt upon Louise
Donald's reliability. The whole emphasis of the summing-
up as to the facts was as favourable to the accused as it

could be. Their Lordships are in no doubt that the
Jury reached a true verdict. No miscarriage of justice
has occured at the end of this protracted and unhappy case,
involving as it has done, two trials, two appeals and
requiring - a most exceptional feature - their Lordships!
Board to consider whether or not to apply the proviso.

Accordingly, their Lordships will report to Her Majesty that
the appeal should be dismissed."
In an exclusivé interview with NEWSLETTER today (20th) Fergusdén's
Counsel, Mr Lloyd Noel said he was distressed over the outcome of
the ecase and was convinced there had been a miscarriage of justice.
He felt that the politicai overtones of the case could not be

overlooked aud he thought that Grenasda's 'Ferguson case' could well

parzllecl Britain's famous 'Hanratty case!,

"James Hanratty was convicted of murder and ¢Xecuted in Britasin
in 1962", Mr Noel said, "and,two years after, the resl killer caue
forward and confessed." Mr Noel ééid Hanratty's conviction had
been based on 1dentity'as was the caée with Ferguson, and the matter
has been so embarrassing to the British Government that, since

that time, there have been no more executions in Britain.,

"The circumstances of the identification of Ferguson as the killer
were such as to make the verdict most unsafe and unsatisfactory",
Mr Noel aaid; "and 1t will be poor compensation for Ferguson's
relatives when; if the truth ever comes to light, that - as the
British diad wifh Hanratty - they are allowed to tske his body from

a murderer's grave and inter it elsewhere.," (1379 words)

ECONOMIC REVIEW /

More money is being spent in Grenada now than was spent twelve
months ggo and this is indicative of an'improving economy, It
is difficult to tell, however, how much.of this increase is

indicative of resl growth and how much is the result of inflation.

This opinion was expressed to NEWSLETTER recently by seversl
knowlegable persons in the supermarket business, building trade,
banking, real estate, pharmaceuticgl trade and dry goods business,
The comment came in g 3eries of 1nterv1ewslconducted this month
to ascertain the treng of the economy and, in the absence of any

published official statlstlcs, it may be taken as fair indicsation

of the situation.

All sectors of the economy are not performing uniformly, however,
and special circumstances are affecting some areas, One such
area is the house rental business which, within the 1last two

years, has experienced g marked increase. lhis increase is

(éontinued)
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limited to the Parish of St.George and is connecteqd directly to

operations of the St.Georges University School of Medicine,

-

The School is located at True Blue in the Parish of St«George and
now has an enrollment of over 600, The need for accomodation has

foreed house-rents up and several people, not previously offering

accomodation, are now in the business to take advantage of the

s
» .

boom,

It is estimated that these new landlords receive from 25% to 75%
more than they would have, had they been in the business before,
Most people who were in the house-rental business before, are
limited by contracts and, in their cases, it is estimated that the
increase they are now enjoying is from 10% to 15%. Overall,
house-rents in the Parish of St.George are thought to be up an

average of about 40%.
Food.
The presence of the School is also affecting supermarkets and

retail outlets in the southern section of the Parish of St.George.
The impact of the students' buying is not felt to any extent in

St.Georges,toﬁn, but, in the proximity of the Schoel, food sales

are reported to be execellent.

One other area in which the School of Medicine is thought to be
having azn effect is in the sale of motor vehicles. It is
reported that, generally, the School's students do not buy new cars
but, the demand they have created for second hand cars has inflated
prices in that market, thus encouraging owners to sell and replace,
Motor vehicle sales are reported to be up, numerically, by
approximately 50% over 1977, and student purchases are thought to

have influenced from 5% to 10% of this.

The dry goods sector is snother in which special factors are having
effect, Generally, merchants are not satisfied with sales this.

year amd the current month (October) is considered especially bad.

Over the last 18 to 24 mdnths, however, several smalil dry goods

8tores have opened and competition is much greater now. There

can be no certalnty without statistlcs, but it ls a reasonsble

assumptlon that the apparent dullness in this sector is a result

of the fact that the 'cake!’ is being divided among more 'mouths!.

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A sub-division of the dry-goods trade is the shoe-trade, and this

does not follow the overall dull pattern for dry-goads, Conaidefed -
on the basis of sales of pairs of shoes, sales in 1978 are 2% to L%
above that of 1977. Considered on a monetary basis, the incresse

is 35% to 50%.

The deviation of the shoe trade from the overall dry-goods pattern
is explicable by the fact that there are fewer outlets for shoes
than there are for general dry-goods, and the competition is.
therefore lesa. What has not been explained is the apparent

trend towards the purchase of more expensive footwear.

