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GRENADA THREATENED WITH ATTACK

Prime Miniéter Maurice Bishop's People'ts Revolutionary Government
has information that there is a threat of an invasion being mounrted

against the island by mercenaries employed by deposed Prime Minister

Eric Gairy.

At a press conference today (5th), Mr Bishop said information had
béen received from two Caribbean Community (CARICOM) Governments

that Mr Gairy had been in touch recently with "El Condor", a group

of Cuban exiles in Miami. This group is believed to have been
rosponsible for the bombing which destroyed  a Cuban Airlines plane

off Barbados on October 6th 1976.

The Prime Minister said also that two communications had been

intercepted at the Grenada Missiom in New York. "We believe

these communications give firm evidence of links between Gairy and
certain underworld characters who are willing to finance and equip

some form of invasion of Grenada" he said, "and also they provide

evidence of Gairy's interest and intention to try and see what ways

he can turn back the clock to March 12th"..

Mr Bishop then read the text of one of the letters he said had been

intercepted and which was addressed to Mr Francis Redhead, the

Ambassador to the United Nations appointed by Mr Gairy

"Dear Francis", the letter reads, "ihe situation at present

for Mr Esic Gairy is critical., I have just heard, through
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intelligence sburces, that the Provincial (sic) Government

has made continuous propaganda statements charging fraud,

embezzlement and murder.

They are sending three men to negotiate a contract of

| finance. It has also been rumoured.thaf some of the
Prime Minister's lenders are disgruntled and are prepared
to take some action. Howéﬁéf, they are waiting for

Mr Gairy to commit himself.

Please worry about yourself in this precarious position.

Trust no one. We are monitoring the situation by
telegraphAand short wave contacts. At the present
time, reevaluations and appropriations are being made.

Please reply at once

The letter is type written but, at the foot under the signature, the
'following words are hand written :-

Mr Bishop said the second communication intercepted appeared to be notes

"This document has an address at the top", Mr Bishop said, "that

address being 'Afro-Amerlcan Dlstrlbutors Ltd', and there's a

brooklyn address. The document 1s addressed to about 40
dlfferent people, 1nclud1ng a number of Congressmen, and it is
immediately addressed to Mr Roy Guinness, the Natlonal Director of

the Congress of Racial Equality."

The Prime Minister said that, in thlS document Marberry sympathlses
with Guinness who was then belng 1nvestlgated by the Federal Bureau
of Investlgatlon the Internal Revenue Department and the Department

of Immigration, the Congress of Racial Equallty was prohlblted

from soliciting funds.

In Marberry's document, he offers his services to Guinness in
connection with the raising of funds. "It appears that the basic

idea he had", Mr Bishop said, "was to find a way of gettlng the money

which had been spent by people in the form of postlng ball for people
on charges. Marberry claims there was 9 2 mllllon dollars
involved in cash balls. | It was unconstltutlonal he sa1d for

the New York Clty Government to use that money to flnance government
projects and, therefore, he was 901ng to try to find a way to use

that 9.2 million to flnance his own projects."

Mr Bishop expressed the opinion that this was a "way-out kind of -

idea', but, he said, he could read from the document only what is in
it‘

This includes, Marberry says, "the use of Grand Prix racing cars,

my own cars fully staffed, the use of a Rolls Royce, two Cadilac

"We have already formélly requested from the other Gerrnments in the
Aufhority a firm undertaking in writing and made public that there
will be no recurrence of this or any other incident of interferrence

in Grenada's internal affairs', he said.

The Minister of Finance said unless Grenada had the protectlon of -
thls "writben and pubhlc undertaking'", the Government would have no
alternative but to initiate proceedings with a view to sett;ng up its

own currency and central bank within the next twelve months. "'

"This is not a measure the Grenada Government looks forwafd to" he
said, "we would rather remain within the present integrated framework
and work to strengthen and deepen Caribbean integration, but Grenada
will not be held to ransom or blackmailed." S

MORE PEOPLE'S LAWS ENACTED

Grenada's People's Revolutlonary Government has enacted elght more
"People's Laws" and, together with the 10 already proclaimed, these

have been published in a Extraordinary issue of the Government

Gazette.

The first 10 laws_Were proclaimed by Prime Minister Bishop at a rally

on March 25th. These laws were preceeded by a "Declarafibh", and

that declaration, together with the 10 laws read as follows ':

DECLARATION OF THE GRENADA REVOLUTION

WHEBREAS constitutional goVérnmént in Grenada has been

any Court of Law or otherwise.

The People's Revolutionary Government (PRG) is hereby
established as of Tuesday 13th March 1979, and in it shall be
vested all executive and legislative power, and the People's

Revolutionary Government shall appoint a Prime Minister.

People's Law No 3: Head of State

The Head of State shall remain‘He;vMajesty the Queen and her
representative in this country shall continue to be the
Governor -General who shall perform such functions as the

People's Revolutionary.Government5ﬁay from time to time advise.

People's Law No 4: Establishment of Supreme Court of Grenada

(a) The West Indies Associated States Supreme‘Court'(Grenada)'”

Act 17 of 1971 is hereby repealed.

(b) There is hereby established a Supreme Court of Grenada
consisting of thé High Court and the Court of Appeal in which
shall be vested all that jurisdiction which was formerly

Preventive detentlon provided however that a person may within
fourteen (14) days of such detention apply to the pPreventive
detention tribunal for a review of his case and thereafter at
pPeriods not earlier than two (2) months after his Previous
application.

(c) The Tribunal may on anu review of the case od a detained
person make recommendations concerncng his continped detention
or otherwise to the authority by whom it was oidered but the

authority will be under no obligation to act in accordance w1th

any such recommendation.
