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DLC Tracking Database – DTdb

Phase 2 requirements

1. Integrate DTdb with QC tool – Modify QC tool and DTdb to support expanded DTdb data structure.  Allow user to specify Volume, Page and Page Type (Division) information.  Allow QC tool to run independently from FileSort tool.

2. Integrate with FileSort tool – Modify FileSort tool and DTdb to support expanded DTdb data structure.  Allow wider range of file types (TIFF, GIF, JPG, JP2, others in future)  Allow range of file types to be expanded easily.  Allow storage of multiple types of checksum information.  FileSort tool will be capable of adding file information to DTdb and may be run independently from QC tool.

3. Modify print parameters so that printing from search results page prints in Landscape mode.  This will allow maximum space for expanding fields and allow maximum amount of data to be displayed.

4. Modify display to include Volume Identifiers for single volume items. (SPR-179) (point 45, SPR-151).

5. Modify multi-volume sort so that volumes are sorted by volume first then issue.  Modify sorting of volume and issue columns so that they are sorted as if right-justified.

6. Add support for displaying only the holding locations which have been previously defined as belonging to the base institution of the current item.  Holding Locations to be entered by DLC staff.  (point 36, SPR-151)

7. Add ability to search records created within a date range. (point 47, SPR-151)

8. Add basic reporting module

a. CD pull-list report – User will specify a BibID or Volume and DTdb will produce a report detailing the CDs which are attached to the specified item including the following fields: CD number, FileRange, Date Archived, and Media Type (CD, DVD, others in future)

b. CD Contents report – User will supply a CD Number and DTdb will produce a report detailing the files contained on the CD including the following fields:  BibID, Volume, Filename, Filesize, Date Modified, File Checksum

c. All CDs meeting criteria X report – User will specify any combination of the following parameters: Institution, Project, Date Archived Range.  DTdb will produce a list of CDs meeting the conditions specified including the following fields: CD Number, Institution List, Project List, Date Archived.

Phase 3 requirements

1. Enhanced searching including AND, OR and NOT.  This is a significant change to the search mechanism and will be a Phase by itself. (SPR-183, 184)

Phase 4 requirements

1. Add DTdb hook to Geographic core.  (SPR-155).  Significant coding required.

Phase 5 requirements

1. Create/modify MARC ingest application to get Bib records from Aleph. (point 2, SPR-151)

Phase 6 requirements

1. Add application security so that different DLC staff have different permissions for the various DTdb features. (point 7, 23, 25 and 26, SPR-151)

Phase 7 requirements

1. Add support structure for Audio and Video files.  This requires additional database tables to record the unique characteristics of these types of items. (point 12, SPR-151)

2. Add support for recording Microfilm as an archive media type.

Phase 8 requirements

1. Differentiate Institutions from other Holding Locations so that system can allow users to change holding location codes.  (point 13 and 14, SPR-151)

2. Add data hints for Authors, Publishers, and Holding Locations based on existing data in the database.  (point 31 and 32, SPR-151)

3. Modify application to sort Status tab items by most common workflow order.  Order to be defined later.  (point 43, SPR-151)
