VENICE — Several actresses in 
Venice Theatre’s 2015 production 
of “Hair” have accused Broadway 
star Ben Vereen, who directed it, of 
sexually assaulting them.

According to an story in Friday’s 
New York Daily News, 
Vereen’s conduct 
included unwanted 
kissing and touching, 
sexual advances, 
luring them to the 
rental house he 
occupied during 
his stay in Venice 
and stripping naked 

during a rehearsal of the play’s 
famous nude scene.

Two of the actresses told The 
Daily News it seemed to them that 
was Vereen’s method to help the 
cast come to grips with the scene. 
They said it became obvious to 
them that he was going too far in 
his role as director, making them 
extremely uncomfortable.

They felt, however, that they had 
to tolerate his conduct to stay in the 
show, which he talked about taking 
on the road.

One of the actresses 
acknowledged performing a sex act 
at Vereen’s request.

“I just think at the time, I didn’t 
feel like I had a choice,” she said, 
according to a USA Today story. 
“I didn’t want to do it, but I was 
intimidated and scared. He was

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ven though fewer teens 
in the area admit to using 
marijuana, anti-drug advocates 
are concerned society’s 

increasingly relaxed attitude toward pot 
could lead to an upswing.

Based on a 2017 Social Teen Norms 
Survey conducted throughout Charlotte 
County Public Schools, Diane Ramseyer, 
director of Drug Free Charlotte County, 
said 24 percent of high school teens 
reported a past 30-day use of marijuana, 
down from 26 percent in 2016. The 
study found that 8 percent of middle 
school teens reported using marijuana 
in the last 30 days in both 2017 and 
2016. 

“We have been around this rate for 
the past few years,” she said. “It is 
concerning that the percentage of teens 
who do not see harm for them to use 
marijuana has declined.” 

A recent CNBC report detailed 
results from a University of Michigan 
study on the use of marijuana among 
teens. In the report, CNBC stated that 
nearly one-quarter of teens are 
using pot, based on the study’s 
findings. The study showed that of 
eighth, 10th and 12th graders surveyed,  
24 percent said they’ve used marijuana 
in the past year.

According the report, the study 
showed that fewer high school seniors 
disapprove of using marijuana and see 
“great risk” in smoking it occasionally. 
The increase in teens using marijuana 
comes as more states legalize pot for 
medical and recreational use, according 
to the report.

“I will say,” said Chrissie Salazar, 
director at Drug Free Punta Gorda, 
“that with medical marijuana 
legalization, and dispensaries 
coming into Charlotte County, 
there is the concern that a teen’s 
perception of harm from marijuana 
has the potential to decrease. 

There is the potential for marijuana 
use in our community to become 
‘normalized.’ Research absolutely 
shows that as teens’ perception of harm 
decreases … use of the drug increases.”

‘It should raise

The CNBC report 
noted that the 
study found  
64.7 percent of 
those surveyed 
said they 
disapproved 
the use of 
marijuana 

regularly, down from 68.5 percent last 
year. The study’s principal investigator, 
Richard Miech, said the statistics 
indicate that marijuana use among 
teens could continue to grow. 

“It should raise eyebrows,” Meich said 
in the report. “And people should be 
alert to the possibility that marijuana is 
about to launch.”

Based on the UM study, the report 
states that vaping has become a 

“popular 
mechanism for 
using marijuana 

and nicotine.” 
Within the past year, 

one in 10 high school 
seniors reported 

vaping marijuana.

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ENGLEWOOD — The 
proposed redevelopment 
plan for the Fishery won’t 
be reviewed Monday 
in Charlotte County as 
planned.

The advisory Planning 
and Zoning Board sched-
uled to review a public 
hearing for the Fishery at 
its meeting Monday, but 
it had to be postponed to 
the advisory board’s next 
meeting at 1:30 p.m.  
Feb. 12 due to an 
out-dated technicality.

“We found an old leg-
acy code,” Planning and 

Zoning Official Shaun 
Cullinan said Friday. 

The code has to be 
addressed and updated 
first before the rede-
velopment plan can be 
considered.

Sarasota-based 
Potomac Group is 
asking Charlotte County 
to allow it to redevelop 
the 13-acre Fishery 
complex, located off 
Gasparilla Road in 
Placida, into a mixed-
use development. The 
plan calls for three, 
six-story building with 
148 condominium units, 
a 40-room hotel lodge, 
a new public-private 
marina, a restaurant and 
other retail space.

However, when it 
comes to considering the 
request for planned unit 
development with its 
required accompanying 
small-scale comprehen-
sive plan amendment, 

an out-dated 1991 code 
required public hearings 
to be scheduled on the 
fourth Monday of the 
month. The planning 
board meets on the 
second Monday of the 
month.

The old code was dis-
covered as staff reviewed 
the Fishery’s redevelop-
ment plan, Cullinan said.

A special planning 
board meeting will 
be held Jan. 22 just to 
update the old code, 
Cullinan said. It will then 
go before county com-
missioners for a final 
approval. 

Barring any other 
unexpected circumstanc-
es, the plan itself should 
be able to go before the 
planning board next 
month.

“With these things, 
they are fluid,” Cullinan 
cautioned.

Placida Fishery’s future pushed back a month

A developer envisions this mixed-use development of three, 6-story condominiums, a hotel-
lodge, restaurant and other retail businesses at the Fishery in Placida. The Charlotte County 
Planning and Zoning Board moved the discussion to Feb. 12.

PORT CHARLOTTE — 
The widespread rumor 
that Costco Wholesale 
will be moving into the 
former Kmart store on 
Cochran Boulevard is 
just that — a rumor.

But, among a number 
of Charlotte County 
documents associated 
with the ongoing reno-
vation of the site, there 
is a bid specification 
package with the name 
of a prospective tenant 
— home-decor chain 
HomeGoods.

A subsidiary of TJX 
Companies, which also 
operates such well-
known retail outlets as 
T.J. Maxx and Marshalls, 
HomeGoods stocks a 
variety of furnishings, 
bedding, kitchenware 
and more. They cur-
rently have department 
stores in Cape Coral and 
Fort Myers.

“HomeGoods has not 
announced a new store 
for Port Charlotte,” was 
all that HomeGoods 
spokesperson Lisa Zahn 
would respond in an 
email.

Shaun Cullinan, coun-
ty planning and zoning 
official, also exercised 
caution, saying, “Please 
remember that tenants 
frequently change, and 
just because it says a 
name does not guar-
antee that will be the 
actual final tenant.”

However, the new 
store apparently is part 
of a major expansion 
launched by parent 
corporation TJX, a 
leading off-price retailer 
of apparel and home 
fashions worldwide.

An off-price retailer 
can be defined as a 
retailer that provides 
high-quality goods at 
significant discounts 
every day. And droves 
of shoppers are taking 
advantage of the savings.

Based on research 
by The NPD Group, a 
global industry analysis 
and advisory services 
company, roughly two-
thirds of consumers who 
shop for clothes do so at 
off-price retailers. Their 
purchases at these off-
price outlets represent 
75 percent of all apparel 
purchases across all 
retail channels, data 

revealed. 
TJX also is benefiting 

from discount shop-
pers, ranking No. 87 in 
the 2017 Fortune 500 
listings. In 2016, TJX had 
more than $33 billion in 
revenues generated by 
more than 3,800 stores 
in nine countries, three 
e-commerce sites, and 
approximately 235,000 
associates.

Meanwhile, con-
struction on the 
Kmart that closed last 
spring continues. The 
90,000-square-foot 
building is located 
on a nine-acre site at 
19400 Cochran Blvd., 
in the Port Charlotte 
Marketplace.

In August, the county 
approved a variance to 
increase the height and 
area of two free-standing 
signs. A permit was 
issued in December 
to allow demolition of 
interior walls and some 
exterior renovations, 
records show.

Introduced in 1992, 
HomeGoods operates in 
the U.S. and Puerto Rico, 
surpassing $4 billion in 
sales and achieving a 
comparable store sales 

increase of 6 percent 
in 2016. The chain has 
both a standalone and 
superstore format, 
which couples with a T.J. 
Maxx or Marshalls.

T.J. Maxx, founded 
in 1976, combines with 
Marshalls to form The 
Marmaxx Group division 
of TJX, the largest off-
price retailer of clothes 
and home furnishings 
in the U.S., according to 
the TJX website.

Marshalls, acquired by 
TJX in 1995, has stores 
on Veterans Boulevard 
in Murdock and in Fort 
Myers. Local T.J. Maxx 
outlets are at Cocoplum 

Village Shops in North 
Port, Cape Coral and 
Venice.

In addition, TJX 
operates Sierra Trading 
Post, based in Cheyenne, 
Wyoming, and 
HomeSense, a Canadian 
chain of home furnish-
ing stores.

In a 2017 letter to 
shareholders, TJX 
boasted of starting 
its fifth decade with 
ambitious plans for the 
future, based on strong 
earnings in the past. 

Overall, net sales in 
2016 were up more than 
$2 billion from the previ-
ous year, representing  

7 percent growth, fol-
lowing a 6 percent sales 
increase the prior year. 
In its entire history, the 
company recorded an 
annual comparable store 
sales decline in only one 
year.

In 2016, TJX opened 
a total of 198 new 
stores and planned 
to net about 250 new 
stores last year, with a 
potential to add 1,800 
stores worldwide in the 
future. In a volatile retail 
environment, the letter 
noted that TJX closed no 
stores in 2016.

HomeGoods coming to shuttered Kmart site?

ERIE, Pa. — A North 
Port couple was cited 
with one count of 
transporting animals in 
a cruel manner by Erie 
International Airport 
Police after allegedly 
trying to bring home a 
kitten in their checked 
luggage. 

According to GoErie.
com, the website of Erie 
Times-News, Olivia Sari 

and Nicholas Larrison, 
both 21, had placed a 
6-month-old female 
cat named Slim inside 
luggage “without food, 
water or air,” the news-
paper reported. 

The couple was re-
portedly coming home 
from Pennsylvania and 
heading to a Tampa 
airport when a baggage 
inspection system alert-
ed authorities to the 
luggage. The facility’s 
director of public safety 

told the newspaper 
that’s when the young 
cat was discovered.  
“A poor decision made 
on the customers’ 
part,” Erie International 
Airport’s Ian Bogle told 
the newspaper.

The incident took 
place on Jan. 1 and the 
citation was issued on 
Tuesday. They face a 
fine and associated 
costs. The newspaper 
said Sari and Larrison 
hadn’t pleaded on the 

citations. 
The couple eventually 

returned to North Port 
without Slim. Slim was 
taken to the Humane 
Society of Northwestern 
Pennsylvania, GoErie.
com stated.

According to the 
website, Bogle stressed 
airlines have procedures 
to transport pets which 
he said weren’t difficult. 
A checked bag, he said, 
“is not the recommend-
ed way.”

Bogle said he’s worked 
at the airport for  
28 years.

“I’ve seen some 
unique things. I’ve been 
involved in plenty of 
unique things. This 
is a first,” he told the 
newspaper.

Attempts to reach the 
investigating officer 
at Humane Society 
of Northwestern 
Pennsylvania were 
unsuccessful Friday 
afternoon.

Trump’s war on health, 
safety, economic rights

Donald Trump’s most au-

dacious attacks are occurring 
in areas that have received 
minimal coverage. Nursing 
homes that abuse or cause 
the death of their residents 
may be protected from or 
entitled to lighter fines than 
they would have been under 
President Obama.

For the first time since the 
inception of the Children’s 
Health Insurance Program in 
1997, its funding has not been 
reauthorized, leaving about 
9 million children in the U.S., 
375,000 children in Florida 
and 1,400 in Charlotte County 
without health care. 

With the repeal of the 
Obamacare individual man-
date, health insurance premi-
ums are expected to spike this 
year. The temporary tax reduc-
tions promised to many in the 
middle class will be eaten up 
as employers pass premium 
increases to employees.

An Obama rule to reduce 
the risk of sleep apnea-related 
accidents among railway 
workers and truck drivers has 
been repealed. Trump is also 
reversing a ban on chlorpy-
rifos, an insecticide used on 
vegetables and fruit known to 
poison drinking water. And 
he has pushed back Obama’s 
crackdown on for-profit 
education scams that saddle 
people with huge debt and 
worthless degrees.

Addiction delayed a few years can only be positive
OUR POSITION: Old enough 

to serve in combat but not to 
smoke?

When you turn 18, you 
can vote for sheriff, 
governor, president.

Eighteen-year-olds can get 
married in Florida without their 
parents’ consent. 

They are free to serve in the 
military. Responsible for their 
own debts. Unquestionably 
considered adults in criminal 
court.

Eighteen-year-olds can’t buy 
a Budweiser, legally, but they 
can buy a cartoon of Marlboros.

That could change in the 
coming year as the Florida 
Legislature considers a bill to 
raise the legal smoking age 
from 18 to 21. Senate Bill 1288 
is sponsored by state Sen. 
David Simmons, a Republican 
from Altamonte Springs. The 
new law, if passed, would 
apply to cigarettes and cigars, 

chewing tobacco and electronic 
vaping products.

At first glance, our impulse is 
to view this simply as another 
case of “Nanny State” do-good-
erism inhibiting the privileges 
of Floridians, considered 
adults in most all other ways, 
to engage in an activity that is 
legal for all other adults.

Isn’t it plainly absurd that 
we’d tell a soldier defending 
his country that he can’t buy 
a cigar? Or a sailor that she’s 
adult enough to work an 
aircraft carrier but not smoke a 
Pall Mall?

(Ditto, in that regard, for the 
drinking age.)

The age of majority means 
adulthood, which means 
individuals are considered 
responsible for the choices they 
make, good or bad. If someone 
hasn’t yet learned that smoking 
is harmful behavior by the time 
they turn 18, will something 

happen magically by age 21?
Yes, perhaps.
As Washington Post col-

umnist George Will pointed 
out recently, studies show an 
overwhelming percentage 
of smokers begin by age 18, 
“and vanishingly few after 
21.”According to the National  
Survey on Drug Use and 
Health, 90 percent of all regular, 
adult smokers begin before 
they reach 21. 

Harmful choices delayed 
bring better health outcomes. 
By current estimates, smoking 
is responsible for the deaths of 
1,200 Americans each day.

Critically, in this case, is that 
fact that tobacco use is extraor-
dinarily addictive: A report 
commissioned by the European 
Union confirms tobacco has 
a much higher risk of causing 
addiction than heroin, cocaine, 
alcohol or cannabis. One 
pack often leads to another 

and another and another. 
Younger people are especially 
vulnerable.

Smoking is simply addic-
tion, a mental and physical 
addiction that easily overrides 
conscious desires to stop.

Consider this assertion from 
the U.S. Surgeon General:

“The addiction caused by 
the nicotine in tobacco smoke 
is critical in the transition of 
smokers from experimentation 
to sustained smoking and, sub-
sequently, in the maintenance 
of smoking for the majority of 
smokers who want to quit.”

Further, roughly 47 percent 
of “adult smokers transition to 
regular, daily smoking before 
age 18; and eight in 10 transi-
tion to regular, daily smoking 
before they turn 21.”

That is why all data suggests 
that delaying tobacco addic-
tion, even a few more years, 
could have an enormous, 

positive impact on individuals’ 
health and health care costs 
of all Americans related to 
tobacco use.

Consider also that, according 
The Campaign for Tobacco-
Free Kids, nearly a third of all 
youngsters who become regular 
smokers before reaching the 
age of adulthood eventually will 
die from smoking. “If current 
trends continue, 5.6 million of 
the kids under 18 who are alive 
today will die from tobacco-re-
lated causes,” the group states.

More than 5 million 
Americans. Not today or tomor-
row, but eventually.

Given that, in regard to 
tobacco sales, it does seem 
that delaying the age of adult 
consent by a few years for this 
addictive substance is positive 
public policy. Plus, there is 
no actual upside to sucking 
tobacco smoke into your lungs, 
no matter your age.

The Venice City 
Council and the 
Sarasota County 

Commission will have 
two chances in the next 
two months to rekindle 
a relationship that for far 
too long has been as chilly 
as the recent weather.

For the sake of their 
constituents, we hope 
they will make the most of 
them.

Both governing 
bodies will be at the 
annual Convocation of 
Governments on Jan. 19 
in North Port — along 
with those of the cities of 
North Port and Sarasota, 
the town of Longboat Key 
and the Sarasota County 
School Board.

The meeting is only 
two hours long, however, 
making it unlikely 

anything of substance 
gets done regarding the 
issues that have Venice 
and the county going at 
each other. But it could be 
a time for breaking the ice, 
so more-productive talks 
can be held at the second 
meeting, on Feb. 28, just 
between the city and the 
county.

There’s no need here 
to review the bones of 
contention in detail. 
Generally speaking, they 
concern the interlocal 
agreement dividing 
up responsibilities for 
Wellfield Park, Chuck 
Reiter Park and the Venice 

Community Center and 
the lack of hurricane 
shelters in the Venice area.

Underlying both 
issues is a sentiment 
that several Venice City 
Council members have 
expressed: The county 
isn’t showing the city 
sufficient respect. In 
particular, they complain 
about county decisions 
that affect the city that 
they say have been made 
without consultation, or 
even notice.

The sudden closing of 
the Venice Public Library 
two years ago may have 
been the first offense, if 
you will.

We’re not in a position 
to say whether the city 
is being disrespected, 
or if it is, whether it’s an 
oversight or intentional. 

Clearly, though, a 
situation in which two 
sides are talking almost 
entirely about each 
other rather than with 
each other isn’t helping 
anything.

We’re hopeful the 
upcoming meetings 
won’t be more of the 
same. It’s time to stop 
nursing grudges and be 
productive.

That also means we 
need to see a different 
type of meeting than 
usually takes place.

This isn’t the first year 
that the city and the 
county have been at odds, 
and they went into a joint 
meeting needing to clear 
the air and get back to 
working together as best 
they can.

But what has happened 

several times in the past 
has been that the rhetoric 
gets put aside quickly, 
a consensus on what to 
do is reached and the 
matter is pushed off onto 
staff and forgotten at 
the board level — and 
nothing actually gets 
done. Then we’re back 
to finger-pointing and 
blame-assigning until the 
next joint meeting, when 
the cycle starts again.