Slump
In all sectors of the economy, there was s slump in 197l following

the civil unrest and the loating of St.Georges by the State—paid
"Police Aids, Many concerns were forced out of business at
that time and, for those survivibg the crisis, there was g very
slow up-turn in 4975, Statistics are not available covering the
Business Community, but the published brospectus of g local firm,

Jonas Browne & Hubbard Ltd, is indicative of the general situation.

Hubbards had sales of EC§9.4 million in 4973 and this figure fell
to EC$7.6 million in 1974, the year of unrest, In 1975, sales
at EC§8.4 were still below the 1973 figure and it was not until

1976 that the position was recovered with sales of EC$10.2 million. —~.

In the real estate business, the position with sales of houses. is
almost the same, From a very low level in 1974, there was g
slight increase in 1975 and a Leveling off in 4976. Over the
last year, there has been another upward movement and g marked
increase both in the nunber of houses sold and the pricesg they are
fetching, Resident foreigners are among the purchasers but it
is reported that g considerable number of purchases are made by

Grenadians resident abroad who S€¢ a house as an inveatment pending

their return home,

There has been less activity in the sale of 1and over the period
1974 to 1977, but more interest has been noted in the last 412
months, An interesting feature of land sales, reported to

NEWSLETTER, is that, over the last four years, even in development

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areas, the price per square foot has remained almoat static.

The building trade is said to be 'reasonsgbly goad', but is _

hampered by slow deliveries by suppliers abroad. After the low
of 1974, there was a marked improvement late in 1976 and botn last
year and this have shown inCreasing cash turn—o;ers. Especially

in this sector is it difficult to estimate whether there has been

/
» .

any real growth, Operators report that inflation is considersable
and, while cash turn-over and profits are up, there may be little

increase in trade, quantitatively.

It ia reported that building business is coming from hoth resident
foreigners and Grenadians, some of the latter being resident gbroad.
It is reported also that, during the past two years, a new source
of finance for building has become available. In the past,

while they have financed some building operations, Insurance
Companies have not sought this type of business; NEWSLETTER

is advised that these Companiea are now canVassing this bu31ness

and will aceept mortgages on 15 to 20 year terms.

In the pharmacy trade - patent medicines, prescriptions etc - a
reliable estimate of the increase in 1978 over 1977 is given as
L.0%. In assessing real growth in this sector, however, in
addition td inflation, another factor must be considered. It is
reported that exorbitant mark-ups are increasing costs to the

public ang sales may reflect a false picture of growth.

Whatever the effects of inflation on the real growth of the

eéconomy, there is more money in circulation in 1978 that there was
in 1977 and NEWSLLTTER has attempted to discover the'sourceq of

monetary in~flow.

Government is putting some money ipto circulation with limited
congtruction work and road repairs but it does not appesar
sufficient to account for the increase, Also, through hoﬁse
rentals, wages and purchases, the students of the St.Georges

University School of Medicine are providing a booét. This, =alsmo,

is not thought to be sufficient.

Grenada has thrce main export crops, Cocoa, Nutmegs and Bansanas, and

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while the performance of the firat two is not known, according to
NEWSLETTER's records, the weight of exports of bananas to 30th
September was up 7% over the weight at the same date last year,
and the monetary valﬁe was up nearly 23%%. Total earned for the
banana crop produced during the first three quarteré of this year

was over EC$7 million, of which slightly less than half will have

» J

been paid out to growers.

Tourism
The tourist industry also has shown a considerable increase.

Stay-over visitors during the first half of 1978 were up by 16%
over the same period last year. Cruise liner visitors. provide
less revenue than stay-over visitors, but it must be recorded that
cruise liners brought over 21% more passengers to the State in the

1978 January to August period than they did during the same
period in 1977.

Banking circles advise that another source sustaining the economy
is remittances made to the island by Grensdians resident asbroad.
WEWSLLTTER is adffised that, during the past two years, these

remittances have increased considerably.

Statistics, when available, will produce a clegrer picture of
Grenadg's economy but, for the moment and Judging by the increased
circulation of money, the island appears to be holding its own
against the inflation which is being imported in every sector.