There are reasons to 
think that won’t happen 
this time. Sarasota County 
commissioners have 
already acknowledged 
the need for more 
Venice-area hurricane 
shelters, and a team is 
working on making that 
happen. Keeping the city 
in the loop — as started 
happening regarding the 

new library when the City 
Council complained — 
should be a simple matter.

Resolving the future of 
the major sports parks 
and the Community 
Center is going to take 
some creativity, but it’s 
not in anyone’s best 
interest to let them go 
away. Kids need places 
where their teams can 
play and groups need a 
place to put on events, 
and everyone looks to 
the government — they 
don’t care which one — to 
provide them.

It’s going to take a lot 
of work to figure out who 
will be responsible for 
what going forward. The 
quicker any hurt feelings 
are put aside and that 
becomes the focus, the 
better it will be.

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Steve Bannon just got 
Jeff Flaked.

The former Trump 
strategist who has been
on a chest-thumping 
tour vowing to defeat
any Republican office-
holder insufficiently
loyal to Donald Trump
got savagely attacked 
by the president for his
insufficient loyalty.

Nothing with Trump
is final. Perhaps he’ll be
talking to Bannon again
soon enough. But Trump
has dealt a severe blow 
to a man who has built
a brand upon being
the ultimate Trumpist,
waging perpetual #war 
against the establish-
ment for the good of his
liege lord in the White
House.

Bannon finds himself 
in the position of a par-
ish priest who has been
roundly denounced by 
the pope. Whose claim
to represent the true
faith is more likely to
stand up?

This is the crux of the
matter: Bannon thinks
he created Trump, and 
Trump thinks he created 
Bannon. They had a fun-
damental disagreement
about who was using
whom, and in any such 
conflict, the president
of the United States is
going to win.

The Trump statement
on Bannon is — of 
course — exaggerated
and overly harsh. It
nonetheless nails
important things about
the former White House
official.

He was an inveterate
leaker and poisonous
infighter. Some of 

Bannon’s energy was
devoted to trying to
destroy Trump’s no-
tably noncorrupt and
nonkooky national
security adviser, H.R.
McMaster. Most of it,
though, was directed at 
Trump’s children and 
son-in-law.

Both Bannon’s leaking 
and his war against
the next generation of 
Trumps came together
in Michael Wolff’s up-
coming book, “Fire and 
Fury,” in which Bannon 
roasted Jared Kushner
and Donald Trump Jr.
for their alleged trea-
sonous idiocy. It’s as if 
Reagan budget director
David Stockman, in his
notorious interview with
The Atlantic in 1981,
had slammed not only
Ronald Reagan’s fiscal
policy, but his kids as
well.

Bannon also is a fla-
grant self-promoter. By 
any reasonable standard,
it’s quite a comedown 

to go from working 
a few paces from the
Oval Office to running a 
shoddy website devoid
of true journalistic in-
terest. With the help of a 
complicit and credulous
media, Bannon made
his cashiering from the
White House seem like
a glorious new chapter.
He was going to be the
leader of a movement
vanquishing unworthy 
Republicans on behalf of 
Trump.

This effort stumbled
badly out of the block
with the Roy Moore
debacle, and now the
president has hampered 
it further. It’s not clear 
whether Bannon was
raising real money — his
extensive entourage
notwithstanding — but 
his fundraising just got
much harder. Part of 
Bannon’s appeal to can-
didates was bringing the
imprimatur of Trump,
and that, too, has been
dented.

At the beginning of 
2016, it seemed that
Steve Bannon could be
a figure like Karl Rove
or David Axelrod, a 
political strategist with 
outsize influence over 
policy who existed at the
very top of our nation-
al politics for years.
Instead, he’s been kicked 
to the curb more brutal-
ly than any presidential
aide in modern history.

This, obviously, has
much to do with Trump
himself, who is vola-
tile, jealous of media
attention and insistent
that loyalty runs only
one way, up to him. But
Bannon played his hand
badly. He had no idea
how to effect his dream
of a protectionist, iso-
lationist administration
spending massively on 
infrastructure and rais-
ing taxes on the rich. His
vision lacked support
within the administra-
tion and in Washington 
more broadly.

The past month has
been telling. While
Bannon contributed 
more than his share to
the loss of a Republican 
Senate seat in Alabama
in the name of the
“Trump agenda,” his
nemeses Paul Ryan 
and Mitch McConnell 
succeeded in passing a
hugely consequential 
piece of the Trump
agenda, the tax reform
bill.

There will be much 
speculation about
what the Trump-
Bannon falling out
means for Trump’s
base. The answer is
nothing. Trump’s base
is Trump’s. No one
ever voted for Steve
Bannon, and now he
is on the wrong side of 
the president in whose
name he has presumed
to speak.

I think that every one
of our Charlotte
County residents

hopes that we can pro-
vide the best quality ed-
ucation for our young
people, whether it is 
in our public schools,
private schools, reli-
gious schools, or for the
home-schooled. Those
of us who have been in
the field of education
(I taught elementary 
school and high school 
before becoming a uni-
versity professor) know 
how important excel-
lent education is for the
continued success of 
any community.

When young families
and new businesses
look to relocate, the
quality of the schools in
a community is a major
factor in their deci-
sion-making process.
I recall that when I
moved my family from 
Brooklyn to the town of 
Merrick on Long Island,
the most important
factor for me was the
quality of the schools
which were rated as
one of the top systems
on Long Island.

We need to help
Charlotte County 
schools become one of 
the best school systems
in Florida, and become
recognized nationally,
as is our outstanding 
Model United Nations
program at Port
Charlotte High School.
It is known as one of
the best Model U.N.
programs in the United
States and is even
highly regarded inter-
nationally. To do this
we will have to face up
to some of the existing
problems and issues
that make it difficult to
attain that goal.

Some of these prob-
lems are local, and 
some are created by the
state. Here are a few 
issues along with some
possible solutions:

Our classroom
teachers have salaries
significantly lower than
high-performing school
districts in Florida. This

makes it hard to recruit
and retain the best
teachers. For that rea-
son, our school district
faces an uphill battle
to get new teachers
from other areas of the
state or nation. That
leads to what is called
“inbreeding,” where too
many of our teachers
are products of our own 
schools, thus making it
more difficult for new 
ideas coming from out-
side the area or from 
other school districts to
get a fair hearing in our
schools.

The same is even
true with many of our
administrators who
also have no experi-
ence outside Charlotte
County. One solution
is to require that any 
salary increases be
targeted for classroom
teachers-only for the
next few years. Most
of us know that excel-
lent teachers create
excellent students. Of 
course, we also have
to let them actually 
teach and not just drill
students for standard-
ized tests.

If it were not for 
state law requiring
school board members
to be paid a salary
(approximately $35,000
per year), along with
medical insurance and 
a pension, Charlotte
County would have
sufficient funds to hire
five additional class-
room teachers without
any budgetary impacts.
Too many of our school
board members also
have been too close
to the system to make
objective decisions.
Many have had family 
members who work for
the school system, and
at least one was a re-
tired Charlotte County
teacher who collected a 
teacher’s pension and a
school board salary at
the same time.

A rigorous review 
should be made of all
textbooks and teaching
materials to make sure
that facts and not polit-
ical opinions are being
taught. The latest state
law authorizing citizen 
review of textbooks is a
good first step.  We have
many well-educated,

qualified individuals
in our community who
can assist with this
task.

Serious thought
should be given about 
privatizing those func-
tions that can better be
served by the free mar-
ket. Bidding out school 
bus services is one of 
these. This is done by
thousands of school
districts across the U.S.
When I served on a
regional school board
in Massachusetts, the
bus service was put out
to bid every three years.
This insured that we
were being careful with
the taxpayer dollar.

Anytime our school
district is proposing
additional taxes to
support the schools,
those funds should be
specifically used to
improve education.
This means the public 
needs to know where
every dollar is going 
to be spent.  School 
board members need
to review the budget
line by line on a regular
basis to make sure this
is happening.

The public needs to
get involved at every
level so that we can 
make sure our schools
are actually improving
every year. We cannot 
leave this task to
school administrators
and state bureaucrats.
Charlotte County 
schools are our schools
whether we have chil-
dren attending or not,
we all pay for them.

being very intense and 
angry.

Vereen’s conduct came 
to light when Kaitlyn 
Terpstra, who was featured 
in the production, posted 
comments about her 
experience with him on 
Facebook in November. 

Those comments 
and statements she and 
another female actress 
from the production made 
to Chris Peterson of the 
blog “OnStage” led to 
Friday’s story.

“I am deeply grateful 
to On Stage Blog and 
Christopher Peterson for 
helping me tell my story, 
seeing it through to the 
end, and about always 
validating and centering 
the voices that need to 
be heard,” Terpstra wrote 
on her Facebook page 

Friday morning.
Vereen issued a 

statement in response to 
the accusations.

“I would like to 
apologize directly to the 
female cast members of 
the musical ‘Hair’ for my 
inappropriate conduct 
when I directed the 
production in 2015.

“While it was my 
intention to create 
an environment that 
replicated the themes of 
that musical during the 
rehearsal process, I have 
since come to understand 
that it is my conduct, not 
my intentions, which are 
relevant here. So I am 
not going to make any 
excuses because the only 
thing that matters here 
is acknowledging and 
apologizing for the effects 
of my conduct on the lives 
of these women.

“Going forward, my 
having come to terms 
with my past conduct 
will inform all my future 
interactions not only 
with women, but with all 
individuals. I hope these 

women will find it in their 
hearts to accept my sincere 
apology and forgive me.”

Venice Theatre 
Managing Director Murray 
Chase said Vereen’s 
conduct toward staff and 
crew had already made 
him unwelcome to return 
to Venice before these 
accusations.

“We had already made 
that decision because I 
don’t hire people that yell 
at my set designers,” Chase 
said.

After Terpstra’s Facebook 
post became known, 
Chase said, the theater 
was able to get in touch 
with nearly everyone in 
the cast of the show. The 
women involved were 
offered counseling at the 
theater’s expense.

At least one has availed 
herself of therapy.

The theater is also 
taking steps to try to 
ensure there are no more 
incidents in the future.

“We’re trying to make 
something positive of 
this,” Chase said.

To that end, the theater 

has appointed Kelly Duyn 
as its compliance person 
on harassment issues.

“She will be the point 
person on the forefront,” 
Chase said.

The theater also will 
be offering a number 
of discussion group 
programs for the 
community at large, 
taking ideas from Chicago 
Theatre Standards, which 
were developed by a 
group of Chicago theaters 
that created the website 
NotInOurHouse.org.

The impetus was a 
situation at a Chicago 
theater in 2016 in which 
an abuse of power by 
two men led to harmful 
“inappropriate behavior.”

Venice Theatre 
instituted enhanced 
protections for underage 
performers years ago after 
someone affiliated with 
the theater was accused of 
sexual misconduct with a 
minor. 

All of the actresses who 
have accused Vereen were 
21 or older at the time.

“Our children have 

always been well 
protected,” Chase said, 
adding that now the theater 

will be equally looking out 
for everyone else.

Despite the findings 
of the UM study, Salazar 
contends the idea saying 
that Charlotte County 
teens’ marijuana use 
has not been affected by 
vaping. “Through our 
quantitative as well as 
qualitative data,” she 
said, “we are confident 
that teen marijuana use 
has not increased due to 
vaping. But of those teens 
that do use marijuana, 
many are choosing to use 
it through vaping. This is 
known through anecdotal 
reports.” 

Anecdotal reports 
are from people who 
work directly with teens, 
according to Salazar. 
They include educators, 
campus security, student 
resource officers and 
school nurses. 

There has been 
a decrease in teen 
electronic vapor usage 
in the state of Florida, 
according to state-
level data presented 
by Kameroon Boykins, 
prevention coalition 
coordinator of First Step 
of Sarasota. In 2017, she 
said that 10.1 percent 
of surveyed Florida 
high school students 
admitted to using vapors 
in the past 30 days, while 
12.8 percent of high 
school students admitted 
to 30-day use in 2016. 

Boykins also noted that 
4.3 percent of Florida 
middle school students 
admitted to 30-day use 
in 2017 while 5.1 percent 
admitted to use in 2016.

To combat potential 
change in substance-
abuse trends, Boykins 
said the coalition invests 
in praising, rewarding and 
recognizing youth who 
have pledged to remain 
drug and alcohol free. “In 
supporting the Drug-
Free Youth initiative,” 
said Boykins, “the 
coalition is incentivizing 
youth to abstain from 

substance abuse 
while simultaneously 
promoting positive 
peer pressure. D-Fy has 
three active chapters 
in Sarasota County 
(Sarasota, Venice and 
North Port), with 
Drug Free Sarasota 
leading the chapter in 
the city of Sarasota. 
Drug Free Sarasota, 
although not providing 
leadership, promotes the 
sustainability of the other 
chapters by purchasing 
their much needed 
supplies and equipment.”

Parents still a 
major factor

Parents can also 
still play a part in 
preventing teens from 
using marijuana, as well 
as other substances. 
Based on Drug Free 
Punta Gorda’s numbers, 
students are “very” 
concerned about their 
parents’ disapproval of 
pot use. Only 13 percent 
reported that their 
parents would not 
disapprove. “That’s a 
pretty low number,” said 
Salazar, “in regard to the 
other numbers (30-day 
past use, etc).”

Based on Drug Free 
Punta Gorda’s research, 
Salazar said 87 percent of 
teen-aged groups think 
their parents would think 
it’s wrong for them to 
smoke marijuana, and 
71 percent think that their 
friends would think it’s 
wrong for them to smoke 
marijuana.

Salazar said students 
have consistently 
reported, for the past 
several years, that their 
parents and/or guardians 
are the top source for 
keeping them away from 
marijuana, as well as 
other drugs and alcohol.

“Research has proven 
that teens really do listen 
to their parents,” she said. 
“We know that a critical 
prevention strategy that 
parents can employ is 
ongoing conversation 
with their teens — talking 

with them about their 
expectations regarding 
marijuana and other 
drugs, family rules, 
parents knowing their 
teens’ friends and 
the friends’ parents 
(expectations and rules at 
home) ... asking open-
ended questions and 
listening to their teens.  
Research also shows that 
adult mentors (etc.) are 
a huge prevention factor 
for teens.”

According to Ramseyer 
from Drug Free Charlotte 
County, studies have 
shown that parents who 
talk with their children 
and teens, showing 
warmth and concern 
and setting clear, strong 
expectations and rules, 
have also been a major 
influence on the decision 
of their children to not 
use marijuana and other 
substances.

“Our coalition works 
to encourage parents to 
understand the negative 
consequences of use,” 
Ramseyer said, “and 
to both talk with their 
children and teens and 
set expectations for not 
using.”  

Organizations like 
Drug Free Punta Gorda, 
Drug Free Charlotte 
County and First Step of 
Sarasota work to educate 
middle school and high 
school students on the 
importance of avoiding 
marijuana and other 
substances. 

Torey Flanigan, the 
community youth 
coordinator for DFCC, 
visits middle and high 
schools throughout 
the county at least two 
to five times a week. 
They talk to students 
during lunch or in the 

classrooms, making sure 
to have a presence on 
the campuses. 

“When DFCC is 
in the schools,” said 
Flanigan, “we try to 
get the message out 
(about) how the majority 
of the school is not 
partaking in marijuana 
use. (Especially) since 
we also know that teens 
seem to try pot because 
they think others are 
using it and want to fit 
in. We also have several 
classes that teach 
the truth of how the 
different things you put 

in your body actually 
affects the body.”

Ramseyer also 
stressed the effect that 
marijuana, as well as 
other substances, have 
on the body. 

“The brain does 
not fully develop 
until the mid-20s,” 
she said. “Significant 
development is 
occurring during 
adolescence, and use 
of any substance like 
marijuana interferes 
with this development.”

Holly’s Hope holds first meeting of 2018

NORTH PORT — They 
are at the parades, the 
festivals, the cross-
walks and in your 
neighborhoods. 

But most of them are 
unknown. 

They are mem-
bers of North Port’s 
Neighborhood Watch 
group, a volunteer orga-
nization aimed to help 
officers and residents 
alike. 

“You know the neigh-
borhood better than we 
do,” David Cox said at 
a Wednesday meeting. 
“We patrol it, but you 

know the people a lot 
better and know if it’s 
suspicious. So we’re glad 
we have people like you.”

Most of the members 
joined for the same 
reason: to help their 
neighborhoods and 
be involved in the 
community. 

“I wanted the commu-
nity to be a better place 
to live in,” said Monica 
Zander, executive direc-
tor for Neighborhood 
Watch. “I’m off of 
Atwater, but I consider 
the entire city to be my 
home.”

And it’s their love and 
knowledge of the neigh-
borhoods that ultimately 

help them fight crime. 
“It’s our own neigh-

borhoods and we know 
all the neighbors,” said 
David Noll, who patrols 
off Salford Boulevard. 
“So we know if there 
are thieves or strange 
people. Some people 
have gotten to the 
point where if they see 
something, they’ll call 
me and I would call the 
non-emergency line.”

And in his three years 
of volunteering, Noll has 
never felt unsafe. 

“They always tell us 
not to get involved if we 
see something,” he said. 
“Get the back of the li-
cense plate, get as much 

information as you can 
and then call.”

Cecil and Maria 
Archbold, a husband 
and wife duo, have been 
in the group since they 
moved to the city more 
than a dozen years ago. 

“We were interested in 
safety in our community 
and we know if we par-
ticipate we will ensure 
some level of safety and 
make North Port a more 
pleasant place to live,” 
Cecil said. “I do it pretty 
much every day, but I 
don’t think about it (as 
doing a job).”

The small-but-mighty 
group has been around 
for decades. But despite 

the explosive growth of 
the city, the group itself 
has remained relatively 
the same. 

“We are a growing 
community, there are 
many people coming in 
and what a way to meet 
neighbors,” Cecil said. 

“We would like more 
people,” his wife added. 
“The more, the better.”

And it’s not just the 
community that benefits 
from the services. Officer 
Joe Fussell, who was the 
group liaison for two 
years, said police cannot 
do work without them. 

“Community policing 
to this department is 
incredibly important 

and we embrace that,” 
he said. “And one way 
to do it is with the 
Neighborhood Watch 
program.

In today’s day and age 
of youth sports, it can be 
nearly impossible to stand 
out among the crowd. 