The opinion has heen expressed, however, that, with adverse
balance of payments to contend with, the race to keep zhead of

increasing prices may reach a critical stage during the next 24

months,

It is anticipated that, over the next 12 to 18 months, Government
will receive loans which, when expended‘on Public Works, will
improve the situation as far as local purchasing power is
concerned. It is felt, however, that such expenditure must be
regarded merely as a stop-gap and, unless efforts are made to

; stimulate production, there are prospects of a serious economic

slump;

This was disclosed to NEWSLETTER today (20th) in an exclusive
interview with Sir Dennis Henfy, Memper of the Committee's
Executive resident in Grenada. "A suggestion has been made
that we form a Grenada Group", Sir Dennis said, "and I intend to
follow this up. Mr Burmazn's visit has renewed interest in the

Committee and, if we can have our meetings, discuss matters and
make representations to London from time to time, this interest ig

certain to he maintained,"

There are some 4O members of the Committee in Grenada and, during
his one-day stay, Mr Burman held a meeting which most attended.
Addressing this meeting, the Deputy Chairman explained the
functions and role of the Committee. He Said the emphasis is
on trade and the Committee's work is complementary to any work done

by Westindian Governments themselves or through their High

Commissions in London.

Illustrating this‘point; Mr Burman sgid the Government of Barbados
is mounting a trade mission to Britain in November. The Barbhados.
High Commission in London is making arrangements for this.dission,
but Mr Burman had to ensure that he is back in Britain in time

because the Committee is assisting in every way it can to make the

mission a success.

Sir Dennis told NLWSLETTER he had found g refreshingly warm
intersst in Mr Burman's visit. "Members, quite rightly, had
begun to doubt whether there was any point in belonging to the
Committee", Sir Dennis sgzid,"but there is now renewed interest
and a hetter understanding of the services the Committee provides

to promote two-way trade between Britain and our region,"

CHA WMAKES PLANS TO PENETRATE EUROPEAN MARKHPv/

The Caribbean Hotel Association (CHA) is making plans to penetrate

the European market, and these plans include the organising of

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a. Caribbean Travel Trade Exposaition during 41979.

This was disclosed by Mr John Bell, Executive Direotor of CHA,
when he addressed the Annual Ceneral Meeting of the Grenada Hotel
Association on Monday (16th). Mr Bell thought the 1978/79
Winter Season promised to be a good one for the Cariébean but, in

the context of the potential of the European market, he stressed

» s

the importance to Grenadsa of developing Summer business also.

In the course of his address to the meeting, outgoing President
Royston Hopkin said that, for the past six weeks, the Grenadsg
Hotel *ssociation (GHA) had had the services of Mr Gordon Armatrong
of Canadian Ixecutive Services Overseas. Mr Armstrong, a
graduate of MclMaster University and the University of Toronto,

has spent the last 20 years helping to .establish technical and

vocational education in Canada, he said.

"Mr Armstrong has a genuine interest in helping upgrade all areas
of the hospitality industry in Grenada", Mr Hopkin said, "and he
hopes to establish a twinning relationship between Grensda and

George Brown college, whereby Grenada can have the benefit of

qualified instructors in the hospitality field from time to time."
Inadequate
Voicing an off repeated complaint, Mr Hepkin said the major

handicap te Grenada's Tourist Industry is still what he calleg
inadequate air transportation. "Ag demonstrated", he said,
LIAT was not able to handle Grenada's demands for about six months
of the year, and we sincerely hope that, with the increase in
their fleet for the coming Season, we will sce a marked
improvement in their service." Mr Hopkin said Air Martinique
now’has a service into Grenada and is being slowly realised as

an alternative cagrrier into Grensdga.

Sumﬁarising the position of the Tourist Indusmry in Grenada,

Mr Hopkin ssgid that it was particularly favourgble from a currency
earning point of view. He said that gross earnings in 5977

were estimated at EC$33 million, 70% of which remained in the
island. Factors which gccount for the "economically favourable
tourism development", he said, include the long sverage stay of

the tourist (14 days) and the significant local onership of

WINTER CRUISK SEASON OPENS v/

Grenada's Winter Cruise Season opened on October 3rd with the call
of the "Cunard Countess! and, according to a list put out by the
Grenada Tourist Board, there will be 170 cruise liner calls at the

island between now and the close of the Season on May 31st 1979.

this number of calls exceeds the actual figure for the 1977/78
Season; but is less than the number of calls originally anmounced,
In October 5977; the Tourist Board stated that 185 cruise liner
calls would take place in the 1977/78 Season, but‘only 145
materialised. The Executive Secretary of the Tourist Board,
Hrs Gertrude Protain, told NEWSLETTER today (20th) that this fall
off in calls was due to the fact that some boats, originally
scheduled to make several calls, were taken off the run to the

Eastern Caribbesn.

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M¥Ps Protain said also that Grenada offers an added attruction to

cruise liner passengers this yesr. "On October 24th" she said,