With game tape and 
highlights populating 
social media on a daily ba-
sis, some kids from small 
towns such as Englewood 
and North Port can get 
lost in the shuffle. 

However, Fusion U14 
girls soccer coach Dennis 
Johnson is determined to 
help his girls earn some 
of the national spotlight. 
Fusion, a competitive 
travel soccer team 
comprised of girls from 
Englewood to North Port, 
in one of the few options 
in the area for pre-teen 
girls to prepare for the 
high school level. 

“I’ve coached for eight 
years now and I’ve never 
had a group of kids that all 
look at you when you’re 
talking like these girls 

do,”Johnson said. “They 
still like to goof off, don’t 
get me wrong, but when 
you’re explaining some-
thing, they’re like little 
sponges. It’s such a great 
group of kids.”

Following a full year of 
training and competition, 
Johnson had four of 
his players selected to 
represent Florida in the 
US Youth Soccer Olympic 
Development Program 
(ODP). Along with his 
daughter Trinity, Jacoby 
Maldonado, Makenzie 
Rodgers and Sophia 
Cherniak will compete in 
pool play with a chance at 
being selected to repre-
sent the Southeast Region 
of the U.S. 

After Trinity went to the 
regional camp in Alabama 
last summer, she wanted 
to share the experience 
with her friends. So, 
Johnson used the drills his 
daughter was taught over 
the summer to train the 

Fusion team with the goal 
of getting as many players 
to the ODP as possible. 

Though Trinity said she 
hoped to have a compan-
ion join her this summer, 
she never expected to 
have three of them from 
the same team. 

“I was so surprised 
when I made it,” 
Maldonado said. “I didn’t 
go to the second tryout, 
so I wasn’t sure. But I was 
literally crying when I 
found out. My mom went 
to the lunch room to tell 
me and I was like, ‘Oh my 
God, I’m so excited.’”

When Rodgers learned 
she also made the team 
later that day, she shared a 
similar feeling of disbelief. 

“It was really exciting,” 
she said. “It was out of the 
blue because it was just 
a Monday or something 
and I had just gotten on 
the bus and checked my 
phone. I saw my dad had 
texted me saying I made it 

and I may have shrieked 
a little bit. It was very 
surprising.” 

Qualifying for the ODP 
is an essential first step for 
Johnson’s team to gain the 
exposure and advice they 
need to reach their goals. 

Though the girls are 
just 12 and 13 years old, 
they’re already focused 
and training for a future 
in soccer. All four girls 
expressed hope of one day 
playing at the national 
level as well as playing in 
college and beyond. 

Now that they’ve 
officially been selected 
as four of the 54 girls 
from Florida to represent 
the ODP, the next step is 
qualifying for the regional 
camp. If players are 
deemed talented enough 
for the regional camp, 
they will then be evalu-
ated for potential at the 
National camps, which is 
where players can make 
their case for an eventual 

try out with the U.S. 
National Team. 

The players selected 
to train and compete at 
the Southeast Regional 
camp in Alabama will be 
announced in April and 
the camp will begin in 
early July. 

“It makes me extremely 
proud and surprised,” 
Johnson said. “Just the fact 
that we sent four girls in 
this small area and there’s 
so many bigger clubs out 
there too, so it’s definitely 
a great accomplishment 
for them.”

Tarpons fold down the stretch in loss

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LEHIGH ACRES — 
Presley, a nearly 1-year-old 
border collie born on Elvis’ 
birthday, is eager to play. 
But first he has to do what 
his trainer wants.

At a field here Thursday 
morning, Michelle Layton 
lines Presley up at the start 
of a pre-arranged row of 
six cans. Hidden in one of 
them is a knot of a human 
femur. Layton wants 
Presley to find the bone.

She lets Presley lead her. 
He snoops the area around 
the cans and pulls the 
leash taut. He slows near a 
can marked with a white 
sticker. He lowers his head 

to the can, then gently licks 
around the edge of its open 
top.

“Good boy!” Layton says 
in the low, gutteral tone she 
knows Presley will under-
stand. She rewards the dog 
with a couple of pieces of 
cheese.

Suzi Goodhope steps in.
“I didn’t like his reaction,” 

she says.
She wanted Presley more 

excited by his reward. Next 
time, when he finds the 
can, they’ll toss him his 
tennis ball, she said.

Goodhope, a resident of 
Havana, Florida, is one of 
the three lead trainers for 
the three-day K-9 rescue 
seminar this weekend run 
by the Southwest Florida 

K-9 Search Unit.
The local nonprofit, led 

by Punta Gorda resident 
D.J. Beddow, teaches 
people how to train their 
dogs to find missing people 
and dead bodies.

For Thursday’s opening 
day, a crew of about a 
dozen joined Goodhope 
and trainer Lisa Higgins 
for a session in the fields 
outside the Lee County 
Mosquito Control District 
headquarters.

Beddow’s group, founded 
in 1994, typically assists law 
enforcement on searches 
about a half-dozen times a 
year. In recent years their 
dogs have helped find 
missing children in Estero 
and a missing dementia 

patient in Clearwater.
The group’s dogs in 

2013 found an Immokalee 
2-year-old who had wan-
dered from her home and 
was missing for 10 hours.

 The missing aren’t 
always found alive, so dogs 
are trained to track the 
smell of cadavers, dried 
blood and fresh blood. 
Trainers use real body parts 
for practice, which they cull 
from medical examiner 
offices or from friends.

Haylee Carney, 17, has 
been training for six years. 
She’s already 
 learned which human 
remains work best. Pulled 
teeth are good. Or any 
leftover bloody gauze from 
surgeries. Once, for use in 
the training, Carney clipped 
the toes off a severed foot.

 “I have my little cousin’s 

placenta in my freezer,” 
Carney said.

 Thursday’s group in-
cluded Layton, 54, a Naples 
resident training Presley for 
the first time. By his third 
run through the lineup of 

tin cans, Presley was easily 
locating the can with the 
bone. Most dogs don’t take 
to it so quickly, Goodhope 
said.

“That dog did really 
well,” she said.

PUNTA GORDA — A 
Punta Gorda councilman 
said a recently announced 
partnership between New 
Operation Cooper Street 
and Boys & Girls Clubs of 
Charlotte County will allow 
the community center to 
assist more teenagers.

Under the new rela-
tionship, the Boys & Girls 
Clubs will operate its 
programming within New 
Operation Cooper Street 
— commonly called the 
Rec Center — saving the 
iconic center money and 
allowing it to offer services 
and programs to more 
children under the Boys & 
Girls umbrella.

“This will allow us to 
put more resources to 
the teen area,” District 
1 Councilman Jaha 
Cummings, a Rec Center 
board member, said 
Wednesday during a City 
Council meeting.

“This is very important 

because in the county, 
in general, there is a 
serious lack of services 
to teens, especially 
when it comes to career 
exploration and higher 
educational outreach,” 
Cummings said. “Because 
of the mandates the state 
requires on school boards, 
the guidance counselors, 
which were only at a 
one-to-seven ratio, have to 
put their time into testing. 
So they’re not able to have 
as much contact with kids 
as we’d like, helping them 
visualize their future.”

The move gives the cen-
ter the flexibility to expand 
resources to middle- and 
high-school students, 
offering a services such as 
career readiness initiatives, 
higher educational oppor-
tunities, applications for 
colleges and universities 
and financial aid/scholar-
ship information.

The New Image Project 
— a program that pairs 
middle-school children 
with histories of referrals 

or suspensions with high 
school mentors — will 
move from Punta Gorda 
Middle School to the 
center. A second tier of 
the program is devoted to 
career readiness.

“We want to expand 
the time we have the kids, 
and on a more reliable 
basis. It’s tough to do 
this all during a school 
day,” Cummings said on 
Tier 1 of the New Image 
program, noting it has a 
86 percent non-recidivism 
rate. 

Cummings said the 
South County Library 
is aiding with college 
preparatory workshops 
and federal student aid 
application assistance, 
while Keiser University is 
helping students prepare 
for the ACT test.

“We’re hoping to 
become a model for one 
of three teen centers in the 
county,” Cummings said, 
adding each area — Punta 
Gorda and Port Charlotte 
— has its own specific 

needs.
“We’re really the first to 

target the needs of teens. 
Soon teens will be adults, 
and we’re in a situation 
where we have an econo-
my that can be a lot more 
robust if we had a work-
force that was ready for it,” 
Cummings said.   

The Boys & Girls Clubs 
provides a wide range of 
youth programming from 
educational support to 
health and life skills to 
STEM (science, technol-
ogy, engineering, mathe-
matics) programs.

The center’s summer 
program was cut in 2017 
due to renovations — 
funded by a $3,000 Selby 
Foundation grant — and 
fall enrollment declined 
as facility upgrades took 
longer than anticipated. 
The partnership with Boys 
& Girls Clubs, however, is 
expected to boost enroll-
ment once again.

The city appropriated 
$15,000 from its Trabue 
Woods neighborhood 

improvement priority list 
Wednesday to upgrade the 
interior of the Rec Center, 
including new furnishings. 
In another move, City 
Council allocated $5,000 
a year to the Agripreneur 
Fresh Market and Garden 
program for start-up and 
operating costs.

While the partnership 
between the Rec Center 
and the Boys & Girls Clubs 
has been greeted with 
praise, a community group 
has voiced concerned over 
a proposal to restrict park 
use.

To accommodate 
the Boys & Girls Clubs’ 
morning drop-off schedule 
and daily programs, the 
center is in discussions 
with parents to expand the 
restricted hours to 7 a.m. 
to 7 p.m. The park at the 
center is currently closed 
to adults between 2 p.m. to 
6 p.m.

Arlene Gadsden, 
representing Trabue 
Woods United Association, 
a nonprofit community 

group, said the organiza-
tion would accept a 7 a.m. 
to 6 p.m. restriction, noting 
the community has not 
been given a chance to 
voice its concerns.

“I’ve been in Charlotte 
County all my life, a long 
time,” she said. “I have 
three beautiful children 
that I brought up in the 
community.  As a parent, 
I’m sure a lot of people 
here can attest to family 
time. Our children today 
are being robbed of that. 
They just don’t know.

“I require my children to 
come home and sit down 
so they have memories. 
And 6 p.m., to me, is a time 
to tell the children to go 
home and be with your 
family,” Gadsen said.

The center has been 
critical to the Punta Gorda 
Historic District neighbor-
hood revitalization, which 
began about five years ago. 
It’s been offering academic 
and recreational programs 
in the city for 40 years.

How fitting that a wild 
turkey gobbled in the 
distance. 

Commissioner of 
Agriculture Adam 
Putnam, a detachment 
of state forestry, 
wildlife and agriculture 
administrators and 
staff were in an isolated 
parcel of the Peace 
River State Forest Friday 
to kick off a program 
for disabled veterans. 
Operation Outdoor 
Freedom connects 
these men and women 
to outdoor adventures 
such as deep-sea fishing 
and weekend camping 
to help them heal or 
re-connect.

Peace River State 
Forest is to provide them 
guided game hunts for 
turkey, wild hogs and 
deer. The program, on 
a former game preserve 
purchased by the state 
in 2014, will also provide 
kayaking and other water 
sports, a bunkhouse 
and camp amenities for 
gatherings and a quiet 
place to relax. 

The centerpiece of 
Friday’s half-day event in 
western DeSoto County 
was dedication of a fire 
pit and marker to honor 
Henry Katter, a World 
War II veteran. The fire 
pit signifies the extreme 
cold Katter and other 
soldiers in his tank unit 
endured in combat in 
that long-ago war.

“Our goal,” Putnam 
said in opening remarks 
on an unusually cool 
January morning, “is 
to make Florida the 
most friendly military 
and veteran state in the 
country … to honor the 
men and women who 
have put it all on the 
line.”

Peace River State 
Forest is the second 
location for an Operation 
Outdoor Freedom 
camp. The other is 
Camp Prairie in Lake 
Wales. The idea is to 
offer wounded veterans 
outdoor activities at no 
cost.

Designated state and 
agricultural lands in 
Florida are also used 
for recreation and 
rehabilitation. There 
are about 1.5 million 
veterans in a state 
of nearly 21 million 
residents. The Florida 
Forest Service, within 
the Florida Department 
of Agriculture and 
Consumer Services, 
has invited hundreds of 
veterans to Operation 
Outdoor Freedom 
experiences, Putnam 
said. The eligibility 
requirements are that 
veterans must have 
a service-connected 
disability rating of 
30 percent or greater 
from the United States 

Department of Veteran 
Affairs, or be a Purple Heart 
recipient.

Florida acquired 
5,000 acres for the Peace 
River State Forest from 
the Mosaic fertilizer 
company. The land, which 
remains partly a working 
cattle ranch and hay-
producing venture, had 
been a privately owned 
exotic game preserve 
until Hurricane Charley 
shifted its direction in 2004. 
Florida in taking ownership 
of the land renovated 
a caretaker’s lodge and 
added a 20-bed bunkhouse 
that is buried deep within 
the isolated property.

The ribbon-cutting 
included an honor guard 
with the Florida Forest 
Service, remarks and a 
project overview from 
forestry administrators, a 
tour and small luncheon 
for the guests and 
sponsors that included 
Home Depot, The Florida 
Cattlemen’s Association 
and others. 

Putnam, a 
gubernatorial candidate, 
in dedicating Operation 
Outdoor Freedom in 
DeSoto County kidded 
that doing so was “living 
proof that common sense 
in government is still 
alive in pockets.”

NORTH PORT — When 
a representative of 
North Port High School 
contacted AMVETS Post 
312 in mid-December, 
they came through to 
assist a new North Port 
family with their holiday 
needs and wishes. 

According to AMVETS 
Post 312 Finance Officer 
Terry Corson, who is also 
AMVETS Department of 
Florida commander, Joy 
Popity, a clinic aide with 
North Port High School, 
said she knew a teenager 
attending school who 
was sleeping on a floor 
and needed some 
assistance. 

The teenager, James 
Daves and his family had 
recently moved from 
Wisconsin to Florida 
with personal belongings 
packed into a car. His 
mother, Jennifer Grafton, 
brought her family for 
the weather but housing 
became an issue — along 
with car troubles. 

They spent eight days 
and nights in their car 
and eventually spent 
much of their money 
on motel rooms for five 

more days until they 
were able to obtain 
housing. 

“When I went in 
the house there was a 
kitchen table with two 
chairs and the other 
two chairs in the living 
room,” Corson said. “A 
hutch was left behind 
with a small chair. James 
had been sleeping on an 
air mattress that went 
flat and would not hold 
air. Essentially, he was 
sleeping on a cement 
floor. Jennie, was on a 
mattress on the floor.”

Post 312 Cmdr. Robert 
Isabelle told its members 
about the family and 

assistance they needed. 
Corson repeated the 
message the next night 
and it was reiterated a 
third evening. 

“During these three 
nights the membership 
donated $1,600 to 
provide assistance to the 
family,” the post stated.

A member of the Sons 
of AMVETS heard about 
the possibility the family 
wouldn’t be able to have 
a Christmas celebration, 
he took action. 

Sons of AMVETS 
member John Young 
learned the home only 
had a photograph as a 
Christmas tree in the 

home. He brought out 
a 6-foot Christmas tree 
along with decorations 
and lights from his 
storage. 

“When we took it to 
Jennie and James, we 
asked James to give us a 
hand unloading the car,” 
Corson said. “The first 
item we gave to James 

to take in the house was 
the Christmas tree in the 
box. His face lit up with 
a great big smile and he 
said, ‘Mom, we are going 
to have a Christmas.

“I run the business side, 
and Gayle loves being in 
the kitchen. It’s a perfectly 
complementary partner-
ship — Gayle’s the nice one, 

I’m the mean one,” laughs 
Lawrence. 

With their five-year 
Bell’s Plaza lease ending, 
Lawrence had started 
searching for a new 
location over a year ago. 
When she found the former 
Abby Ann’s Ice Cream & 
Nathan’s Famous vacant in 
LTM Party Plaza, she knew 
it was right. 

“The Day’s Inn is next 
door. Our place will be 
easier to see, with a visible 
signboard on U.S. 41. 
And we’ll have 64 seats, 
an increase of 26. We also 
get a lot of groups here; 
now they’ll have their own 
room.”

“If we’re not here, that’s 
where we’ll be,” Stephanie 
had told her snowbirds 
when they headed north 
last spring. “We care about 
our customers and know 
them by name. We’re also 
very fortunate to have loyal 
local customers.”

Agnes and Andy, both 
94, came with the place. 

They were already daily 
customers before Lawrence 
and Fetherlin took over 
in 2012. Just a month ago, 
Andy stopped driving, and 
the owners stopped seeing 

them every day, but server 
Carrie Zeadker still brings 
them in whenever she 
takes them shopping.

It’s neither a new name 
nor a new location that 
draws loyal customers to 
Hometown Grill.

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Dear Car Talk: I am moving from San 
Francisco to Boston and want to take my 
beloved 2010 Prius with me. It will have a 

garage and be driven 
daily. My daughter, 
who lives in Boston, 
says no one in Boston 
drives a Prius because 
they don’t work in the 
cold weather. Is that 
true? Do I have to 
sell my Prius before 
I move and buy the 
Subaru Outback that 

she thinks I should 
drive? Or is there 
something I can do 
for my Prius to help it 

survive the winters? — Margaret
P.S. Yes, everyone wants to know why I 

would ever leave sunny California to live 
in snow and ice. The answer is: Because I 
love my daughter (even though she hates 
my Prius).

C’mon, Margaret. Fess up. No one 
loves her child enough to move from San 
Francisco to Boston! There must be an 
impending grandchild involved.

The good news is that while you 
have to give up your mild winters, 
earthquakes, mudslides, wildfires and 
stifling housing costs, you can keep 
your beloved Prius. We have dozens and 
dozens of customers who drive Priuses 
in Boston. And they work fine in the 
winter.

All batteries lose some power in low 
temperatures. But the Prius is a hybrid, 
so it’ll just use a little more gasoline 
when it’s cold. So, you might see a 
drop from 50 mpg down to 47. I’ll say a 
novena for you.

The only challenge you’ll have is in the 
snow. The Prius is a lightweight car with 
“low rolling resistance” tires: Those help 
improve fuel economy, but give up a 
little grip to do so.

Also, the electric motor in the Prius 
has a lot of torque, which is great for 
quick acceleration but not so great for 
driving in the snow. In snow, you want 
to do everything (accelerate, brake, turn) 
very gently, and electric drive makes that 
a little harder. 

But there are steps you can take: You 
can get four good snow tires. That’ll 
help a lot. Just leave them in your garage 
when you’re not using them. Or you can 
take the train or Lyft on the days when 
it snows and you absolutely have to get 
around.

Or just do what everybody else does 
when there’s a blizzard: Stay home. Make 
yourself some hot chocolate (Bailey’s 
optional), and enjoy the peace and quiet 
and beautiful display of nature. 

Best of luck with the move, Margaret. 
And make sure to constantly remind the 
future grandchildren just how much you 
suffered to be near them. 

Intermittent battery failure 
points to power drain

Dear Car Talk: We have a 2015 Ford 
Edge with 14,000 miles, purchased new 
in January 2016. We have had the battery 
go dead four times. The first time, Ford 
service sent a technician to jump-start 
the car. The second time, the car was 
towed to Ford and the battery was re-
placed. The third time, the car was towed 
and the battery replaced again. And the 
fourth time, Ford kept it for five days 
and found no problem with the battery. 
Usually, but not always, the battery goes 
dead when the car sits for three to four 
days. We are retired, so the car is not 
driven daily. Any idea what could be the 
cause of the battery going dead? The car 
is under warranty, but this is a frustrating 
problem to have. We enjoy your column. 
Thanks. — Cheryl

It sounds like you have a good, 
old-fashioned power drain, Cheryl, and 
the dealer needs to figure out what’s 
drawing power while you’re sitting on 
the front porch drinking Cosmopolitans.

The other possibility is that your 
charging system is not adequately 
recharging the battery, but I’m going to 
assume they tested the charging system 
when they kept your car for five days.

You’ve got enough miles on the car 
that we can rule out “very short trips” 
as the problem. If you drove the car 
three-quarters of a mile once every four 
days, the battery might not recharge, but 
that’s clearly not the case. 

So, the problem is not with the battery 
(which they’ve replaced) or the charging 
system (which I’m sure they tested). 
Therefore, something is using the battery 
while the car is parked.

in cold weather?

John Benz and his wife of 
53 years, Judy, are and 
have been very happy 

vintage Volkswagon owners.
Their pretty 

bronze-colored 1971 
Karmann Ghia Cabriolet 
nicknamed “Root Beer” 
and “Pop Top” camper was 
formerly a VW transporter 
van professionally convert-
ed into a deluxe camper by 
the Sportmobile Company 
of Anderson, Indiana when 
new.

I’ll start with the Karman 
Ghia cabriolet (similar to 
two I personally owned in 
the late 50s or early 60s) 
that John is so proud of. 
Seems when he was in his 
teens, a friend’s father had 
a Karmann Ghia coupe that 
his friend was allowed to 
drive. Young Mr. Benz rode 
along as they “beat the heck 
out of it.” Never the less 
that car stayed together and 
provided a lot of fun for 
only a few dollars. 

Finally, John came of age 
to get a driver’s license and 

used the family’s 1949 Ford. 
His first automobile, paid 
for himself, was a used 1957 
Mercury HT that he wishes 
was still with him. There 
have been approximately 
15 other just transportation 
vehicles since then; most 
are now collectible.

The friend’s Karmann 
Ghia coupe stayed in the 
back of his mind, thinking 
someday he’d own one. 
Years went by, he courted 
and married. This couple 
parented two daughters, 
one living in Phoenix, 
Arizona, the other in San 
Juan Island, Washington, 
thus John and Judy spend 

a lot of time on the road to 
visit the girls. Needless to 
say when not flying they 
use the camper. 

They live half the time 
in Waushara County, 
Wisconsin. There John was 
the elected county clerk, 
serving that vicinity for  
20 years and retired. Judy is 
also retired having been a 

sales associate at several gift 
stores in their home commu-
nity of Wautoma, Wisconsin. 

Finally free of respon-
sibility and having time 
to do what they want, his 
desire was to  become 
active in the auto hobby 
by getting a long-awaited 
Karmann Ghia coupe. It 
was really in “bad shape” 
but perseverance and 
several parts donor cars 
that VW became a winner 
of 70 awards. Wow!

Coupes are fine, however 
convertibles are more fun 
thus a search began for a 
cabriolet. The one you see 
photos of today came to 
them during 2001 from a 
widow in Minnesota that, 
like the previous coupe, 
required a full restoration. 
John said it took a very 
long time to complete that 
project but it was worth his 
time and money. Having 
seen it and hearing the 
oohs and aahs I totally 
agree!

Couple love their VW Karmann Ghia and camper

There aren’t many new 
cars in the $15,000 range 
anymore, largely because 
there aren’t many subcom-
pact budget cars being sold. 
Though redesigned for 2018, 
the Kia Rio subcompact 
hatch is a throwback to the 
days when owning a car 
was a rite of passage into 
adulthood. It didn’t have to 
be flashy or large, it just had 
to be functional.

There’s an understated 
charm in such modest 
simplicity. The fourth-gener-
ation Rio competently does 
the job of getting here and 
there in a smooth, efficient 
ride that Kia is expecting will 
be an IIHS Top Safety Pick. 
It is a good starter car for a 
teenager and averaging  
32 mpg combined it makes 
for a good budget commuter. 
It’s a car you need so you can 
spend money on the stuff 
you want.

Outwardly, changes to 
the body are subtle. Built 
on a new platform, the Rio 
has been slightly stretched 
and lowered with shorter 
overhangs; the grille is a 
tad broader, the fog lights 
stand out more at the 
edges of the fascia, and the 
headlights wrap around the 
sides to make it look more 
flowing. The hatch, which 
starts at $300 more than the 
sedan, could look at home 
in a Bourne movie European 
chase sequence, though not 
in the Mini Cooper’s starring 
role.

The inside was roomy 
enough to haul three people 

and a weekend of tween 
athletic gear — as well as a 
Christmas tree on top — with 
no problem except for the 
nearby stink of my daughter’s 
hockey pads. Clever storage 
areas for the smartphone and 
bottle holders in the door 
maximize interior space. It 
could be a college road trip 
special, but there’s no reason 
to stuff that fifth seat with a 
fifth passenger, even with the 
extra 1.5 cubic feet of passen-
ger room in the redesign.

Powering the front wheels 
is a revised 1.6-liter four-cyl-
inder engine with a six-speed 
transmission. Horsepower 
drops from 138 to 130 but is 
made up for with an addi-
tional mpg, to 28 mpg city 
and 37 mpg highway. The 
six-speed lets the engine rev 
into the 5,000 rpm range, 

creating a fun wail that 
reminded me of budget cars 
of yore, except this one could 
take the beating. Despite 
the horsepower drop, it has 
more punch than other sim-
ilar cars and is more refined. 
At highway speeds it’s not 
unreasonably loud and it 
gives the driver an overall 
feeling of having gotten the 
best end of this deal.

The value proposition is 
challenged when it comes 
to the top-of-the-line EX 
trim in the test vehicle. It’s 
$4,500 more than the base 
LX hatch ($14,200), which is 
an upcharge of over  
30 percent for what is 
essentially a technology 
upgrade with an automatic 
transmission and some nicer 
seats. The EX comes with a 
7-inch touch screen, voice 

recognition system and 
Android Auto/Apple CarPlay. 
There’s also autonomous 
emergency braking and 
forward collision system 
exclusive to EX, and the 
likely source of that targeted 
IIHS Top Safety Pick.

In the budget car space, 
which has shrunk but will 
never disappear, the rede-
signed Rio is one of the more 
refined rides.

2018 Kia Rio EX hatch

I don’t know about 
the 2015, but I know 
that on previous Edges, 
Ford had problems with 
the door-latch switch. 
Now, why might that kill 
your battery? Well, the 
door-latch switch tells the 
computer that the door is 
completely closed. That, 
in turn, turns off the dome 
light.

On lots of modern cars, 
the dome light stays on for 
30 seconds or so and then 
fades out. So maybe you’re 
assuming it’s going to fade 
out after you walk away, 
and it hasn’t been. Or 
maybe it’s bright daylight 
when you park the car, 
and you don’t notice that 
the dome light is still on. 
Or maybe it comes back 
on by itself. And if your 
dome light is on for two or 
three days, that certainly 
would kill your battery.

I suppose you also can 

test it yourself. Sleep in the 
car some night, Cheryl, 
and bring a book. If at any 
point during the night 
you can actually read the 
book, you’ve diagnosed 
the problem.

Most likely, whatever is 
happening is happening 
intermittently, which is 
why the battery doesn’t 
always die when you park 
the car for a few days. In 
the interim, you can buy 
yourself a “trickle charger,” 
(sometimes called a 
“battery tender”). That’s 
an inexpensive device you 
can hook up to the battery 
when you park the car 
that will keep the battery 
fully charged. 

But for a real solution, 
your dealer is going to 
have to do a better job of 
tracking down the source 
of the power drain. And it 
sounds like you’re going 
to have to insist that he try 
harder. If the dealer can’t 
figure out what’s draining 
your battery, ask the 
service manager who else 
you can speak to higher 

up at Ford. 
If you were leaving 

the car for a couple of 
weeks and the battery 
went dead, I’d say that’s 
not abnormal nowadays, 
given all the electronics 
that draw power when the 
car is off. But it’s ridiculous 
for a car to fail to start 
after only a few days. 

So let them know, nicely, 
that it’s unacceptable to 
not be able to rely on a 
brand-new car to start 
when you need it. Good 
luck.

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Once upon a time, 
the land now known as

Lemon Bay announces 
December Students of the Month

ENGLEWOOD — 
Sarasota and Charlotte 
counties may be ready 
for a joint effort to 
fight beach erosion on 
Manasota Key.

“That’s very good 
news,” said Joan 
Dunham-Card, 
president of the South 
Manasota/Sandpiper Key 
Association.

“The Gulf has no clue 
where the county line is,” 
Dunham-Card said.

Charlotte County 
commissioners will be 
asked Tuesday to approve 

a joint agreement 
allowing Sarasota to join 
its beach renourishment 
effort. Last month, 
Sarasota commissioners 
approved $70,000 for an 
engineering study, design 
and permitting for a 
beach project.

The agreement 
also calls for Sarasota 
County to hire Coastal 
Engineering Consultants, 
the firm that’s been 
overseeing Charlotte’s 
beach renourishment 
project.

In the South Manasota/
Sandpiper Key 
Association’s December 
newsletter, Dunham-Card 

wrote, “Manasota Key 
shoreline is seriously 
eroded, and it is clear 
that the beach will not 
restore itself. The need 
for restoration has been 
clearly established.”    

Funding
Charlotte County is 

still working on a multi-
year funding strategy 
to pay what could be a 
$28-million initial beach 
renourishment project. 

The project includes a 
one time, $7 million cost 
to re-create the habitat of 
more than 4.25 acres of 
hard bottom that’s been 

scoured out by erosion.
In November, Peter 

Ravella and his consulting 
team shelved a proposed 
funding strategy where 
property owners on 
the Charlotte portion 
of Manasota Key and 
Sandpiper Key would 
pay 30.5 percent of the 
costs annually through a 
property taxing unit. 

The county would 
contribute another 
30.5 percent, $1.65 
million, annually. The 
plan also anticipated 39 
percent of the funding 
from the State of Florida, 
based upon public access 
and other factors on 

Manasota Key.
“I think we are down 

to a couple of issues,” 
Ravella said Friday, 
describing discussions 
on the methodology with 
county attorneys and 
staff. 

“I think it’s going 
to look familiar to 
people,” he said of 
the components in 
the revised funding 
methodology.

Ideally, his team may 
be ready to present a 
proposed methodology 
to county commissioners 
and the public later this 
month.

Sarasota County 

commissioners will 
have to decide upon 
their long-term funding 
strategy. But to get 
started, they committed 
nearly $70,000 of Tourist 
Development Tax funds 
that will eventually have 
to be reimbursed.

Like Dunham-Card, 
Ravella welcomed a joint 
effort. They believe the 
state might increase 
its contribution into a 
more regional project 
— as well as reducing 
mobilization and 
other costs for beach 
renourishment.

I n 1968, quite a 
controversy started 
brewing in Engle-

wood concerning a 
proposed development 
called Holiday Out Inc., 
a company owned by 
Holiday Inn America, 
Inc. 

They had succeeded 
in quietly getting two 
mangrove islands, 
Whidden and Peterson, 
near Stump Pass, zoned 
to permit travel trailers. 
The project included 
the proposal of building 
not one, but two bridges 
from the south end of 
Manasota Key — the 
area now known as 
Stump Pass Beach Park 
— to Peterson Island, the 
larger of the two islands. 
The bridges would have 
crossed over Stump Pass 
channel and Peterson’s 
Cut, or the water area 
more commonly known 
locally as Ski Alley.

Outraged opponents 
included just about the 
whole town — civic 
organizations, private 
citizens, especially those 
that owned property on 
South Manasota Key, 
boaters, fishermen, wa-
ter skiers and environ-
mentalists. The situation 
was not helped by the 
incorrect information 
which was circulated 
that one of the low-ele-
vation bridges was going 
to cross Stump Pass itself 
linking Manasota Key 
with Palm Island.

Dewey Lye, a 
Bradenton attorney, who 
represented Holiday Out 
indicated it was to be a 
very attractive project 
with the campers owning 
their own lots. The com-
munity facilities, like the 
recreation buildings and 
the marina, would be 
jointly owned.

The plan included a 
roadway right down the 
middle of the Stump 
Pass Beach. An exten-
sion of Gulf Boulevard 
would have been needed 
to connect with the 
bridges. 

It was pointed out by 
the critics that this was 
a preposterous idea. Not 
only was this strip of 
beach property extreme-
ly narrow, it was also 
very unstable, subject 
to continuous changes, 
as are all barrier islands. 
The roadway would be 
constantly washing out. 
Also, no thought had 
gone into such things 
as bridge abutments or 
bridge approaches.

Boaters of the area 
were irate over the 
possibility of two bridges 
with only 20 odd feet 
clearance so close to 
Stump Pass. 

The early 1960s had 
seen tremendous growth 
in the Englewood area, 
and, as the population 
grew, so had the number 
of pleasure boats. Many 
people had settled here 
because of the wonderful 
fishing and easy access 
to the Gulf of Mexico. 
The boat-knowledgeable 
people predicted in the 

near future, as boaters 
increased even more, 
the bridges would cause 
horrific boat jams and 
accidents.

Sailboats or flying-
bridge-styled crafts 
would not be able to 
pass under the proposed 
bridges, nor would 
houseboats or other 
board beam boats. The 
not-yet-built bridges 
were soon labeled 
navigational hazards 
and were talked about 
so much, it would 
have seemed they were 
already in place.

Sport and commercial 
fishermen and environ-
mentalists were for once, 
all on the same side of 
an issue. They all agreed 
Ski Alley was an excel-
lent fishing area. The 
surrounding grass flats 
were sure to be killed 
by all the dredging and 
digging involved with 
the project. All were con-
cerned how the changes 
would affect Stump Pass 
itself, which was and still 
is the main fish run from 
the Gulf into Lemon Bay.

Every community 
fight, such as this, needs 
a leader to pull it all 
together. Fortunately 
for Englewood, the then 
owner of Weston’s Resort 
on South Manasota Key, 
(now Weston’s WannaB 
Inn) took the opposition 
of this project on as a 
personal campaign. A 
fund drive was started 
by Mrs. Helen Weston 
in order to hire local 
lawyer, Charles Diez, to 
fight Holiday Out and 
their extremely unpopu-
lar and unrealistic plans.

It was about a three-
year fight with county 

commissions, lawyers, 
judges, a temporary 
restraining order, a 
stop order, threats of 
more re-zoning and the 
developer. 

At one point it looked 
like Holiday Out, which 
had changed its name 
to Venture Out, had 
won. The Trustees of the 
Internal Improvement 
Fund, in Tallahassee, 
gave the developer per-
mits OKing the company 
to build the bridges.

But in the long run, 
the proper permitting 
was never secured 
by Venture Out. Mrs. 
Weston’s team, who were 
like a gang of bulldogs 
that wouldn’t turn loose, 
had fought a long, hard 
battle and despite the 
odds, won.

The town rejoiced, 
and the turmoil quickly 
died down. Fifty or so 
years have gone by, and 
it has now been mostly 
forgotten how close 
we came to losing the 
beautiful natural area we 
call Stump Pass Beach.

Helen Weston, how-
ever, realized the same 
thing could once again 
happen. So, at the same 
time, she became the 
moving force in getting 
the state to acquire the 
Stump Pass area.

The Stump Pass Beach 
is now state-owned and 
enjoyed by so many, 
including our yearly 
visitors, the loggerhead 
turtles. It would have 
been a wicked crime 
against Englewood 
to have turned it into 
a roadway with two 
attached bridges just for 
the benefit of a handful 
of people wanting to 
camp on Peterson Island.

We should not forget 
Helen E. Weston, a true 
Englewood heroine, 
who fought so hard for 
the town to retain this 
priceless piece of nature.

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ENGLEWOOD — The 
time has come for new 
artwork to be displayed 
at Englewood’s 
Sculpture Garden.

the Lemon Bay Woman’s 
Club in 2015 and asked 
what she needed to do to 
belong to the group.

Member Sue Burgess 
asked, “do you quilt?”

Cook reluctantly said, 
“yeah.”

Members make a quilt 
as a fundraiser each year 
then give scholarships 
and help other charities. 
They also make blankets 
and donate them to the 
hospital for babies born 
addicted to drugs.

Cook quickly em-
braced the group and 
joined several other 
committees in the 
organization.  

Today, Cook is the club 
president. 

On Friday, she was 
inducted as the president 
at the annual instal-
lation at The Waverly 
Restaurant on Manasota 
Key. 

“The more com-
mittees I was in, the 
more members I got to 
meet,” she told a group 
of more than 65 of the 
108 members. “It’s been 
an absolute pleasure to 

meet each member. All 
I can say is I will always 
do my best. I can’t do 
it alone and the more 
I gave, the more I get 
back.”

As the club celebrates 
its 100 years in existence, 
its members will show-
case decades of process 
at the Englewood Area 
Historical Museum. The 
grand opening of the 
centennial exhibit is  
1 p.m. to 4 p.m. today 
with refreshments.

“There are articles for 
sale at the exhibit,” said 
past president Barbara 
Trumble, a member 
since 2005. “There is a 
historical quilt. We will 
also have tickets ($2 or 
$5 for 6) on sale for the 
new quilt we are raffling 
off in November. We have 
two rooms filled with 
memorabilia showing 
the history of our club. 
There’s information on 
our past presidents and a 
little bit about what each 
one did while they were 
president. We even have 
an article that goes back 
to 1918.”

Throughout the 
month-long exhibition, 
members will volunteer 
to work a few hours. 
They will answer 

questions, encourage 
new members to join 
(dues are $30 annually) 
and tell more about the 
club’s longstanding work 
in the community.

scholarship recipients. 
So far they’ve raised 
$2,163.02. The club is 
having a rummage sale 
9 a.m. to 2 p.m. Jan. 27 at 
their clubhouse to raise 
more money for local 
causes. They are now col-
lecting gently used items 
from the community.

Along with volun-
teering for the museum 
display, members are 
working on a centennial 
fashion show at noon on 
Feb. 17. 

“We have eight models 
from Lemon Bay High 

School who volunteered 
to wear the period 
costumes, including two 
wedding dresses — one is 
from a member’s grand-
mother and the other is 
from a member’s mother. 
The organist is playing 
music from each era. 
It’s really going to be a 
unique fashion show.”

Other ways the 
group makes money 
is from renting out the 
facility at 51 N. Maple 
St., Englewood. There’s a 
baby shower at the club 
today. A member had her 
wedding reception there 
in the past. 

“We have a large kitch-
en that’s great for people 

who want to rent out the 
club for parties,” Trumble 
said. “We also rent the 
facility out to the Take Off 
Pounds group. We have 
line dancing, zumba and 
bridge there too.”

After Sherrie Cook, 
Nancy Harper, Jo-Anne 
Edwing, Nadine Kubisch, 
Marilyn Finn, Bunny 
Morse and Margie Clark 
were installed as new 
officers, Cook addressed 
the club one more time.

“I’ve always said you 
have to love what you 
do,” she said. “If we are 
not having fun volun-
teering than we are doing 
something wrong.”

BOSTON — Frigid tem-
peratures, some that felt as 
cold as minus 30 degrees, 
moved across the East Coast 
on Friday as the region dug 
out from a massive winter 
storm that brought more 
than a foot of snow, hurri-
cane-force winds and coastal 
flooding a day earlier.

Forecasters predicted 
strong winds and re-
cord-breaking cold air to 
hang around through the 
weekend.

Jess Flarity, a 32-year-old 
visiting a friend in Concord, 

New Hampshire, said the 
deep chill reminded him of 
his time in Alaska.

“I’ve been in minus 60 
before so minus 20 doesn’t 
frighten me,” he said as he 
waited for a bus back to 
Boston Friday. “But I did have 
to prepare, bring some extra 
cold weather gear — gloves, 
boots and those kinds of 
things.”

In Portland, Maine, Jeanne 
Paterak said the cold snap 
revived her worries about the 
impact of climate change. 
“We are seeing some historic 
temperatures and everyone 
will be vulnerable,” she said 
as she stocked up on milk, 

vegetables and juice at a 
supermarket Friday morning.

The arctic blast could make 
temperatures feel as low as 
minus 15 degrees to minus 
25 from Philadelphia to 
Boston and make residents 
of states like Maryland and 
Virginia shiver from tem-
peratures ranging from 10 
degrees to 15 degrees. The 
wind chill could make it feel 
like minus 35 degrees in the 
Berkshire hills of western 
Massachusetts, the National 
Weather Service said.

WASHINGTON — President

The federal investigation into 

possible coordination between 
the Trump campaign and Russia 
already includes a close look 
at whether Trump’s actions as 
president constitute an effort to 
impede that same probe. Those 
include the firing of FBI Director 
James Comey, an allegation by 
Comey that Trump encouraged 
him to end an investigation 
into former national security 
adviser Michael Flynn and the 
president’s role in drafting an 
incomplete and potentially 
misleading statement about a 

2016 meeting with Russians.
The latest revelation — that 

Trump directed his White House 
counsel, Don McGahn, to tell 
Sessions not to recuse himself 
from the Russia investigation 
— is known to Mueller’s inves-
tigators, who have interviewed 
many current and former exec-
utive branch officials. It adds to 
the portrait of a president left 
furious by an investigation that 
he has called a hoax and sug-
gests that he worked through 
an intermediary to keep the 

inquiry under the watch of an 
attorney general he expected 
would be loyal.

Three people familiar with 
the matter confirmed to The 
Associated Press that McGahn 
spoke with Sessions just before 
he announced his recusal to 
urge him not to do so. One 
of the people said McGahn 
contacted Sessions at the presi-
dent’s behest. All three spoke on 
condition of anonymity to avoid 
publicly discussing an ongoing 
investigation.

“What this adds that is new is 
that he took action to prevent, 
to attempt to prevent, Sessions 
from recusing himself,” said 
Notre Dame criminal law 
professor Jimmy Gurule, a 
former federal prosecutor. “So 
now we go simply beyond his 
state of mind, his personal 
beliefs, to taking concrete action 
to attempt to prevent Sessions 
from recusing himself.”

SAN DIEGO — The Trump

The proposal by Customs 
and Border Protection calls 
for 316 miles of additional 
barrier by September 2027, 
bringing total coverage to 
970 miles, or nearly half the 
border, according to a U.S. 
official with direct knowl-
edge of the matter.

It also calls for 407 miles 
of replacement or secondary 

fencing, said the official, 
who spoke to The Associated 
Press on the condition of 
anonymity because the plan 
has not been made public.

Trump has promised “a 
big, beautiful wall” with 
Mexico as a centerpiece of 
his presidency but offered 
few details of where it would 
be built, when and at what 
cost. His administration 
asked for $1.6 billion this 
year to build or replace 
74 miles of fencing in Texas 
and California, and officials 
have said they also will seek 
$1.6 billion next year.

The 10-year plan, first 
reported by The Wall Street 
Journal, resulted from 
discussions with senators 
who asked the agency what 
it would take to secure the 

border, the official said.
It comes as the admin-

istration intensifies nego-
tiations in Congress on a 
package that may include 
granting legal status to 
about 800,000 people who 
were temporarily shielded 
from deportation under 
an Obama-era program, 
Deferred Action for 
Childhood Arrivals.

Trump said last year that 
he was ending DACA but 
gave Congress until March 
to deliver a legislative fix.

The plan on border 
security came in response 
to a request by U.S. Sen. Jeff 
Flake, said Jason Samuels, a 
spokesman for the Arizona 
Republican.

An administration official 
confirmed the document 

was prepared at the request 
of congressional negotiators 
and said funding for the wall 
and other security measures 
must be part of any legis-
lative package on immi-
gration. The official spoke 
on condition of anonymity 
because the plan has not 
been made public.

Homeland Security 
Secretary Kirstjen Nielsen 
told The Associated Press on 
Tuesday that the wall would 
be “first and foremost” in 
any package that includes 
new protections for DACA 
recipients.

Trump seeks $18 billion 
to extend border wall

An Alabama woman who accused 
failed GOP Senate candidate Roy Moore 
of sexual assault came home from work 
earlier this week to find out that her 
house had burned down — and the blaze 
is now being investigated as possible 
arson, officials said.

Tina Johnson, who claims Moore 
groped her rear at his office over two de-
cades ago, was at work when her Gadsen 
home went up in flames on Tuesday 
morning, cops said. Firefighters rushed 
to the rural one-level house after a utility 
worker called 911 shortly after 8 a.m., 
but by the time they were able to quench 
the flames, Johnson’s family home was 
all but collapsed.

“I am devastated, just devastated,” 
Johnson told Al.com on Friday morning. 
“We have just the clothes on our backs.”

No one was injured and both Johnson 
and her husband were at work when the 
fire broke out.

Natalie Barton, a spokeswoman for the 
Etowah County Sheriff’s office, told the 
New York Daily News that the local arson 
task force is investigating the blaze and 
that authorities are speaking to a person 
of interest.

Barton stressed that police at this 
point has no reason to believe that the 
fire was “in any way related to Roy Moore 
or allegations made against him.”

No charges or warrants had been filed 
as of late Friday afternoon.

TAMPA — When is a 
penny worth $300,000?

When it’s one of the 
first copper coins struck 
at the U.S. Mint in 
Philadelphia, in 1793.

The annual Florida 
United Numismatists 
(FUN) convention was 
held in Tampa this week. 
It’s considered one of 
the five largest coin and 
currency collectors’ 
shows in the nation, 
experts say, and three 
historic coins, including 
the pricey penny, went 
up for auction Thursday 

evening. In all, the auc-
tion drew $24.9 million 
in sales.

Mark Borckardt, a 
senior numismatist with 
Heritage Auctions in 
Dallas, said the George 
Washington-era penny 
is one of about 500 in 
existence.

Other high-value U.S. 
coins sold at auction 
included a half-dollar 
minted in New Orleans 
in 1838. It was one of the 
first 20 produced there.

A $4 gold piece called 
a “Flowing Hair Stella,” 
sold for $750,000.

“It was an experi-
mental piece that the 

government produced, 
hoping to create an 
international coinage,” 
Borckardt said. “It’s 
literally the forerunner of 
today’s Euro. The govern-
ment finally decided no, 
that’s not going to work.”

There are only about 
15 to 20 of those quar-
ter-sized gold coins in 
existence.

The coins had high 
value due to their rarity 
and excellent condition.

“Collectors interested 
in these have a very 
strong sense of history, 
both American history 
and financial history,” 
said Borckardt.

Rare US coins sell for pretty penny at Florida auction

MIAMI — The children of 
Cubans living abroad will be 
able to apply for and obtain 
Cuban citizenship starting 
this week, without the need 
to live on the island for any 
length of time.

But the government will 
approve or reject the ap-
plicants based on political 
criteria.

Among the requirements: 
the parents cannot have 
committed any counter-
revolutionary acts, and 
some applicants must pass 
an exam on Cuba’s polit-
ical system and “national 
happenings.”

That indicates that they 
will have to be familiar with 
news reports by govern-
ment-controlled media 
such as Granma, the official 
newspaper of the Cuban 
Communist Party.

“When the applicants, the 
parents or legal representa-
tives of minors have com-
mitted acts or carried out 
actions against the political, 
social and economic pillars 
of the Cuban government, 

the applications will be put 
on file and the applicants 
will be notified,” said a 
decree published in the last 
Official Gazette of 2017.

Those minors will have 
to wait until they reach the 
age of maturity to apply 
for citizenship, added the 
decree.

The decree does not 
define those “acts” or “ac-
tions.” The Cuban Embassy 
in Washington did not 
respond to el Nuevo Herald 
requests for comment.

An initial rejection of 
the application may be 
appealed to the Ministry of 
the Interior, but its decision 
will be final.

Cuban state media high-
lighted that the measure 
benefits those born in 
countries that do not grant 
citizenship to the children 
of foreigners born there.

The decree also an-
nounced the creation of a 
new citizenship exam for 
applicants who were born 
abroad to parents who 
were not born on the island 
but later obtained Cuban 
citizenship.

The exam, written by the 

ministries of the Interior 
and Higher Education, will 
test the applicants’ knowl-
edge of Spanish, but also of 
“constitutional regulations 
on the political, administra-
tive and social organization 
of the country; the national 
symbols; the rights and 
duties of citizens; the history 
and principal leaders; the 
country’s geography; and 
general knowledge of 
national happenings.”

That means, for example, 
that U.S.-born Cuban-
Americans will have to 
become familiar with the 
island’s political organiza-
tions, the socialist consti-
tution and news reports 
published in official news 
outlets like Granma if they 
want to pass the exam.

Those applicants must 
also prove “permanent 
links and stable relations 
with the country during a 
minimum period of two 
(2) years before submitting 
the application,” the decree 
added.

Those and other 
measures facilitating the 
return of Cubans who live 
abroad were announced 

in November by Foreign 
Minister Bruno Rodriguez 
in reply to Trump adminis-
tration changes that made 
travel to and from the island 
more difficult.

“As the United States clos-
es, Cuba opens,” Rodriguez 
declared at the time.

Raul Castro’s government 
has been easing restrictions 
on travel abroad since 2013. 
But it retains the final vote 
on who can enter and leave 
the country.

The Cuban Observatory 
for Human Rights, based in 
Spain, documented 93 cases 
of opposition activists who 
were denied permission to 
travel abroad in 2017.

The new measures also 
maintain the punishment 
for Cubans, such as 
doctors, sports figures, 
university professors and 
government officials, who 
travel abroad on govern-
ment “missions” and do 
not return on time.

“In those cases,” the offi-
cial Cuba debate site noted, 
“the ban on returning to 
the country within eight 
years after abandoning the 
missions remains in place.”

If your parents are Cuban, you may be eligible for citizenship

SEOUL, South Korea 
— The rival Koreas will sit 
down for their first formal 
talks in more than two 
years next week to find 
ways to cooperate on the 
Winter Olympics in the 
South and to improve 
their abysmal ties, Seoul 
officials said Friday. While 
a positive sign after last 
year’s threats of nuclear 
war, the Koreas have a 
long history of failing 
to move past their deep 
animosity.

The announcement 
came hours after the 
United States said it will 
delay annual military 
exercises with South Korea 
until after the Winter 
Olympics in Pyeongchang, 
South Korea, next month. 
The exercises infuriate 
North Korea, which claims 
they are an invasion 
rehearsal, although South 
Korea and the United 
States have repeatedly 
said they are defensive in 
nature.

On Friday morning, 
North Korea sent a 
message saying it would 

accept South Korea’s offer 
to meet at the border 
village of Panmunjom 
next Tuesday to discuss 
Olympic cooperation 
and how to improve 
overall ties, according to 
South Korea’s Unification 
Ministry, which handles 
North Korean matters. 
Panmunjom is where 
a North Korean soldier 
dashed across the bor-
der into the South in 
November. He is recov-
ering after being shot 
five times by his former 
comrades.

Unification Ministry 
spokesman Baik Tae-hyun 
said he expects the two 
Koreas will use a recently 
restored cross-border 
communication channel 
to try to determine who 
will head their respective 
delegations next week.

Any dialogue between 
the Koreas is seen as a 
positive step. But critics 
say the North’s abrupt 
push to improve ties 
may be a tactic to divide 
Seoul and Washington 
and weaken international 
pressure and sanctions on 
Pyongyang.

In his New Year’s address 
Monday, North Korean 
leader Kim Jong Un said 
he was willing to send a 
delegation to the Winter 
Olympics but he also said 
he has a “nuclear button” 
on his desk to fire atomic 
weapons at the United 
States. President Donald 
Trump quickly responded 
that he had a bigger and 
more powerful “nuclear 
button” of his own.

Past breakthroughs to 
ease Korean tensions have 
often ended with renewed 
animosities. It’s likely the 
North will refrain from 
provocations during the 
Games. But tensions 
could return afterward 
because the North has no 
intention of abandoning 
its weapons programs and 
the United States will not 
ease its pressure on the 
country, analysts say.

China’s foreign min-
istry applauded news of 
possible talks between the 
rival Koreas.

“We welcome the recent 
positive turn of events in 
the peninsular situation,” 
spokesman Geng Shuang 
said at a regular briefing.

Geng expressed hope 
“all relevant parties” 
would take advantage of 
the Games to “bring the 
issue back to the correct 
track of peaceful settle-
ment through dialogue 
and consultation.”

The Trump government 
on Thursday said its 
springtime military drills 
with South Korea will be 
held from March 8-18 
following the Feb. 9-25 
Olympic Games. Defense 
Secretary Jim Mattis 
insisted the delay was a 
practical necessity to ac-
commodate the Olympics, 

not a political gesture.
The White House said 

Trump approved the 
postponement in consul-
tation with South Korean 
President Moon Jae-in, 
who said he suggested the 
drills’ delay to the United 
States.

Moon, a liberal, has 
been pushing to improve 
strained ties and restore 
stalled cooperation 
projects with North Korea 
since his inauguration in 
May, though he joined 
U.S.-led international 
efforts to apply more 
pressure and sanctions on 
the North.

Moon’s government 
wants North Korea to 
take part in the Winter 
Olympics. But North 
Korea is not strong in 
winter sports and none 
of its athletes have been 

qualified to compete in the 
Games. It needs to acquire 
additional quotas by the 
International Olympic 
Committee to come to 
South Korea. Baik said 
North Korea is expected 
to hold talks with IOC 
officials next week.

The Trump administra-
tion has said all options 
are on the table to end 
the North Korean nuclear 
standoff, including military 
measures, but Moon has 
repeatedly said there can-
not be another war on the 
Korean Peninsula. Critics 
say these differences may 
have led Kim to think he 
can drive a wedge between 
Seoul and Washington as 
a way to weaken inter-
national pressure on the 
country.

The United States 
stations about 30,000 

troops in South Korea, 
a legacy of the 1950-53 
Korean War that ended 
with an armistice, not a 
peace treaty. North Korea 
has cited the U.S. military 
presence and its regular 
drills with South Korea 
as proof of American 
hostility that compels it to 
pursue nuclear weapons.

Last year, North Korea 
carried out its sixth and 
most powerful nuclear test 
and test-launched three 
intercontinental ballistic 
missiles as part of its push 
to possess functioning 
nuclear missiles capable of 
striking the U.S. mainland. 
The repeated weapons 
tests earned the North 
toughened U.N. sanctions, 
and Kim and Trump ex-
changed threats of nuclear 
war and crude personal 
insults.

and dumped as much as 
18 inches of snow in some 
places.

It caused school and 
business closings, airline 
and rail service cancella-
tions or reductions and 
thousands of utilities 
outages, many of them 
restored quickly. Some 
ferry services also had to 
be shut down.

Flights resumed at 

airports along the East 
Coast after hundreds 
were canceled Thursday.

Massachusetts officials 
said the storm caused 
more than 1 million 
gallons of untreated 
sewage to spill into 
Nantucket Harbor after a 
huge sewer main break. 
In Gloucester, north of 
Boston, an estimated 
50 cars were destroyed 
in a school parking 
lot after a storm surge 
submerged the lot under 
a few feet of salt water.

In New Jersey, gusty 

winds carried flames 
from a vacant building 
across the street to two 
other buildings Friday 
morning. The flames 
also spread to two struc-
tures adjacent to the va-
cant building, damaging 
a total of five in Newark. 
Two firefighters suffered 
minor injuries.

In the South, the 
winter weather forced 
portable toilets to be 
put in place outside 
Mississippi’s Capitol 
after pipes burst and 
it caused iguanas to 

become sluggish and 
topple from trees in 
South Florida. Residents 
of southeast Georgia 
were treated to a rare 
half foot of snow.

In New England, 
powerful winds brought 
coastal flooding that 
reached historic levels in 
some communities.

The National Oceanic 
and Atmospheric 
Administration con-
firmed Friday that water 
levels in Boston broke 
the record set during a 
massive blizzard in 1978.

The flooding sent large 
trash containers floating 
down Boston streets, 
forced the shutdown of a 
subway station as water 
cascaded down the steps 
and prompted rescues 
of people trapped in 
cars and homes by 
rapidly rising waters in 
several Massachusetts 
communities.

In Scituate, south of 
Boston, residents were 
spending Friday trying 
to dry out their base-
ments before more frigid 
temperatures arrived.

Longtime resident 
Dianne Davis said her 
home was completely 
surrounded by ocean 
water that eventually 

filled her basement.
“I’ve never been afraid, 

but when the water was 
coming up over my front 
steps, that’s when I said 
... ‘OK this is getting 
serious.’” said Davis.

At least 10 people 
died in weather-related 
accidents, including 
a 13-year-old girl who 
was sickened by carbon 
monoxide in an apart-
ment building in Perth 
Amboy, New Jersey.

In Massachusetts, a 
worker suffered cardiac 
arrest and died Friday 
while clearing snow at 
a Massachusetts Water 
Resources Authority 
facility. Two people died 
of cardiac arrest during 
the storm Thursday on 
New York’s Long Island, 
officials said. And in 
Maine, authorities on 
Friday said they’re still 
searching for a clammer 
who disappeared during 
the blizzard.

Sunday morning was 
expected to bring the 
coldest temperatures 
from Portland, Maine, to 
Washington, D.C. More 
seasonable weather is 
expected to return early 
next week with tempera-
tures in the high 30s and 
near 40s.

clear Trump’s exaspera-
tion with the investiga-
tion, it remains unclear 
whether Mueller’s team 
has evidence to establish 
that the president’s 
collective actions were 
done with the corrupt 
intent needed to prove 
obstruction of justice.

Trump and his law-
yers have repeatedly 
maintained that he did 
nothing improper and 
that, as president, he had 
unequivocal authority to 
fire Comey and to take 
other actions. They may 
also argue that the pres-
ident was empowered to 
want the attorney general 
he appointed to oversee 
the Justice Department’s 
Russian meddling inves-
tigation or, as McGahn 
contended to Sessions, 

that there was no basis or 
reason at that time for the 
attorney general to recuse 
himself.

Jonathan Turley, a 
law professor at George 
Washington University 
who supports Sessions’ 
decision to recuse, said 
he sees Trump’s order to 
McGahn as another sign 
of the president’s novice 
— and norm-breaking — 
approach to governing, 
rather than evidence of 
any criminal wrongdoing.

“This may have been 
part of the learning 
curve,” Turley said. “It 
does not necessarily 
mean that he was cover-
ing up a crime.”

Turley said he believes 
McGahn made a mistake 
by agreeing to Trump’s 
demand that he lobby 
Sessions on his recusal, 
a move that would be 
“highly inappropriate” 
if the White House 
counsel went into the 

conversation knowing 
Sessions already had 
decided to step aside. 
To his credit, Turley 
said, McGahn appears 
to have backed off once 
he learned Sessions was 
following the advice of 
career ethics officials to 
recuse.

Asked about McGahn’s 
efforts to keep Sessions 
from recusing, one of 
Trump’s lawyers, John 
Dowd, told the AP, “I 
know nothing about that” 
and hung up. Jay Sekulow, 
another of the president’s 
personal lawyers, has 
not responded to phone 
messages Thursday or 
Friday seeking comment.

In stepping aside from 
the probe on March 2, 
Sessions said it was not 
appropriate for him to 
oversee any investigation 
into a campaign of which 
he was an active and 
vocal supporter, though 
the recusal also followed 

the revelation that he had 
had two previously undis-
closed interactions during 
the 2016 campaign with 
the Russian ambassador 
to the United States. At 
his January confirmation 
hearing, he had said he 
had had no meetings with 
Russians

But soon before the 
announcement, with 
White House officials 
anticipating that Sessions 
might be poised to step 
aside, McGahn spoke 
to Sessions by phone. 
During the conversation, 
according to the people 
familiar with the matter, 
McGahn argued to 
Sessions there was no 
reason or basis at that 
time for him to recuse 
himself. One person 
said McGahn also told 
him that recusal would 
do nothing to resolve 
concerns over whether 
Sessions had given a 
misleading answer at his 

confirmation hearing.
McGahn ultimately 

accepted the conclusion 
of officials who believed 
that Sessions should 
recuse.

The episode under-
scores McGahn’s rele-
vance to key moments 
of the Trump presidency 
that have come under 
Mueller’s scrutiny.

Besides contacting 
Sessions, he also was 
the White House official 
approached in January 
2017 by Sally Yates, then 
the acting attorney gen-
eral, over concerns that 
Flynn was vulnerable to 
blackmail because of con-
versations he’d had with 
the Russian ambassador. 
Mueller has expressed 
interest in knowing how 
that information was 
handled within the White 
House.

Sessions’ recusal 
left Deputy Attorney 
General Rod Rosenstein 
in charge of the Russia 
investigation. But once 
Trump fired Comey two 
months later, Rosenstein 
appointed Mueller, the 
former FBI director, to 
run the investigation and 
to report to him.

Four people, including 
Flynn and Trump’s former 
campaign chairman, have 
been charged so far in the 
investigation.

The Sessions recusal 
has been a sore spot for 
Trump for months, with 
the president publicly 
deriding the decision and 
lamenting his selection 
of the former Alabama 
senator as his attorney 
general.

In a July interview with 
The New York Times, 
Trump said, “Well, 
Sessions should have 
never recused himself, 
and if he was going to 
recuse himself, he should 
have told me before he 
took the job, and I would 
have picked somebody 
else.”

Border 
inspections of 

electronic devices 
hits record high

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
The government inspected 

a record number of 
international travelers’ 
electronic devices last 
year, expanding a practice 
that has drawn alarm 
from privacy advocates. 
U.S. Customs and Border 
Protection says it inspect-
ed 30,200 phones and 
other electronic devices in 
fiscal year 2017 — a nearly 
60 percent spike from 
2016. The government says 
the spike is due, in part, to 
the fact that people now 
carry more devices, often 
several at a time.

Why cable bills are 
rising again and 
what can you do
NEW YORK (AP) — 

Cable and satellite TV 
providers are ringing in the 
new year with an unwel-
comed gift: higher cable 
bills. Cable companies 
point to rising fees they 
pay to carry TV networks. 
The networks, in turn, 
have their own rising 
costs — particularly sports, 
as they willingly pay more 
to sports leagues for what 
they consider must-have 
programming. Although 
annual rate hikes are 
inevitable, many consum-
ers manage to lower their 
bills by pushing back and 
getting promotional rates.

States’ rights: New 
pot rule sparks 

latest clash with US
SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — 

The decision by Attorney 
General Jeff Sessions to 
rescind an Obama-era pol-
icy on federal marijuana 
enforcement sparked an 
outcry from critics upset 
that Sessions is trampling 
on the rights of states that 
have legalized some form 
of marijuana usage. Its 
status as an illegal drug 
under federal law has 

led to the prosecution of 
growers and dispensaries 
that appear to be operat-
ing legally under state law. 
Thursday’s announcement 
raises fears of a possible 
renewed crackdown.

Alaska may open 
up again for oil 

leasing, but 
Risks linger

ANCHORAGE, Alaska 
(AP) — The Trump ad-
ministration is pursuing 
petroleum lease sales in 
Arctic waters but an analyst 
says potential bidders 
may find other areas more 
attractive. Interior Secretary 
Ryan Zinke on Thursday 
proposed a wide range of 
petroleum lease sales in 
U.S. waters including 19 in 
Alaska and six within Arctic 
waters. The director of the 
University of Michigan 
Energy Institute, Mark 
Barteau, says oil companies 
may consider the chal-
lenges of Arctic offshore oil 
exploration and choose to 
invest elsewhere.

Transcripts show 
Fed divided in 

2012 over bond 
purchases

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Transcripts released Friday 
show sharp divisions inside 
the Federal Reserve in 2012 
over the need for a third 
round of bond purchases to 
boost a lagging economy. 
The doubters, including 
the presumed incoming 
Fed chair Jerome Powell, 
expressed fears that the 
risks outweighed what they 
believed would be small 
benefits. Even then-Fed 
Chairman Ben Bernanke, 
who was pushing for the 
move, conceded that 
whatever action the Fed 
took was “going to be a shot 
in the proverbial dark.”

NEW YORK — After 
another solid monthly 
jobs report, technology 
companies again led the 
way as U.S. stocks rose 
for the fourth day in a row 
to start 2018. They are on 
their longest new-year 
winning streak in eight 
years.

The Labor Department 
said employers added 
148,000 jobs in December. 
That was a bit less than 
experts expected, but still 
underscored the continued 
health of the economy. 
Wages grew and factory 
managers received more 
new orders than in any 
month since 2004. Health 
care and consumer-fo-
cused companies also rose, 
and the weaker dollar gave 
industrial firms like Boeing 
and basic materials makers 
a lift.

Wages and worker 
productivity are rising 
at about the same rate, 
according to Ed Keon, 
managing director and 
portfolio manager of 
QMA, a fund manager 
owned by Prudential 
Financial. He said if that 
trend continues, company 
profits should stay solid 
and inflation won’t be 
much of a risk to the 
economy.

Productivity growth has 
been weak in recent years, 
but it jumped 3 percent 
in the third quarter. Keon 
said new technologies 
may now be helping 
businesses in a bigger way.

“It’s possible that we’re 
on the verge of a new 
productivity revolution,” 
he said. “If we are, that’s 
good news for wages, it’s 
good news for profits, it’s 

good news for economic 
growth, and it’s good news 
for the stock market.”

The Standard & Poor’s 
500 index gained 19.16 
points, or 0.7 percent, 
to 2,743.15, and rose 2.6 
percent for the week. 
The Dow Jones industrial 
average added 220.74 
points, or 0.9 percent, to 
25,295.87. The Nasdaq 
composite rose 58.64 
points, or 0.8 percent, to 
7,136.56. The Russell 2000 
index of smaller-company 
stocks rose 4.29 point, or 
0.3 percent, to 1,560.01.

The Dow industrials 
closed above 25,000 points 
for the first time Thursday 
and the Nasdaq breached 
7,000 points earlier in the 
week.

The last time stocks rose 
for at least four consec-
utive days to start a new 
year was in 2010, when 
the S&P 500 finished 
higher for six days in a 
row. It rose 1.9 percent 
over that run.

While job growth has 
slowed somewhat with 
the economy close to full 
employment, solid eco-
nomic growth in both the 
U.S. and major countries 
overseas is still supporting 
more hiring.

Apple gained $1.97, 
or 1.1 percent, to $175 
and Alphabet, Google’s 
parent company, picked 
up $14.53, or 1.3 percent, 
to $1,110.29. Chipmaker 
Xilinx jumped $3.66, or 
5.2 percent, to $74.15 and 
eBay added $1.12, or 2.9 
percent, to $39.69.

Consumer-focused and 
health care companies 
also stand to benefit 
from sustained economic 
growth. Amazon climbed 
$19.55, or 1.6 percent, to 
$1,229.14.

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Could cutting yourself 
a little slack improve your 
diet, help you stick with 
a workout routine and 
let you meet your health 
goals, from lowering 
blood sugar, LDL (lousy) 
cholesterol or blood 
pressure, to living with 
chronic pain? Positively. 
Some examples: Self-
kindness makes you 23 
percent more likely to 
take your high blood 
pressure medications 
as directed, helps you 
improve blood sugar 
numbers if you have 
diabetes, and makes it 
64 percent easier to stick 
with a low-sodium diet. 

What is self-kindness? 
Well, it isn’t about repeat-
ing goofy affirmations 
like that “Saturday Night 
Live” character Stuart 
Smalley, whose mantra 
was “I’m good enough, 
I’m smart enough, and, 
doggonit, people like 
me!” It’s about reminding 
yourself that everybody 
messes up, not kicking 
yourself when you’re 
down, looking at the big 
picture and identifying 
areas where you’re doing 
well. 

Turning off your harsh 
inner critic and turning 
on a bit of self-kindness 
boosts your confidence 
in your ability to make 
healthy changes in your 
everyday habits, and 
it makes your RealAge 
younger in a number of 
additional ways, too!

Here’s how harnessing 
the “BFF Factor” produc-
es life-changing, age- 
reducing results: 

It makes weight control 
easier: When diet slip-
ups lead to overeating, 
self-kindness may work 
better than willpower to 
help you make a U-turn. 
Women who indulged 
by munching doughnuts 
and then were asked to 
taste-test candies ate few-
er of those sweets when 
they were told: “I hope 
you won’t be too hard on 
yourself. Everyone eats 
this stuff.” This led one 
Harvard psychotherapist 
to note, “Self-compassion 
is the missing ingredient 
in every diet and weight-
loss plan.” 

It lets you cope with 
chronic pain better: 
Another report has 
shown that people with 
chronic pain who judged 
themselves less harshly 
when pain interfered 
with activities felt less de-
pressed, less stressed and 
less isolated than those 
who adopted a tough-
it-out attitude. We’re not 
saying they felt less pain, 
but they were more likely 
to have a positive state 
of mind and found more 

ways to work around 
the pain (like asking for 
help and finding ways to 
make activities easier). 
They also found it easier 
to follow their doctor’s 
directions, since ridding 
yourself of negative 
thoughts makes it easier 
to believe that you can 
take control.

It provides you with an 
extra stop-smoking tool: 
In the first three weeks of 
a stop-tobacco program, 
smokers who learned to 
give themselves positive, 
gentle pep talks when 
they felt the urge to 
light up (“You can do 
it; just hold out for one 
more minute!”) found 
it easier to say no to 
cigarettes much sooner 
than quitters who didn’t 
give themselves positive 
reinforcement.

It produces a stronger 
motivation to exercise: 
Turns out people who 
practice self-kindness 
gravitate to workouts 
that bring deep-down 
enjoyment — often 
something like walking 
with a friend, biking with 
a club or dancing around 
the house to your favorite 
tunes! And that makes it 
easier to stick with your 
exercise routine week 
in and week out. Being 
motivated by the desire 
to look better or be sexier 
just doesn’t sustain your 
commitment as well. 

How does a little 
self-love do such positive, 
powerful stuff? It seems 
that an I-can-do-it 
attitude translates to less 
shame, blame and anger 
about chronic health 
issues, and more respect 
for what you have done. 
And that’s a sure-fire way 
to start believing you 
deserve a long, healthy, 
happy life — and making 
sure you get it!

Want a shortcut to 
self-kindness? Pick a 
problem that’s bothering 
you, then write a short 
letter to yourself from the 
point of view of a friend 
who cares about you. 
Doing this for just a few 
minutes a day for one 
week can reduce anxiety 
and depression for two to 
six months. 

So, can you be a little 
kinder to YOU? Yes, you 
can!

Dear Readers: Oh, the 
great ceiling fan direction 
debate! In which direc-
tion should the ceiling 
fan rotate to make your 
room comfortable, and 
to lower your energy bill 
to save money? Here’s the 
scoop:

In wintertime, the 
ceiling fan should rotate 
clockwise as you look up 
at it. This pushes down 
warm air that’s up at the 
ceiling. Circulating warm 
air makes you feel warm-
er, so you can set the 
thermostat a bit lower.

When summer rolls 
around, the ceiling fan 
should rotate counter-
clockwise as you look 
up at it. This will create 
a light breeze that you 
should feel. This won’t 
lower the temperature in 
the room, but it will feel 
cooler.

Look for a switch on 
the motor, right below the 
blades. This will change 
the direction of the 
ceiling fan blades.

Note: If you have a ca-
thedral or vaulted ceiling, 
changing the direction of 
the ceiling fan does not 
affect the temperature 
of the room, but will still 
move warm or cold air 
and help some.

WASHINGTON — 
Already setting turnover 
records, President Donald 
Trump’s White House is 
bracing for even more 
staff departures and an 
increasing struggle to fill 
vacancies, shadowed by 
the unrelenting Russia 
probe, political squab-
bling and Trump’s own 
low poll numbers.

Entering a grueling year 
that is sure to bring fresh 
challenges at home and 
abroad, Trump faces a 
brain drain across a wide 
swath of government 
functions, threatening to 
hamstring efforts to enact 
legislation or conduct 
even basic operations. 
Some departures are 
expected to come from 
senior ranks — the staff 
churn that makes head-
lines — but more are likely 
among the lesser-known 
officials who help to keep 
the White House and 
Cabinet agencies running.

In Trump’s first year, 
his administration’s 
upper-level officials have 
had a turnover rate of  
34 percent, much higher 
than any other in the 
past 40 years, according 
to an analysis by Kathryn 
Dunn-Tenpas, a non-res-
ident senior fellow at the 
Brookings Institution. The 
study found that  

22 of the 64 senior officials 
she tracked have resigned, 
been fired or reassigned.

Anecdotal evidence 
among more junior 
officials — the White 
House wouldn’t release 
data — suggests similar 
departure rates, and White 
House aides acknowledge 
difficulty filling roles in 
the administration.

The presidency with 
the next-highest first-year 
turnover rate was Ronald 
Reagan’s, with 17 percent 
of senior aides leaving in 
1981. And Trump’s first-
year rate is three times Bill 
Clinton’s 11 percent and 
Barack Obama’s 9 percent.

“This is very unusual. 
It’s significant because the 
prior administration that 
had the greatest turnover 
was Reagan and Trump 
doubled it,” said Dunn-
Tenpas, who will update 
her preliminary data on 
the anniversary of Trump’s 
inauguration. “Moreover, 
there are more senior- 
level departures, including 
the chief of staff, the press 
secretary and the national 
security adviser.”

Those were Reince 
Priebus, Sean Spicer and 
Michael Flynn, all long 
gone.

New power players in 
the West Wing may not yet 
be household names, but 
they will likely help shape 
the fortunes of Trump’s 
2018. Johnny DeStefano, 
a White House aide and 

Beltway insider who once 
worked for former House 
Speaker John Boehner, has 
now taken on oversight of 
the White House political 
operation in addition to 
his other duties, according 
to an administration 
official not authorized 
to speak publicly about 
personnel matters.

DeStefano gained 
Trump’s trust in weekly 
meetings discussing 
hiring across the admin-
istration, an official said, 
and is expected to take on 
a broader role in guiding 
political affairs in the 
midterm election year.

DeStefano is working 

alongside political director 
Bill Stepien, who came 
under fire after a series 
of White House missteps 
in the recent Alabama 
Senate race, which gave 
the Democrats their first 
Senate seat there in a 
generation.

In a heated White 
House meeting last 
month, some Trump 
allies — including former 
campaign manager Corey 
Lewandowski — argued 
that the political shop 
was failing the president, 
according to two people 
with knowledge of the 
meeting but not autho-
rized to discuss it publicly. 

The allies warned that if 
the Democrats were to 
seize control of the House 
this November, they 
could begin impeach-
ment proceedings that 
would imperil Trump’s 
presidency.

“Donald Trump is all 
about results, and if he 
thinks things are going 
positive and well, I think 
that redounds to the 
team,” said Trump friend 
Chris Ruddy, head of the 
conservative news site 
NewsMax, who spent 
time with the president in 
Florida over the holidays. 
“But if the approval 
numbers don’t improve, I 
think he’ll make changes 
to improve things. That’s 
his way.”

Much of the staff turn-
over in recent months was 
driven by John Kelly, who 
began his tenure as chief 
of staff by cracking down 
on internal rivalries and 
dismissing attention- 
seeking aides like Omarosa 
Manigault-Newman. Kelly 
has already quietly tapped 
Jim Carroll as deputy 
chief of staff, replacing 
Kirstjen Nielsen, the 
new Homeland Security 
secretary. Marc Short, head 
of legislative affairs, has 
also expanded his portfo-
lio. Deputy Chief of Staff 
Rick Dearborn is expected 
to leave the West Wing in 
coming months.

Other aides who are 
leaving — including 

deputy national security 
adviser Dina Powell — 
have not been forced out, 
but rather are departing 
around the one-year 
mark, a relatively com-
mon practice in other 
White Houses. Powell is 
to be replaced by Nadia 
Schadlow, a confidante of 
National Security Adviser 
H.R. McMaster who over-
saw the president’s first 
National Security Strategy 
document.

But more high-profile 
changes may be on the 
horizon.

Secretary of State 
Rex Tillerson, whose 
relationship with Trump 
has proved fraught, 
has long been rumored 
to be on the way out, 
with CIA Director Mike 
Pompeo discussed as a 
likely replacement. Both 
Trump and Tillerson 
have publicly denied he 
is leaving.

Gary Cohn, the director 
of the National Economic 
Council, may depart after 
helping steer the tax bill to 
victory.

White House Press 
Secretary Sarah Huckabee 
Sanders plays down talk of 
turnovers.

“I have no reason to 
know of any personnel 
change whatsoever,” 
Sanders said Thursday. 
“And we’re moving full 
force ahead into 2018 to 
make sure we get a lot 
accomplished.”

Trump’s White House setting records for early departures

WASHINGTON — The 
FBI is investigating whether 
the Clinton Foundation 
accepted donations in ex-
change for political favors 
while Hillary Clinton was 
secretary of state, two peo-
ple familiar with the probe 
confirmed Friday. The rev-
elation comes as President 
Donald Trump and 
congressional Republicans 
have been urging the 
Justice Department to look 
into corruption allegations 
involving the foundation.

It is unclear when or why 
the probe began, but the 
sources told The Associated 
Press it has been ongoing 
for several months, with 
prosecutors and FBI 
agents taking the lead 
from their offices in Little 
Rock, Arkansas, where the 
foundation has offices. The 
people were not authorized 
to discuss the investigation 

publicly and spoke on 
condition of anonymity. 
The Hill newspaper first 
reported the probe.

Critics have accused the 
Clinton family of using 
the foundation to enrich 
themselves and give donors 
special access to the State 
Department when Hillary 
Clinton was secretary of 
state. But public corruption 
prosecutors in Washington 
expressed disinterest in 
working with the FBI on a 
Clinton Foundation-related 
investigation in 2016, 
saying they had concerns 
about the strength of the 
FBI’s evidence.

A spokesman for 
the foundation, Craig 
Minassian, said it had been 
“subjected to politically 
motivated allegations, 
and time after time these 
allegations have proven 
false.”

Trump has repeatedly 
called for an investigation 
into Clinton, her aides and 

the foundation, harping 
on Attorney General Jeff 
Sessions for not taking ac-
tion. Democrats say Trump 
is trying to steer attention 
away from investigations 
examining whether his 
campaign was involved 
with Russian attempts to 
influence the 2016 election.

Sessions in November 
directed senior federal 
prosecutors to evaluate 
a number of Republican 
grievances and determine 
whether a special counsel 
should be appointed to 
look into allegations that 
the Clinton Foundation 
benefited from an Obama-
era uranium transaction 
involving a Russian state 
company. In a letter 
to the House Judiciary 
Committee, Sessions said 
the prosecutors would also 
make recommendations 
into “whether any matters 
currently under investi-
gation need additional 
resources.”

FBI investigating the Clinton Foundation corruption claims

NEW YORK — New York 
City had 290 murders last 
year, the fewest on record 
in the modern era.

There also were fewer 
shootings, 789, and fewer 
overall crimes reported in 
2017 — a total of 96,517. 
Arrests also were down 
by more than 30,000 from 
2016.

Police say the decline 
in crime is due in part to 
focusing more on larger 
takedowns and less on 
smaller infractions, and a 
shift to focus on commu-
nity-based policing in the 
city’s precincts.

“New York is not the 
violent nightmare we 
once read about. It’s our 
home and we’re willing 
to fight for it,” Police 
Commissioner James 
O’Neill said Friday.

Mayor Bill de Blasio 
said the drop in crime 

represents the high point 
in the department’s histo-
ry. In 2016, there were  
335 murders. The 2017 
tally was the lowest since 
comparable record-keep-
ing began in 1951, 
when the then Brooklyn 
Dodgers played at Ebbets 
Field and the subway fare 
was a dime. The all-time 
high number of arrests 
was 422,325 in 2010. Last 
year, there were 286,227.

Police officials said 
there are fewer arrests 
because officers are 
working smarter.

Crime was down in 
most categories except 
for rape. There were 1,446 
rapes reported in 2017, 
four more than in 2016.

Officials said they 
would spend 2018 trying 
to push crime down even 
lower.

“We can do better,” 
said Chief Dermot Shea, 
head of crime control 
strategies.

FOXBOROUGH, Mass. 
— The New England 
Patriots dismissed as 
“flat-out inaccurate” a 
report suggesting a rift 
involving owner Robert 
Kraft, coach Bill Belich-
ick and quarterback Tom 
Brady.

The three released a 
joint statement Friday 
hours after an ESPN 
report, citing undis-
closed sources, detailed 
an array of tension.

The story highlighted 
purported disputes 
concerning Brady’s 
personal body coach, 
Alex Guerrero, in player-
medical affairs. Also 

mentioned is a supposed 
difference between 
Kraft and Belichick over 

the decision to trade 
backup quarterback 
Jimmy Garoppolo. The 

story implied Brady has 
taken issue with a lack 
of praise from Belichick 
this season. 

The statement says 
the three have had a 
“very good and pro-
ductive working 
relationship” for 18 years 
and they regret having 
to “respond to these 
fallacies.”

At 13-3, the Patriots 
are again the AFC’s top 
seed in the playoffs and 
have a first-round bye 
this weekend. 

Brady and Belichick 
both eschewed ques-
tions last month about 
a chasm between and 
Belichick and Guerrero. 

Belichick wouldn’t 
address the validity of 

a Boston Globe report 
that Guerrero had been 
banned from the sideline 
or travelling on the team 
plane, but said “there are 
different relationships, 
different situations with 
dozens of other people.”

Brady also took issue 
with a reporter who 
asked whether the 
quarterback and Belich-
ick had talked about an 
adjustment to Guerre-
ro’s access to the team.

“I have a lot of conver-
sations with him. Those 
are private between he 
and I, and I don’t think 
anyone knows what we 
talk about,” Brady said 
last month. “Certainly 
I’ve never talked about 
it. He’s never talked 

about it.”
Despite the purported 

off the field issues, the 
Patriots have thrived on 
it. 

In spite of losing 
receiver Julian Edel-
man in the preseason 
to a knee injury and 
linebacker Dont’a High-
tower in October to a 
season-ending pectoral 
injury, they enter the 
playoffs with the NFL’s 
top-ranked offense and 
a defense that is allow-
ing just 18.5 points per 
game. 

Brady is also an MVP 
candidate, and passed 
Brett Favre for the most 
wins in one season for a 
quarterback after turn-
ing 40 years old.  

Pats insist there’s no Kraft, Belichick, Brady rift

The stunning 
turnaround by the Jack-
sonville Jaguars shows 
best in the NFL standings 
— and the All-Pro Team.

Rarely do the Jags have 
members of the elite All-
Pro squad. For 2017, they 
have two: edge rusher 
Calais Campbell and cor-
nerback Jalen Ramsey.

“It’s huge,” Campbell 
said. “That’s a big testa-
ment to the work we put 
in. We don’t just show up 
and perform. We grind 
day in and day out to be 
the best. This defense is 
very special, so I’m glad 
to see us get some acco-
lades for our hard work.”

Added Ramsey of The 
Associated Press All-Pro 
Team announced Friday:

“I can go on and on 
about corners I respect 
and I think are really 
good in the league. But I 
think (the voters) realize 
that I cover No. 1s every 
week, that I’m still put-
ting up high numbers, 
still playing very well in 
my role and doing what I 
have to do.”

What Campbell and 
Ramsey did was help 
the Jaguars rank first in 
pass defense and second 
overall, earning their 
first playoff berth since 
the 2007 season.

One player, Anto-
nio Brown, was the 
only unanimous choice 
for All-Pro. The bril-
liant wide receiver of 
the Pittsburgh Steelers 
drew all 50 ballots from 
a nationwide panel of 
media members who 

regularly cover the 
league. Brown missed the 
last two-plus games with 
an ankle injury.

He was among four 
players to make a fourth 
All-Pro squad, join-
ing New England tight 
end Rob Gronkowski, 
Carolina linebacker Luke 
Kuechly and Los Ange-
les Rams punter Johnny 
Hekker.

The repeaters from 
2016 were Brown; Rams 
interior defensive line-
man Aaron Donald, who 
got 49 votes, and punter 
Hekker; and Seattle line-
backer Bobby Wagner.

Patriots quarterback 
Tom Brady made his 
third All-Pro team.

In their own turn-
around season, the Rams 
led the way with six 
All-Pros, including two 

more specialists: kicker 
Greg Zuerlein and kick 
returner Pharoh Cooper. 
Running back Todd 
Gurley and left tackle 
Andrew Whitworth were 
honored.

“Dang, that’s crazy. It 
means a lot, honestly,” 
said Gurley, who likely 
would have led the 
league in rushing had 
he played in LA’s finale. 
“It’s a blessing. I’ve 

got so much respect for 
everybody in this league, 
and to be in this position 
just means so much to 
me.

“I’ve been following 
people around the NFL 
my whole life, and to be 
considered as an All-Pro, 
man, God is good, hon-
estly. Honestly.”

Three Steelers joined 
Brown on the roster: 
Le’Veon Bell as the 
flex, interior defensive 
lineman Cam Heyward, 
and right guard David 
DeCastro. No other team 
had more than two All-
Pros, with the stronger 
NFC getting 18 players 
and the AFC 10.

Two rookies made 
it: punt returner Jamal 
Agnew of Detroit and 
special teamer Budda 
Baker of Arizona.

Browns had lost more 
games during Gruden’s 
16-year absence than the 
Raiders.

LOS ANGELES — Matt 
Ryan and the Atlanta 
Falcons visited the Coli-
seum late last season on 
their path to the Super 
Bowl, and they easily 
racked up a blowout vic-
tory over the woebegone 
Los Angeles Rams.

When they return on 
Saturday night for their 
NFC wild-card play-
off opener, they might 
hardly recognize the guys 
in the horned helmets on 
the other sideline.

That 42-14 loss to the 
Falcons was a catalyst in 
the Rams’ transformation 
from LA laughingstocks 
into NFC West champi-
ons, because coach Jeff 
Fisher was fired the next 
day. One month later, 
Sean McVay was hired to 

lead the most incredible 
one-year turnaround in 
recent NFL history.

“People are excited, 
and that was our goal 
when we came back 
here,” McVay said. “We 
wanted to be able to 
provide a good football 
product that our fans 
can be proud of, and they 
want to come out and 
support.”

Led by the 31-year-old 
McVay, who grew up 
near Atlanta, and a roster 
of playmakers including 
Jared Goff, Todd Gurley 
and Aaron Donald, the 
Rams (11-5) are in the 
playoffs for the first time 
in 13 years. The NFC’s 
third seed drew a tough 
matchup with 2016 
league MVP Ryan and 
the Falcons (10-6), who 
appear capable of making 
another conference run.

But the Rams expect to 
feed off the excitement 
of a city hosting its first 
playoff game since the LA 
Raiders’ last postseason 
trip 24 years ago.

“It’s definitely a cool 
thing,” Goff said. “After 
football has been gone 
from here for so long, and 
we come back in Year 2 
and are able to bring a 
playoff game to the Coli-
seum, that’s very cool.”

Goff, the second-year 
pro coming off a trans-
formative 3,804-yard 
season , is eager to face 
off with Ryan, who is in 
the playoffs for the sixth 
time in 10 years. Both 
teams have a wealth of 
offensive playmakers, 
from Rams MVP can-
didate Gurley to star 
Falcons receiver Julio 
Jones.

The Falcons are back 

for their first postseason 
game since that memo-
rable Super Bowl collapse 
against New England. 
That loss could have 
broken weaker teams, 
but coach Dan Quinn 
kept this bunch together 
— and now they’re the 
only group in the six-
team NFC field that also 
made the playoffs last 
season.

“I love the resiliency 
and the toughness of 
this team,” Quinn said. 
“When you’ve been 
through some of the 
fire together and you 
come out the other side 
stronger as a brother-
hood, we’re certainly 
improved.”

Here are more things 
to watch when the Rams 
host their first play-
off game in Southern 
California since January 

1986:
BIG NUMBERS: 

Although both defenses 
are statistically solid, this 
game could turn into a 
shootout. The Falcons 
led the NFL in scor-
ing last season, but the 
Rams took over the top 
spot this year in McVay’s 
worst-to-first revitaliza-
tion of the LA offense. 
Ryan and Jones have the 
skills to pick at the Rams’ 
secondary if Donald can’t 
be disruptive, while Goff 
and the versatile Gurley 
are eager to make their 
first mark on postseason 
football.

NEW GUYS: While the 
Falcons know everything 
about playoff pressure, 
the Rams seriously lack 
experience: Just six of 
their players have been 
in postseason games — 
including star left tackle 

Andrew Whitworth, 
who went 0-6 in Cincin-
nati. McVay also is the 
youngest head coach in 
a playoff game in NFL 
history. “That’s really 
not an excuse for us,” 
said Whitworth, who 
cited the Rams’ series of 
games against playoff-
bound teams down the 
regular-season stretch 
as good experience under 
pressure. “I think we just 
need to go out there and 
execute.”

CONNECTIONS: The 
teams’ coaching staffs 
have multiple ties and 
similarities. Rams 
offensive coordinator 
Matt LaFleur was Ryan’s 
quarterbacks coach last 
year, although LaFleur 
claimed he doesn’t have 
much insight to offer 
on the star passer or the 
Falcons’ offense.

he Buffalo Bills are in the NFL 
playoffs.

No, we're not kidding.
They needed some last-minute 

help from Cincinnati, which 
stunned Baltimore 31-27 after 
Buffalo had won at Miami 22-16 
Sunday. Those results lifted the 
Bills into the final AFC wild-card 
spot and a visit to Jacksonville.

The last time they reached the 
postseason, the Bills lost in the 
Music City Miracle game in 
Nashville in January 2000. Their 
playoff drought was the longest 
current string in North American 
professional sports.

But the happiness comes with a 
caveat: star running back LeSean 
McCoy was injured and carted off 
in the second half. He was seen in a 
walking boot after the game. 
However, the team says he still has 
a chance to play against the Jaguars.

"The locker room is electric man. 
We have been working so hard for 
this," Bills guard Richie Incognito 
said. "So much has been said about 
it. And now the monkey is off our 
back. We're in the postseason and 
we've got new life."

The Jaguars are coached by 
Doug Marrone, who resigned as 
Bills coach exactly three years ago.

Baltimore's late meltdown 
was stunning. The Ravens 
needed to stop a fourth-and-12 
from their 49, and Andy Dalton 

found Tyler Boyd with 44 seconds 
left to pull out the win — and send 
the Ravens home. Baltimore had 

trailed most of the game before 
taking a 27-24 lead with 8:48 
remaining.

"Even the game, I think, epito-
mizes a little bit the way the season 
went," Ravens coach John Harbaugh 
said. "We had to battle our way back 
the way we did, and then not to be 
able to finish and win the game is 
about as tough as it can be."

Tennessee had a win-and-get-in 
scenario and took advantage by 
beating the AFC South champion 
Jags 15-10. That gave the Titans 
their first playoff berth since 2008. 
They head to AFC West winner 
Kansas City on Saturday to open the 
wild-card round.

"We refused to go home," Brian 
Orakpo said. "I didn't want to be on 
a Southwest flight back to Texas 
tomorrow wondering, 'what if?'

"It's an unbelievable feeling."
The Falcons will get another 

chance to reach the Super Bowl, 
though this time as a wild card. The 
team that blew a 28-3 lead in the 
second half of the big game in 
February defeated Carolina 22-10 to 
earn a trip to the NFC West champ 
Rams. Los Angeles sat most of its 
regulars in losing to San Francisco 
34-13. Falcons-Rams is Saturday 
night.

Seattle fell short of reaching the 
postseason with Atlanta's win, but 
lost anyway to Arizona 26-24.

"All you want is an opportunity," 
said Falcons defensive tackle Grady 
Jarrett, who had a sack and three 
tackles for losses. "We have one. 

Now it's up to us to take advantage of 
it."

The Panthers already were in, 
and they will meet NFC South foe 
and division winner New Orleans 
on Sunday to finish off the opening 
round. The Saints swept their two 
meetings with Carolina this season.

New England (13-3), as it almost 
always seems to do, secured 
home-field advantage for the AFC 
playoffs by beating the Jets 26-6. 
Pittsburgh (13-3) got the No. 2 seed 
— its controversial loss to the 
Patriots in Week 15 was the 
tiebreaker — with its 28-24 victory 
over Cleveland. They both are off 
next week.

Minnesota (13-3) already had 
qualified for the postseason, and it 
grabbed a wild-card round bye with 
a 23-10 win over Chicago. The other 
bye in the NFC went to Philadelphia 
(13-3) last week as the top seed, and 
the Eagles played plenty of backups 
in a 6-0 defeat against Dallas.

Eight of the 12 playoff teams are 
newcomers from last year: Buffalo, 
Tennessee, Jacksonville, the Rams, 
Philadelphia, Carolina, New Orleans 
and Minnesota. That includes two 
teams that finished last in their 
division in 2016 and won it this 
season: the Eagles and Jags.

The divisional round will open in 
Philadelphia on Saturday, Jan. 13. 
New England will host a game that 
night.

On Sunday, Jan. 14, Pittsburgh 
hosts the early game, then the 
round concludes in Minnesota.

very likely is the last 
hurrah for the 26-year-
old Wagner chasing an 
elusive Olympic medal, 
which would be the 
Americans’ first since 
Sasha Cohen’s silver in 
2006. Wagner placed 
sixth in Sochi after she 
contributed to a bronze 
medal in the new team 
event.

“It’ll be an interest-
ing position because 
in years past I’ve been 
the clear front-runner 
internationally, and I 
just have had a really 
difficult season. And I 
am in no way, shape or 
form expecting to rely 
on my past experience,” 
Wagner said. “Of course 
that’s great and I would 
love for that to say some-
thing about whether or 
not I deserve to be on this 
team, but I’m not going 
to feel great getting put 
onto an Olympic team 
and not really skating my 
heart out.

“So for me going into 
this long program I’m 
not banking on anything 
other than what I put out 
on Friday.”

Wagner acknowledged 
making adjustments to 
her routine given the 
smaller rink at the San 
Jose Sharks’ SAP Center, 
which affected her timing 
on some components. If 
she does make one more 
Olympics, there will be 
some serious evaluation 
of her routines, and likely 
at least some significant 
changes.

“If I make it on through 
to the Olympic team 
we’re going to go back 
to the drawing board 
with the short program,” 
Wagner said. “Just 
because I love how I feel 
with ‘La La Land’ and 
a new, fresh program, 
so who knows? That 
program might have 
seen its last day here at 
nationals. It might go 
through the Olympics. 
There’s some stuff that 
just needs to go back 
to the drawing board 
because, for as fresh as 
‘La La Land’ feels, it’s 
feeling just so old and 
I’m ready for something 
different. So we’ll see 
what happens.”

Her roommate and 
close friend Adam 
Rippon had one main 
word of encouragement: 
“rebound.” Rippon 
spoke about Wagner 
after finishing second in 
Thursday night’s men’s 
short program.

“I told her when she 
got back from the short 
program: ‘OK, it’s done, 
what are you going to 
do? Tell me right now, 
what are the steps that 
you’re going to take 
because this is the posi-
tion you’re in, good, 
bad whatever? What are 
you going to do to move 
forward?’

“She’s got nothing 
to lose. She’s already 
a three-time national 
champion, she already 
has an Olympic medal, 
this is all just icing on 
the cake. She’s already 
also a world medalist. 
She just needs to go 
after it and not care.”

Lamar Jackson 
announced on Twitter 
that he’ll leave Louis-
ville to enter the NFL 
Draft, one season after 
becoming the youngest 
Heisman Trophy winner.

The Cardinals junior 
quarterback tweeted 
Friday that he talked 
with his family before 
announcing the decision, 
which was confirmed 
by Louisville foot-
ball spokesman Rocco 
Gasparro.

Jackson’s decision 
was somewhat expected 
after compiling statistics 
better in some areas than 
his Heisman-winning 
numbers as a sopho-
more. He finished third 
in this year’s Heisman 
voting.

The 6-foot-3, 212-
pound Jackson thanked 
Cardinals coach Bobby 

Petrino, teammates and 
fans in the tweet. He 
writes “It has been noth-
ing short of an honor to 
be a member of #Card-
sNation and to play for 
this university.”

While the dynamic 
Jackson has stated that 
his intention is to play 
quarterback in the NFL, 

where he’s selected 
in this spring’s draft 
in uncertain. Despite 
accounting for 5,261 
offensive yards and 
45 touchdowns — his 
second consecutive 
season in which he 
surpassed 1,500 yards 
rushing and 3,500 pass-
ing — questions remain 

about his accuracy and 
size.

The native of Pompano 
Beach, Florida, led the 
Cardinals to three con-
secutive bowl games, 
though they lost their 
last two postseason 
appearances. 

Jackson accounted 
for 329 yards and three 
touchdowns in last 
week’s TaxSlayer Bowl 
but also threw four 
interceptions in Louis-
ville’s 31-27 loss to No. 
24 Mississippi State.

Fox Sports NFL ana-
lyst Charles Davis still 
believes Jackson can 
play at the next level 
because of improved 
decision-making, along 
with his mobility.

“If we went back to 
2016, I admit that I 
was not as bullish on 
his prospects as an 
NFL quarterback as I 
am now,” Davis said 
recently. 

“What I saw in the 
last year reminds me of 
(Dallas Cowboys quar-
terback) Dak Prescott 
as a junior — minus 
the size because Dak is 
a bigger, thicker guy, 
and there’s no getting 
around that.

“A lot of his big 
plays before occurred 
because of the run. 
This year I saw a better 
pocket presence, I saw 
better accuracy, better 
delivery. I’ve seen that 
improvement, that 
growth.”

Louisville moves on 
without arguably its 
most famous player and 
first Heisman winner, 
whose resume’ also 
includes numerous 
highlights.

Jackson’s definitive 
moment was hurdling a 
Syracuse defender into 
the end zone in 2016 en 
route to 610 yards and 
five TDs. He accounted 

for five TDs and 362 
yards in a 63-20 pum-
meling of highly ranked 
Florida State the follow-
ing week, a performance 
that established him as 
the Heisman favorite.

Jackson also had Lou-
isville in consideration 
for the 2016 College 
Football Playoff before a 
late-season slide. 

A midseason slump 
— including a second 
consecutive loss to 
Clemson in another 
marquee matchup — 
dimmed some of the 
spotlight before he ral-
lied the Cardinals with 
three straight wins to 
earn another New York 
trip for the Heisman 
presentation.

“My time in Louisville 
has produced some of 
the best memories of my 
life,” Jackson tweeted.

His next stop could 
be on stage at the NFL 
Draft.

DAYTONA BEACH — 
Fernando Alonso needed 
just three laps around 
Daytona International 
Speedway to recognize 
the magnitude of one 
of auto racing’s iconic 
venues.

The Formula One 
star is entered in the 
Rolex 24 at Daytona, 
one of the most presti-
gious sports car races 
in the world, as the 
Spaniard attempts to 
cross another event 
off his bucket list. He 
skipped the Grand Prix 
of Monaco last year to 
race the Indianapolis 
500, and his participa-
tion captured attention 
all around the world.

That Indy venture 
last May was his first 
time racing on an oval, 
his first time in an 
Indy car, and Alonso 
was dazzling until his 
engine blew late in 
the race. As he tested 
Friday for Rolex, held 
Jan. 26-27, he soaked 
in his newest venture.

“You feel, you smell 
motor racing here,” 
Alonso said. “That’s 
a good feeling for any 
driver. The speedway 
is amazing. The size is 
huge. I did only three 
laps this morning, yet 
enough to have a feel-
ing in the car and on 
the speedway as well.

“The high banking 
was special. You feel 
the compression in 
the body, you feel the 
visibility change... it 
was good fun. The best 

feeling.”
Alonso was a sur-

prise entry at Indy last 
year when McLaren 
boss Zak Brown gave 
him the greenlight to 
skip Monaco and knock 
“The Greatest Spec-
tacle in Racing” off a 
list Alonso considers 
“iconic events.” Now 
he’s got permission to 
run the twice-round-
the-clock race at 
Daytona — he’s driv-
ing a Ligier LMP2 in 
the Prototype class for 
United Autosports — 
and he hopes the same 
AloMania that swept 
Indy will follow him to 
this sports car event.

But the Rolex 24 
draws a massive group 
of world-renowned 
racers, and Alonso is 
just another driver in a 
firesuit at Daytona. His 
two F1 championships 
are envied, but the field 
has plenty of accom-
plished racers.

“There are so many 
good drivers here 
from different series, 
and I think that’s the 
key to this race,” said 
2016 IndyCar cham-
pion Simon Pagenaud. 
“The best drivers from 
everywhere come over 
here to do the first 
race of the year, to get 
warmed up and try to 

bring the big trophy 
home. It’s exciting to 
have Fernando, but 
exciting to have all the 
names.”

IndyCar driver 
Graham Rahal 
applauded Alonso’s 
desire, and noted his 
participation will only 
help IMSA’s profile.

“Clearly he’s a racer. 
Obviously, he loves 
it, or he wouldn’t be 
doing all the things 
he’s doing,” Rahal 
said. “But all of us 
are, so hopefully the 
combination of every-
body (racing) will help 
elevate the sport and 
sports car racing.”

Kim did not say what 
kind of a delegation he 
has in mind. But North 
Korea quickly restored 
a hotline with the South 
that had been cut off for 
two years to allow com-
munications to resume. 
South Korean President 
Moon Jae-in applauded 
the gesture and the two 
sides are set to meet on 
Tuesday at the border 
village of Panmunjom for 
the time since December 
2015.

Like the man at the 
helm, Saban’s program 
is a self-perpetuating 
behemoth that never 
sits still . His dynasty 
has endured for a 
full decade in an era 
of increased parity 
because it never takes 
time to revel in its 
accomplishments.

Stocks had a good run in 2017 — and by some 
measures are looking expensive. So what’s left 
to buy in 2018? Europe might be one answer.

Stock prices in Europe haven’t quite caught up 
to the surprising economic success story that has 
unfolded in the region. Consider: Europe’s Stoxx 
50 index of blue chips 
is trading at a 
forward-looking price 
to earnings multiple 
around 13.9, while 
Germany’s DAX 
trades at around 13.8. 
Those are not far 
above long-term 
averages, and down 
since 2015.

Benjardin Gaertner, 
head of equities at 
Union Investment in 
Frankfurt, says 

“European indexes are basically behind the 
earnings level over the past 2 ½ years.” As a 
result, valuations are “by no means extended.” 
Meanwhile, growth and corporate profits look 
good, with indexes of business activity at 
multi-year highs.

Europe still faces 
hurdles. Britain’s exit 
from the European 
Union could hurt trade, 
Italy has an election 
this year, and Germany 
hasn’t managed to 
form a government 
over three months after 
its election. Stocks are, 
of course, about risk. 
Still, skeptics of the 
current bull might see 
some margin of safety 
in Europe.

Have North American movie theaters seen their best 
days?

Box-office receipts for the U.S. and Canada 
totaled $11.1 billion in 2017, down 2.3 percent from 
the year before — the first decline 
since 2014.

It was still the third-highest year 
ever at the box office, with such 
hits as “Star Wars: The Last Jedi,” 
“Sleeping Beauty” and “Wonder 
Woman.” But rising ticket prices 
are supporting the haul.

Ticket prices edge up every 
year. As of the third quarter of 
2017, the average price was 
$8.93, up from $8.65 at the end of 2016, according 
to industry data. In major metropolitan areas like 
New York and Los Angeles, however, prices of $15 
and higher are common. A single Imax 3-D ticket for 

“Star Wars” in New York topped $26. Chains are 
trying to upgrade the experience of going to the 
movies, with improved seats and food.

Data provider Box Office Mojo estimates that 
attendance dropped 5.8 percent 
last year, steeper than the 
decline in box-office receipts.

“Clearly, audiences have 
become more selective about 
content and what will drive them 
to the theater, given the vast 
array of home entertainment 
options,” Wedbush analysts 
wrote. Hits still draw large 
audiences to the big screen, but 

moviegoers are more judicious about which movies 
and how many they see in theaters.

After all, Netflix costs just $11 for the entire month. 
The popcorn and candy are cheaper at home, too.

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Self-made millionaires Rooster 
McConaughey and Butch Gilliam, 
along with their friend Gil Prath-
er have been cutting deals for most 
of their lives. On their new series, 
“Rooster & Butch,” premiering 
Wednesday at 10 p.m. on A&E, the 
down-home boys are on the hunt for 
the next great idea. They learned to 
do business from the roughnecks and 
ranchers making deals with a hand-
shake and a good word in West Texas, 
and these guys are not easily fooled. 

Some might say they’re a bit un-
orthodox in the way they do business, 
but there is a method to their mad-
ness. They don’t care if a potential 
investment is on social media or has 
a fancy degree. They don’t care if it’s 
the slickest preparation ever created. 
These guys are mavericks, and they 
have their own set of rules they follow. 

And the show has a fun attitude. 
It’s kind of “Butch Cassidy and the 
Sundance Kid” meets “Shark Tank” 
with a bit of that McConaughey 
(Rooster is Matthew Conaughey’s 
brother) charm. Similar to “Shark 
Tank,” the show follows entrepreneurs 
who come to West Texas looking to 
win over Rooster and Butch and gain 
an investment in their company. The 
difference is, Rooster and Butch’s ba-
sic principle is: person first, business 
second. They are not about intimi-
dation. They are about inspiration. 
They want to get to know the person 
before the company. It’s all about the 
way business used to be done with a 
beer and a handshake. They preach 
doing business the old-fashioned way 
– with integrity, morals and honor.

“This documentary series takes 
viewers inside the minds of two very 
successful businessmen who don’t 
play by the rules of Wall Street,” says 
executive producer Charlie Ebersol. 
“America was built on the backs of 
handshakes and character, and this 
show is packed to the gills with char-
acter. It is funny, heartfelt, but above 
all else, it’s a celebration of how busi-
ness should be done. It’s all about the 
American Dream – and a few Miller 
Lites of course. We always wanted to 

do a show about guys who put human-
ity and humor back into the business 
world, but we didn’t want to manu-
facture it like a lot of reality shows 
do. We wanted to find real characters 
who we just had to point the cameras 
at. When I met the fine folks at A&E, 
and they said that they too wanted 
a show about real people who were 
full of life and represented the way 

business was done in the heartland of 
America, we felt like it was a match 
made in heaven. Overnight they be-
came our best partners, and we think 
the show really depicts that great re-
lationship because you’re watching 
real, true human behavior and audi-
ences will certainly fall in love with 
these guys if they haven’t already.”

There are all types of people who 
need money to either start or grow 
their organization, but not all of 

them are willing to travel to the-
middle-of-nowhere Texas to find 
investors. Still, there are plenty of 
people looking to take their money. 
“We don’t find the entrepreneurs, 
they find Butch and Rooster,” Eber-
sol says. “They’re not short on people 
looking for money, so they make ev-
eryone call their answering machine 
and give them 30 seconds to convince 
them why they are worthy of invest-
ment. If someone leaves a compelling 
enough message, Rooster and Butch 
invite them down to Texas. Their 
method is as unique as they are.”

“We’re looking for people who re-
mind us of ourselves,” says Gilliam. 
“They have to be sincere, hard-work-
ing and hold themselves to a high 

moral ground. We’re looking for the 
kind of heart it takes to start and finish 
without giving up under pressure. We 
like to see the little guy end up on top.”

The guys look for certain traits 
in their business partners, one of 
which they consider paramount. 
“When it comes to picking a busi-
ness partner, integrity is the most 
important element or trait, period,” 
says McConaughey. “If the person 
doesn’t have integrity, they’re not 

going to get out of the blocks with 
us – well, unless, of course, they pull 
the wool over our eyes and I hate to 
say it, but that has happened before.”

That said, most of the time things 
pan out for all involved. The guys 
have invested in all types of busi-
nesses, but there are a few that stand 
out for them. “We were introduced 
to a water purification business that 
utilizes contaminated or brackish wa-
ter, and as a result, saves fresh water 
for drinking and irrigation. Which is 
what it was meant for.  Also, ranches 
have always been good investments 
for us because they normally increase 
in value and we get to enjoy them at 
the same time. And if you run live-
stock on them - you get a tax break.”

A: Next up for the talented 
and handsome actor is the 
Netflix original series “Al-
tered Carbon,” which drops 
Feb. 2 on the streaming 
network. The science-fiction 
drama is set 300 years in the 
future at a time when hu-
man consciousness (called 
“stacks”) can be digitally 
stored, allowing people to 
change and upgrade their 
bodies (called “sleeves”), 
essentially living forever. 
The series also stars James 
Purefoy and Renee Elise 
Goldsberry, and is based on 
Richard K. Morgan’s 2002 cy-
berpunk novel of the same 
name.

The story follows an elite 
soldier named Takeshi Ko-
vacs (initially played by Will 
Yun Lee), a killer for hire. 
When Kovacs is imprisoned, 
his consciousness is stored 
away. When he is awakened 
centuries later in a different 
body (now played by Joel), 
wealthy Laurens Bancroft 
(Purefoy) offers Kovacs a 
pardon for his crimes if he 
can solve a murder — Ban-
croft’s own, when somebody 
killed his previous sleeve. 

Originally intended to be a 
feature film, it proved to be 
too complicated to cover 
everything in a two-hour 
period. Netflix optioned the 
book for a 10-hour series, 
which I agree is the perfect 
venue for this expensive 
sci-fi epic.
