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Lake proposes integrationof EMS

Commissioners consider
plan to bring service
under county’s umbrella

Lake County commission-
ers will consider a proposal
to bring Lake EMS under the
county'sumbrella, though not
to consolidate the ambulance
service into Lake County Fire
Rescue.

The proposal is set for a
vote during the commission's

Feb. 13 meeting and comes
after years of debate and a
20-month-long feasibil-
ity study into the best way
of operating the ambulance
service. The integration plan
was one of the three options
reviewed in the $25,000
study prepared by Fitch and
Associates.

"The main advantage is
that it's a streamlining of our
process. (Lake EMS would)
be able to have more direct
oversight by the county com-
mission and have us folded

into the board of county
commissioners budgeting
process," said Jerry Smith,
Lake EMS executive director.

The plan calls for elimi-
nating the county-owned,
non-profit Lake EMS and
integrating it under the coun-
ty's Public Safety Department
as the Emergency Medical
Services Division. Lake EMS
employees would become
county workers and qualify
for the state pension plan,

cials and outside advisers.

Emergency rooms’
new approach to
older patients cuts
hospital stays

CHICAGO — When
86-year-old Carol Wittwer
took a taxi to the emergency
room, she expected to be
admitted to the hospital. She
didn’t anticipate being asked
if she cooks for herself. If she
has friends in her high-rise.
Or if she could spell lunch
backward.

“H-C-N-U-L,” she said,

ruling out a type of confu-
sion called delirium for the
geriatrics-trained nurse who
was posing the questions in a
special wing of Northwestern
Memorial Hospital’s emer-
gency department

Wittwer’s care is part of
a new approach to older
patients as U.S. emergency
rooms adapt to serve the
complex needs of a gray-
ing population. That means
asking more questions, asking
them earlier and, when pos-
sible, avoiding a hospital stay
for many older patients.

NEW ORLEANS -
When a heavy rain hits
New Orleans, residents
move their cars to higher
ground for fear of fast-
rising street flooding.
Knee-deep potholes can
eat a car’s fender. When
pressure drops in the
city’s aging water deliv-
ery system, restaurants
and cafes have to boil
water to feed customers.

Battered by nature and
neglect, New Orleans is
one of the best exam-
ples of what President
Donald Trump calls the
country’s “crumbling
infrastructure.” But
when looking at the bil-
lion-dollar needs of this
300-year-old city, two
things become appar-
ent: The rebuilding task is
immense and it’s not clear
the president’s new plan
will help.

The city needs about
$11.6 billion to bring key
parts of its infrastructure
into “this century,” said
city official Katie Dignan.
That means repairing the
roads, the infrastructure
under them — sewer, water
anddrainage — as well as
other parts of the drain-
age system that empties
the city of water when it
rains.

Dignan said the city has
about $2 billion available,
some from FEMA to miti-
gate Hurricane Katrina
damage and some from
other sources. Now, the
city faces choices on
how to come up with the
remainder. Mayor Mitch
Landrieu, who calls the
aging sewer, water and
drainage system a “prime
example” of needed
infrastructure work, has
doubts about Trump’s
proposal.

Trump called on Con-
gress to produce a bill
that generates “at least
$1.5 trillion” for infra-
structure investment.
But he hasn’t detailed
how much money the
federal government

would actually supply
and has suggested that
much of the money would
come from state and local
governments or private-
sector investments.

“What the president
is really proposing is not
HIS infrastructure plan
but basically saying to
the states and the cities:
‘Build it on your own
and find another way
to pay for it through
raising taxes or cutting
services,’” Landrieu, a
Democrat and the cur-
rent president of the U.S.
Conference of Mayors,
said Thursday.

Finding more money is
achallenge in a financially
strapped Louisiana — and
in a city that was facing a
major budget deficit when
Landrieu took office eight
years ago.

Landrieu said public-
private partnerships can
work on some types of
projects where there’s
money to pay back the
partner, but poorer cities

— often those with the
biggest infrastructure
problems — are going
to have a harder time.
Forcing cities like New
Orleans to pay for the
infrastructure means
taking money away from
other local priorities,
such as housing homeless
veterans, he said.

The precariousness of
the city’s infrastructure
was on full display last
August when a massive
downpour overwhelmed
the pumping system
and inundated many
neighborhoods.

The Broad Theater was
still recovering from a
previous rainstorm when
the August storm hit.
Movie-goers evacuated
waist-high waters by
boat. Manager Michael
Domangue lost his car
to the flood. The theater
closed for seven days and
had to refund tickets.

“T still feel when we
rain, people get worried
about coming here,”
Domangue said.

And this damage all
happened within sight

of a pumping station
that’s part of the drain-
age system. Of the $11.6
billion, an estimated
$2 billion is needed for
long-term repairs and
upgrades to the city’s
pumping system, Dignan
said, although she cau-
tioned that figure could
change. The other $9.6
billion would go toward
fixing the roads and the
infrastructure under them.
That includes a drinking
water system plagued by
wasteful leaks and occa-
sional power failures and
pressure drops that can let
contaminants in — requir-
ing residents to boil water.

Renee Blanchard owns
the Church Alley Coffee
Bar. She bought a $3,500
reverse osmosis water
filtration system so that
she can still make lattes
and cappuccinos when
the water pressure drops.
Blanchard is frustrated
that a small business in a
big city has to deal with
such expensive problems.

“That’s ridiculous,”
she said. “I’m so small. I
work most of the hours. I

started off with a tiny bit
of savings.”

All cities have potholes
but the New Orleans
streets are in another cat-
egory. Locals put traffic
cones or tires into espe-
cially deep potholes to
warn other drivers.

“Ifit rains the day before
and it’s filled with water,
you don’t know the pot-
hole’s there. You could
tear up your car, your front
end,” Kenny Buras said of
his street.

Residentstrytotakeitin
stride. During the summer
flooding, people canoed
through the streets,
sometimes with a drink
in hand. In May 2016,
there was a “Sinkhole de
Mayo” party after amas-
sive sinkhole opened up at
the foot of Canal Street.

But there’s also a real
frustration about how
problems in New Orleans
and elsewhere will be fixed.

Resident James Jensen
noted mudslides and fires
in California and rising
seas in Miami: “There’s
many New Orleans out
there.”

Warrant issued

for Leesburg man
charged with vehicular
manslaughter

TAVARES — The courts
have issued a warrant for a
man charged with vehicu-
lar manslaughter in a fatal
motorcycle crash after he
failed to show up for a pretrial
hearing.

Jose Omar Azua, 34, of
Leesburg, was also charged
with leaving the scene of a
fatal crash on Aug. 20, 2016.

Police responded to a 911
call at 9:34 p.m. at Citrus
Boulevard and Tally Road
and found Lori Dudley of The
Villages lying on the high-
way. Rescue workers tried to

give CPR. The
autopsy report
said she died
of “multiple
blunt force

\ trauma,” with
Azua injuries to her
head, mul-
tiple ribs, lung, heart, liver,
spleen, bowel mesentery, left
humerus, and right tibia and
fibula.”

“It’s frustrating as hell,”
her son, Matt Casey said of
Azua skipping bail. “My guess
is that he fled back to his own
country, or wherever he came
from.” Azua told investiga-
tors he was from Mexico and
hadlived in the United States
for 14 or 15 years. He said he
had a Green Card but did not
have it with him.

Casey, who lives in Battle
Creek, Mich., said his family
was notified of the warrant for

his arrest and told that Azua’s
attorney had not been in con-
tact with him for a month.

The trial was set for Feb. 12,
with a pretrial conference set
for Wednesday before Cir-
cuit Judge Don Briggs. When
he didn’t show a warrant was
issued for his arrest and his
$35,000 bond was revoked.

Azua has a lengthy his-
tory of driving infractions. In
2016, he was cited for failure
to yield to oncoming traffic;
in 2014, failure to yield to a
vehicle while a pedestrian;
two speeding tickets in 2011
and another citation for run-
ning a stop sign, and finally, a
DUI and resisting police with-
out violence.

Witnesses were horrified at
what they saw a year-and-a-
half ago.

Micro
housing:
Big
demand
for living
small

TAMPA — When
Omar Garcia announced
plans to transform a
vacant downtown office
building into 120 micro
apartments of about 300
square feet each, the calls
and checks poured in.

“We got 90 reserva-
tions like that,” Garcia
said, snapping his fingers
at a Tampa Downtown
Partnership panel
discussion on micro
housing, and 88 percent
came from people who
already worked down-
town. “People were like,
I'Yes!7”

But while interest in
micro housing isn’t hard
to find, developers said
local regulations and the
availability of financ-
ing are still catching up
to a market that evolved
sooner in some cities
(Seattle, Nashville) than
in Tampa.

In Garcia’s case, he
learned that city codes
required 120 parking
spaces for 120 micro
apartments.

Ifhe didn’t provide one
parking space per unit,
he would have had to
pay acity fee of $26,000
per unit — or about $3
million.

So Garcia changed
the plan to create 48
two-, three- and four-
bedroom apartments of
student housing. The
payment-in-lieu-of-
parking fee for those
dropped to amore doable
$300,000.

Garcia said he plans
to start construction on
the $15 million project,
called 220 Madison, in
a couple of weeks. Stu-
dents will pay $769 per
bedroom, and the No. 1
amenity they said they
wanted was fast Internet

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Dennis Edwards, Temptations singer, dies at 74

DETROIT — Dennis
Edwards, a Grammy-
winning former member
of the famed Motown
group The Temptations,
has died. He was 74.

Edwards died Thursday
in Chicago after alongill-
ness, said Rosiland Triche
Roberts, his longtime
booking agent.

Edwards replaced
founding member David
Ruffin in 1968, and his
soulful, passionate voice
defined the group for
years. A member on and
off for about two decades,
he was part of the lineup

that released hits “Ball of
Confusion (That’s What
The World Is Today),”
“Cloud Nine” and the
chart-topping “Papa Was
ARollin’ Stone.”

He possessed a “voice
for the ages,” with
great range, energy and
artistry, Paul Riser, a
Motown arranger and
musician who worked
with Edwards during the
label’s Detroit heyday
and on subsequent proj-
ects, told The Associated
Press. “That voice was
just flat-out outstanding
— very well-defined.”

Edwards was inducted
into the Rock & Roll Hall
of Fame with the rest of

The Temptationsin1989.

In the 1990s, a fed-
eral judge barred him
from performing under
his former band’s name.
Otis Williams, the band’s
lone original member,
sued Edwards for trade-
mark infringement after
he had used variations
that included “The New
Temptations.” He was
allowed to use “The
Temptations Review fea-
turing Dennis Edwards,”
and performed under
that name for nearly two
decades, according to
Roberts.

“He is now at peace,
and our love and prayers
go out to his family,”

Williams said in a state-
ment Friday. “At this
moment and always,
we acknowledge his
extraordinary contribu-
tion to The Temptations
legacy, which lives on in
the music.”

Motown star Smokey
Robinson said in a
statement that he was
saddened “that another
Motown soldier is gone.”

“Rest in Peace my
brother,” he said. “You
were a great talent.”

Born in Birming-
ham, Alabama, Edwards
lived near St. Louis with
his wife, Brenda. He
would have turned 75 on
Saturday.

connections, so the proj-
ect will provide download
speeds of 300 megabits per
second. It also will have a
bicycle rack with room
for 60 bikes and maybe a
couple of dedicated park-
ing spaces on the street for
Zipcars.

One key assumption
driving the micro housing
trend is that residents will
gocarless — or atleast they
won’t own cars.

Of Garcia’s initial 9o
reservations, 72 percent
said they had a car, but 78
percent of those indicated
they were willing to give up
their car. And no wonder,
he said, in light of AAA
statistics that owning a car
costs an average of $724 a
month.

Automakers, Garciasaid,
recognize that “the future’s
not going to be about
people owning vehicles. It’s
going to be about people
using vehicles.”

Another factor: the
desire, especially among
olderhomeowners, toscale
down their living expenses,
how much work they have
to do to maintain a home
and how much stuff they
want to have.

“There’s a tidal wave
coming, andit’snot climate
change. It’s seniors,” said
David Bailey, who grew up
in Tampa and now splits
his time between Ybor
City and New York City,
where he is a real estate

advisor-broker for the Stan
Johnson Company.

The nation will soon
see 10,000 Baby Boom-
ers a day turn 65, said
Bailey, citing statistics
published by Wired, and
many people are living
longer (though the opioid
epidemic has caused life
expectancy at birth to start
dropping).

“You guys have to start
thinking about where
do you want to live and
how do you want to live,”
Bailey said. “I personally
do not want to live in a
traditional nursing home.”

So Bailey and his wife
recently built a “tiny
house,” with 365 square
feet on the first floor,
plus an 80-square-foot
loft overhead, a couple of
blocks south of E Seventh
Avenue in Ybor City. The
first floor, he said, consists
of three 10-by-10-foot

rooms: a living room up
front, akitchen and bath-
room in the middle and a
bedroom in the back.

He loves it, and so do
guests who rent the place
through Airbnb.

“If we don’t reserve
our own house a month
in advance, we don’t get
in our own house,” said
Bailey, who plans to start
building a second tiny
house next to the first one
in a couple of weeks.

The trend is not just
gaining momentum in
Tampa.

Trump told confidants
in recent days that he
believed the memo would
validate his concerns that
the “deep state” — an
alleged shadowy network
of powerful entrenched
federal and military inter-
ests — had conspired to
undermine the legitimacy
of his presidency, accord-
ing to one outside adviser.

That adviser and the
others weren’t authorized
to publicly discuss private
conversation and spoke on
condition of anonymity.

Trump’s decision to
authorize the memo’s
public disclosure was
extraordinary, yet part of a
recent pattern.

They
said the four-page docu-
ment was inaccurate and
lacked critical context,
and they made their views
known in a remarkable
public statement objecting
toits release. Democrats
said the memo, which
disclosed material about
one of the most tightly
held national security
processes, selectively used
Republican talking points
in an effort to smear law
enforcement.

Trump, however, was
undeterred.

Early last week, aides
briefed him on the never-
before-used-process
that the House would use
to release the classified
memo. Lawyers at the
White House and Capitol
Hill worried about making
dangerous missteps.

Trump told allies he
believed the memo would
reinforce his belief that
accusations of collusion
between his 2016 cam-
paign and Russian officials
were false and part of the
conspiracy to discredit
his victory. And the
president signaled that
he would approve the
memo’s public disclosure
if the House commit -
tee voted to pursue that
course.

talking point during the
week when he gave his
first State of the Union
address, overshadowing
the well-received address.

But those worries, as
well as fears that the
disclosure could lead to
retaliatory leaks from the
Justice Department, did
not hold sway in the Oval
Office. Trump made clear
to aides he was intent on
seeing the memo released
as soon as possible.

White House officials
with concerns resigned
themselves to the memo’s
release. Trump put his
chief of staff, John Kelly,
in charge of making that
happen, and Kelly called
Justice Department offi-
cials multiple times to
upbraid them for criticiz-
ing the likely disclosure.

Trump’s counsel,
meanwhile, took issue
with the House process.
Don McGahn believed
that if the president only
allowed the memo to go
out, rather than declas-
sify it, that would set a
dangerous precedent and
curtail executive powers,
according to a White
House official.

A final decision to
authorize the release,
without any part blacked
out, came Thursday, a day
before the document was
sent back to the House for
publication. While many
in Congress, including
House Speaker Paul Ryan,
R-Wis., denied that the
release undermined the
FBI or Mueller’s inves-
tigation, Trump seemed
to acknowledge that the
memo was explicitly
political.

“Thetop Leadership and
Investigators of the FBI
and the Justice Depart-
ment have politicized the
sacred investigative pro-
cess in favor of Democrats
and against Republicans

ashort time ago,” the pres-
ident tweeted on Friday.

The Fitch study estimated
integration would cost the
county almost $600,000
more per year.

But Smith said those
costs could be offset by
other savings including
vehicle lease options and
consolidation of com-
puter systems.

The Fitch study also
looked at full consolida-
tion and a hybrid system,
where Lake EMS would
remain separate but have
its administrative ser-
vices - including human
resources and accounting
- provided by the county.
Full consolidation would
cost more than $1.3 mil-
lion, while the hybrid
system would save more
than $360,000 per year.

Smith said under the
integration plan EMS
services can concentrate
more on the population
centers while fire rescue
can better serve rural
areas. Under the current
system, emergency calls
go to both Lake EMS and
LCFR. If fire rescue arrives
first they tend to the patient
until Lake EMS arrives to
takes them to the hospital
if needed.

Under an integrated
system, some Lake EMS
ambulances would operate
in rural areas with LCFR
crews onboard. Smith said
it should reduce the time it
takesto get rural patientsto
the hospital.

"Potentially, in the
rural areas, we would not
respond. It would be fire
rescue. The 9oth percen-
tile of our response time
in the rural areas is some-
where around 22 minutes.
Lake County Fire Rescue
is somewhere around 14 to

15 minutes. So you can see
that's saving time," Smith
said.

The latest effort at reor-
ganizing the EMS service
comes after Jeff Cole, Lake
County manager, asked the
commissiontoincrease the
ambulance service's limit of
temporary cash during the
Jan. oth meeting.

Since October, the
pooled-cash limit - asit's
known - went from $1mil-
lion to $2 million. Smith
said the need for more cash
is not a sign of trouble, but
due to backed up federal
payments.

Smith said about 65
percent of Lake EMS rev-
enue comes from Medicare
payments. Federal bureau-
cracy, budget cuts under
sequestration and last
year's major natural disas-
ters slowed payments to a
crawl.

The Fitch study also
advised exploring the use
of an outside company to
handle billing. Using a dedi-
catedbilling company could
save money, though the
current system was within
acceptable billing costs.

At the early January
meeting, commissioners
seemed willing to consider
theissue.

"If our goal is to save tax-
payers money and provide
the best service possible,
we all know based on
what we've received so
far that an integrated
system, where every-
body is working together,
really is the best system,"
said Commissioner Leslie
Campione.

Campione, who rep-
resents the Mount Dora,
Eustis area, began pushing
for reorganization in 2012.

"We spent resources on
the Fitch study. Really,
this is a continuation
of what we’ve done in
every department and it
has been a long process.
I think it’s time to take
action on some of those
recommendations," said
Tim Sullivan, commission
chairman.

The surprising truth?

Medicine’s Dwayne
Dobschuetz, a nurse
practitioner who started
making house calls by
bicycle a year ago for the
health system’s geriatrics
department. “It’s easier
to admit older patients
thanto send them home.”

One of his patients,
Marvin Shimp, 87, has
lost much of his vision to
macular degeneration,

but lives independently.
Dobschuetz helps him
stay out of the hospi-
tal with regular visits to
check vitals and answer
questions.

“He becomes quite a
helper,” Shimp said.

Emergency rooms have
been called the hospi-
tal’s front door, so that’s
where reformers are
starting.

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Boundaries being tested

GOP-led states
considering range of
abortion restrictions

IOWA CITY, Iowa —
Republicans who control
a majority of the nation’s
statehouses are consider-
ing awiderange of abortion
legislation that could test
the government’s legal
ability to restrict a wom-
an’s right to terminate
pregnancy.

The Mississippi House
passed a bill Friday that
would make the state the
only one to ban all abor-
tions after 15 weeks of
pregnancy. In Missouri,
lawmakers heard testimony
earlier in the week on a bill
that would ban abortions
after 20 weeks. The Ohio
House is expected to con-
sider bills, already passed
in the Senate, that would
prohibit the most common
type of procedure used
to end pregnancies after

13 weeks and require that
fetal remains be buried or
cremated.

Abortion is a perennial
hot button issue in state-
houses across the country.
Republican-controlled
states have passed hun-
dreds of bills since 2011
restricting access to the
procedure while Demo-
cratic-led stateshave taken
stepsinthe other direction.

The early weeks of this
year’s state legislative ses-
sions have seen a flurry of
activity around the issue.
It comes as activists on
both sides say they expect
the U.S. Supreme Court to
soon consider a question
that remains unclear: How
far can states goinrestrict-
ing abortion in the interest
of preserving and promot -
ing fetal life?

The state bills debated
since the start of the year
“are all tests designed to see
how far government power
to legislate on behalf of a
fetus canreach,” said Jes-
sicaMason Pieklo, who has

been tracking legislation
as the senior legal analyst
for Rewire, a website that
promotes views support-
ing abortion rights.

She said the outcome will
determine whether states
can legally ban abortion
after a specific time period
and outlaw specific medical
procedures. Advocates for
abortion rights say those
strategies undermine the
Supreme Court’s 1973
ruling that women have the
right toterminate pregnan-
cies until a fetus is viable.

In Utah, critics have
warned that a pending bill
to prevent doctors from
performing abortionsonthe
basis of a Down syndrome
diagnosis is unconstitu-
tional. But its co-sponsor,
Republican state Sen. Curt
Bramble, said he is willing
to defend the bill in court
becauseits goalisto protect
unborn children.

“There are times if the
Supreme Court got it
wrong, it is appropriate to
push back,” said Bramble,

an accountant from Provo.

The anti-abortion bills
have drawn opposition
from women who say they
have made the excruciat-
ing choice to terminate
a pregnancy, often after
discovering serious fetal
abnormalities.

“A20-week abortion ban
sounds OK, but if that gets
passed, what’s next — 18
weeks, 15 weeks? At what
point does it make abortion
truly illegal?” said Robin
Utz of St. Louis, 38, who
submitted testimony this
week against the Missouri
bill. “It’s terrifying and it’s
willfully ignorant.”

Utzrecounted terminat-
ing her pregnancy inits 21st
week in November 20106,
after learning her daugh-
ter would be born with a
fatal kidney disease if she
survived birth. She said
doctors told her that dila-
tion and evacuation, the
most common abortion
procedure inthe second tri-
mester, was the safest way
toterminate the pregnancy.

Undeterred by such sto-
ries, the National Right
to Life Committee and its
allies have been pushing for
statelaws that ban abortion
after 20 weeks of pregnancy
and outlaw dilation and
evacuation. Supporters of
both measures argue that
fetuses are capable of feel-
ing pain after 20 weeks and
call the procedure “dis-
memberment abortion.”

Several court challenges
to both types of laws are
underway, with federal
appeals courts considering
the “dismemberment abor -
tion” bans approved last
year in Texas and Arkansas.
The Kansas Supreme Court
is expected to rule soon on
the first-in-the-nationban
passed in that state three
years ago.

Ingrid Duran, director
of state legislation at the
National Right to Life Com-
mittee, said the model state
laws drafted by her group
are aimed at U.S. Supreme
Court Justice Anthony
Kennedy, a swing vote

who wrote the court’s2007
opinion upholding a federal
ban on a procedure critics
call partial-birth abortion.

She said the court could
use similar reasoning to
prohibit dilation and evacu-
ation and noted it has never
considered whether states
have aninterest in protect-
ing fetuses from pain.

“We did draft these laws
with the bigger picture in
mind,” Duran said.

The shifted focus comes
after the court dealt the
anti-abortion movement a
blow in 2016 by ruling that
strict Texas regulations on
abortion clinics and doc-
tors were an undue burden
on abortion access and
unconstitutional.

There was a realistic-
looking replica of a suicide
vest found in a checked
bag at an airport in El Paso.

These, along with 3,957
firearms, were among the
items discovered agents
with the Transportation
Security Administration
discovered at airport secu-
rity checkpointsin2017.

In its “TSA Year in
Review” report, the agency
said a “record-setting”
number of firearms were
found in carry-on bags.
Withnearly 4,000 firearms
for the year, that translates
toabout 10 firearms a day.

That’sup 17 percent from
2016, when 3,301 firearms
were found at checkpoints,
TSA said. And the number
of firearms found has risen
steadily since TSA began
tracking the number in
2005, when 660 firearms
were found.

According tothe agency,
2 million travelers a day
went through security
check points last year and
atotal of 771.5 million pas-
sengers were screened.

TSA said nearly 35
percent of the firearms
found had a round in the
chamber. And “the most
firearms discovered in
one-month — a whopping
31 were found in August
at the Hartsfield-Jackson
Atlanta International
Airport, according to the
report.

Another problem was
many items appeared to
be real but weren’t.

The suicide vest men-
tioned earlier is one
example. The traveler
worked as a contractor
dealing with explosive
ordnance disposal, and the
items were used as training
aids.

In another case, a mili-
tary instructor said he
“forgot” his carry-on bag
contained inert explosives.

Officials advised that if
your line of work neces-
sitates the use of such
devices, “plan ahead and
find another way to trans-
port” the training items.

When seen on the X-ray
monitor, TSA said, “we
don’t know if they’re real,
toys, or replicas until TSA
explosives experts are
called upon.”

And even inert gre-
nades can cause terminals
and checkpoints to close,
meaning delays or canceled
flights.

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Amateur finds lost US satellite

Amateur astronomer
Scott Tilley was in his
home office on a recent
evening, using his radio
equipment to scan space
inaneedle-in-a-haystack
search for a spy satellite
operated by the U.S. Air
Force.

Tilley, 47, launches
himself on missions like
this nightly. Since he was
about 8, he has been a
devoted but earthbound
space explorer, looking for
hidden satellites in the sky
for hours on end.

As he scanned the skies
that night a few weeks
ago, he did not find what
he was looking for, but he
came across something
possibly even better:
A different satellite, a
weather craft NASA lost
more than a decade ago.
NASA had searched for the
spacecraft, worth about

$150 million, for two years
before giving up.

For an amateur astron-
omer, it was the stuff of
dreams.

“By far, it’s the most
important thing I've dis-
covered,” said Tilley, an
electrical engineer. “It’s
a pretty cool thing in my
world.”

Tilley, who lives in
British Columbia, had
single-handedly located
the weather-tracking
spacecraft IMAGE, which
NASA launched in 2000
and lost contact with five
years later.

At dinner, he told his
wife about his discovery.
She told him to tell NASA.

“I said, ‘Well, how do
I do that?’ “ Tilley said.
“She said, ‘If you can find
a satellite in space, surely
you can find who built the
thil—lg.? [

So Tilley posted on
Twitter what he had found.

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Despite popular belief, wealthy people aren’t the only folks who may need revocable living trusts.

Attorney Andrew Curtis, Esq. — whose practice concentrates on the areas of trusts, estates and elder law — is very familiar with this

common misconception.

“It’s a false notion,” he said. “For example, I recently had a fellow, whose mother had just died, visit my office. All she owned was a
$100,000 condo, and her will read, ‘I leave my condo to my child.” Clear and simple. Well, the child had to go through probate before he

could sell the condo, and the legal fee was $3,000. A revocable living trust could have avoided this.”

Below, Curtis has shared many other reasons why a revocable living trust may be advisable for a person of modest means.

A trust might also allow you to “rule from the grave” — after you pass on, your assets may be distributed according to specifications
made while you were still alive. This may prevent potentially undesirable scenarios, such as your children leaving their inheritance to people
you never knew or cared for, like an in-law. If you leave your assets to your kids in a lifetime trust, they may each use the money for normal
living but, upon their deaths, the remaining assets will pass to your grandchildren or to the surviving sibling(s) — not to their spouse. Further,
the trust can protect against your spouse leaving the money to a new spouse or significant other after you are dead.

Trusts are extremely useful in second marriage situations. If you simply leave your assets to your new spouse, he/she is free to leave them
to his/her children, not yours, once you pass away. This scenario is avoidable with a trust, however, and the assets would pass to your kids.

Trusts may be used to manage assets inherited by children who aren’t good with money. For example, you may provide that the child

will only get the income from his/her inheritance.

Trusts may also protect your children’s inheritance if they go bankrupt, divorce or face a lawsuit. Further, if you have a handicapped

child, a “supplemental needs trust” may be utilized to prevent loss of his or her government benefits.

Mount Dora
stargazes and
ignores bigger
problems

ndisputes between governments and their citi-
I zens, there is rarely a true bad guy, and so it is

with Mount Dora and its battle with the own-
ers of the so-called Starry Night house.

By now, the story is well known. Last year, Nancy
Nembhauser and Ludomir Jastrzebski commissioned art-
ist Richard Barrenechea to paint a mural on the drab
masonry wall outside their home, fronting Old U.S.
Highway 441. Barrenechea used this odd canvas to
create an adaptation of Vincent Van Gogh’s iconic
“Starry Night” masterpiece, with its swirls of deep
blue and and white punctuated by bursts of yellow.

It was an attention-getter, to be sure, and so it soon
drew the attention of city code enforcement offi-
cers, who decreed it was graffiti and cited the home-
owners. After further reflection, the city decided
that it wasn’t graffiti but instead constituted anille-
gal sign and directed the couple to paint over it.

They didn’t. Rather, in what some see as an act of defi-
ance, Nemhauser and Jastrzebski commissioned the
artist to carry the “Starry Night” theme to their hand-
some house overlooking Lake Dora, and he did.

A city magistrate heard the case against the couple
and imposed fines of $100 for each day that the mural
remained, capping it at amonth, or 31 days, for a total
of $3,100. The couple sued, and now we are wait-
ing for a Circuit Court judge to hear the case.

Last week, however, the city brought the issue
back before the magistrate and asked him to start
the clock running on the fines again. He did. Magis-
trate David Tegeler restarted the $100-a-day fines
and made it retroactive to when the fines stopped
in the fall, for a total of $8,000 and counting.

Seen in the most favorable light for Mount Dora,
the city is simply trying to preserve the quaint char-
acter of one of the most unique and interesting towns
in Central Florida, if not the entire state. It isatown
whose economy is largely based on tourism dol-
lars, so preserving the city’s character is important.

But is this particular fight worth fighting?

For starters, classifying the mural as a “sign” is absurd on
its face. Signs communicate messages, while art is a form of
personal expression. But let’s let the courts sort that one out.

We wonder, as do many others in the community,
whether the city is missing an important point ... still.
Works of art like Barrenechea’s should be encour-
aged. They amplify — rather than spoil — the city’s
carefully nurtured artistic and cultural environment.

Yet here they sit, their heels dug in and refusing to
move over ... a coat of paint. Mind you, this is not gro-
tesque or offensive to community standards. It is a sound
interpretation of a masterpiece on private property.

And then last week, the city made the leap from legisla-
tive and regulatory body to government bully by imposing
excessive fines to pressure the homeowners into complying.

At the end of the day, this fight will cost the City
Council, the city administration and, indeed, the citi-
zens dearly. It will cost tax dollars to fight this fool-
ish battle and it will cost the city credibility in its
continuing effort to brand itself a cultural oasis.

Shame on Mount Dora officials. You have real prob-
lems, significant problems, that need solving. Keep your
gaze trained on those and not on the ‘Night’ sky.

n a golden field, a black
leopard emerges from
an underground den,
climbs upon a high
perch and serenely gazes
out over the savanna to
the mountains beyond.

But look closely and you’ll
see that the den is made of
concrete piping, the perch
from rubber and wood, and
that it is not Mount Kiliman-
jaro on the horizon, but the
Rocky Mountains. We are
in fact just 35 miles north-
east of downtown Denver,
in Keenesburg, at the 720-
acre megashelter that is The
Wild Animal Sanctuary.

That leopard enjoying the
view is Eddy, one of some
450 large carnivores and
other species that reside
here, and like all of them, he
islucky to be alive. These
animals were rescued from
abusive, dangerous or oth-
erwise unsuitable condi-
tions; but here, thanks to
the efforts of founder Pat
Craig, hundreds of volun-
teers and the generosity of
donors, they live in peace
and tranquility at the old-
est and largest sanctuary
of its kind in the world.

Visitors to the Wild Ani-
mal Sanctuary are greeted
at the Welcome Center,
where they watch a video
about its history and mis-
sion then proceed outside
to the Mile Into the Wild
raised walkway. At 1.5

miles, it is the longest foot-
bridge in the world. Here,
visitors have spectacular
views of the grounds and
the animals in their various
habitats. They might see a
herd of white alpaca mov-
ing like a cloud along the
sanctuary’s perimeter; in
afield, lions playfully bat -
ting at each other; a bear
lumbering along a fence;
and, right beneath the
walkway, tigers sleeping.
Viewing the animals from
above, rather than at eye
level, was Craig’s idea. He
had observed that when the
animals saw humans at eye
level, they felt threatened,
but they did not perceive
anything above them as a

threat. The walkway, which
rises anywhere between

18 and 42 feet along its
route, allows observa-

tion without intrusion so
that the animals feel safe.

The sanctuary comprises
60 species-specific habitats
ranging in size from 5 to
25 acres. Water is pumped
through wells to pools and
water tanks throughout
the habitats. The bear, lion
and tiger habitats contain
concrete dens that are kept
at a constant 60 degrees.
When the animals arrive
at the sanctuary, they are
first placed in what are
called lockouts, where they
remain for a few months
while they get to know and
feel comfortable with other
animals. Once it is deter-
mined that the animals will
get along together, they are
released into a habitat.

The animals are fed a
USDA-approved diet that
ranges from fresh fruits and
vegetables to raw fish and
meat to breads and cereals,
depending on the species.
There are no set feeding
times because animals in the
wild eat randomly, when-
ever they can find food.

The sanctuary does not
breed animals. All males
are neutered, with the
exception of lions. Neuter-
ing a male lion causes him
to lose his mane, which
plays an important role in
the lion-pride dynamic.
Female lions are on a con-
traceptive implant.

Fowler takes lead
at Phoenix Open

SCOTTSDALE, Ariz. —
Rickie Fowler birdied the
last three holes to take the
lead in the Waste Man-
agement Phoenix Open,
overcoming a sluggish start
in front of the largest crowd
in golf history.

Justin Thomas went the
other way, wasting a bril-
liant opening run with
another late meltdown.

Fowler shot a 4-under
67 on Saturday to reach
14-under 199 with a round
left at TPC Scottsdale’s
Stadium Course, the fan-
friendly layout packed with
an estimated 216,818 fans
on an 80-degree afternoon.

“Ireally made some good
swings coming in,” Fowler
said. “I just wasn’t getting
the ball close enough and
finally on the last few there
I was able to get some good
looks.”

The fourth-ranked
Thomas, the PGA Tour
player of the year after win-
ning five times last season,
birdied the first six holes to
take thelead. But instead of
making a run at his second
sub-60 round in a little
over a year, Thomas had to
fight for an even-par 71 that
left him eight shots back.
He dropped six strokes in a
three-hole stretch, making
abogey on the par-4 14th,
a triple bogey on the par-5
15th and a double bogey on

the rowdy par-3 16th. On
Thursday in the first round,
hehad a double bogeyon 16
and abogey on17.

Thomas left the course
without speaking to the
media.

Former Arizona State
players Jon Rahm and
Chez Reavie were a stroke
back along with Bryson
DeChambeau. Phil Mickel -
son was two shots behind,
another former Sun Devils
star riding the crowd
support.

“It means a lot to me,”
Mickelson said. “It’s very
helpful and very important
to my success.

The crowd pushed the
week total to 654,900,
just short of the record of
655,434 set last year.

Fowler is trying to finally
win in the desert.

The
redfish should be toward
the mouths of the rivers
and creeks. Mud minnows
are great bait for redfish
this time of year.

2. Crystal River/Homo-
sassa: Capt. William Toney
reports that the best fish-
ing has been in the rivers
with live shrimp for bait.
Most of the keeper fish

are sheepshead and black
drum. A few redfish are

in the slot but most are
undersized but good fun.
During the change of tides
is when one likely will find
the best bite. The near-
shore rocks are holding
sheepshead, but wind and
weather have kept most
anglers inshore. With a
warming trend coming this
weekend, it may trigger

a sea trout bite near the
creek mouths and adjacent
flats. Glow nose hooked
jerk baits are the best
choice for a soft plastic
lure. The best retrieve is

a twitch, twitch pause.
Most strikes are during the
pause part of the retrieve.
Incoming tide will be early
morning or late evening
this weekend.

3. Withlacoochee: Capt.
Bob at Angler’s Resort on
the Withlacoochee River

in Dunnellon reports The
West Hernando Bass Club
held its monthly fish-

ing tournament on Lake
Rousseau last Saturday,
putting in at the damn.
The winning boat caught
five fish for a total weight
of 11 pounds, and the big
bass weighed in at four

pounds. These were caught
on artificial bait. Those
fishing on Lake Rousseau
have had some success
with artificial bait. How-
ever, those fishing on the
lake and Withlacoochee
River using shiners are still
struggling. Some crappies
are still being caught in the
phosphate pits on the river.
Remember to practice
catch and release.

4. Orange Lake/Loch-
loosa: Lochloosa Harbor is
reporting that specks are
biting with regularity all
over, including the weeds.
Anglers have been bringing
their boats in to resupply
with bait minnows before
going back out to catch
more.

5. Ocklawaha River: Roger
Robins at Buck ‘N Bass
Sports Center reports that
the Ocklawaha River has
produced nice bass on wild
shiners and sinko-type
worms in junebug and
green pumpkin color spec-
trums. Specks have been
caught below the dam

and in the river heading
towards Highway 19.

6. Salt Springs: Roger
Robbins at Buck 'N Bass
Sports Center reports that
Rodman Reservoir has
produced some nice bass
and specks below the dam.
Speck fishing has been
good on the north side of
the reservoir just outside
the lilly pads. Fishermen
have been catching slab-
sized specks in this area
and a few in the stumps.
Trolled minnows are the
best bait for these. Betts
beetle spins in green and
black are also working
well. Catfish are being
caught up to 20 pounds
below the dam.

7. Forest Lakes: Roger
Robbins at Buck ‘N Bass
Sports Center reports that
fishing has been good

for the people who have
braved the weather on
Lake George, Lake Kerr,
Lake Delancy and the St
John's River. Bass are
starting to show signs of
going on the beds. Wild

shiners have been the

best bait for these. Speck
are being caught in Lake
George and Lake Kerr.
They are carrying roe and
should be plentiful in the
next week or two. Minnows
are the bait of choice with
Jiffy Jigs trolled are also
working. The south end of
Lake George in the bomb-
ing range and in the wood
fenders have been produc-
ing some nice specks. The
St. John's River below Lake
George has produced some
nice bass on wild shiners
and the Ole monster black
Z0om worms.

8. Lake Weir: Liz at Fat
Daddy’s reports that
specks are being caught
near certain fish tractors
here. Go to different trac-
tors, gradually eliminating
non-producing areas as
you go, and eventually, you
will find fruitful zones. Big
bass also are starting to
move around here in some
places.

9. Harris Chain: According
to BassOnline.com, bass
often can be found here in
the open water. The canals
have them at times, too.
10. Panasoffkee/Tsala: No
update.

11. Astor Park: Roger Rob-
bins at Buck 'N Bass Sports
Center reports that speck
fishing is good under the
Astor bridge and in some
canals off the river.

12. Ponce Inlet: According
to www.floridasightfish-
ing.com, the bite is still
red hot in the Mosquito
Lagoon and near New
Smyrna Beach and Ponce
Inlet. Redfish have been
biting with regularity
since Hurricane Irma.
Tours are fishing schools
of redfish every morning
in Mosquito Lagoon and
wrapping things up catch-
ing bunches of spotted
sea trout. There are lots
of snook and tarpon in

the deeper waters around
New Smyrna. Fishing is
not going to slow down for
a while, then we’ll start

to see baitfish thinning
out and the fall transition

at City Hall.

the last couple weeks.
Lower water levels have
the fish schooled up big
time during the morn-

ing. Numerous groups of
75-150 grouped up fish
ranging between five and
10 pounds. Giant bull reds
have also been schooled
up in both lagoons for
their annual spawn with
fish in the 20-40 pound
range coming to the

boat each day recently.
Summer and early fall

is prime time for catch-
ing these trophy-sized
redfish. Live bait has been
the ticket with mullet,
pinfish, pigfish all catching
plenty. Soft plastics, plugs
and spoons have worked
when throwing lures. The
speckled trout bite in Mos-
quito Lagoon is still going
strong.

Live
bait is producing around
15-t0-20 trout each day.

Fishing for
speckled trout will remain
like this until the cold
fronts start to roll through
and baitfish supplies run
out in late September.
Fishing for snook n New
Smyrna Beach and Ponce
Inlet has been good
around the docks, bridges
and shorelines. However,
it’s going to get even
better next month when
cold fronts start to get
going and baitfish begin
their fall migration. Where
snook are hanging out now
makes for tougher fishing
with heavy gear and lots
of lost fish or break-offs
but anglers are getting a
fair number of bites each
time out.

Super Bowl winners mostly lack star running backs these days

BLOOMINGTON, Minn. —
The Tom Brady-Bill Belichick
dynasty actually lacks some-
thing: a100-yard rusher in the
Super Bowl for the New Eng-
land Patriots.

Perhaps that's the best
way to explain why it's been
a decade since a title game
winner reached a mark often
reserved for Super Bowl MVPs.
It also illustrates how the
game has changed since Hall
of Famers Emmitt Smith and

Terrell Davis were carrying the
Dallas Cowboys and Denver
Broncos to championships.

Today's Super Bowl between
the Patriots and Philadelphia
Eagles will be the 20th since
the last time a running back
was the MVP: Davis.

"I think gone are probably
the days of the one running
back that carries the ball 35
times," Philadelphia defensive
coordinator Jim Schwartz said.
"People use running backsina
lot of different roles and they
userunning backs, Idon't want
to say by committee, but by

specialty."

That's a pretty good way
to describe both these teams,
who have combined for just
three 100-yard rushing games
all season.

Jay Ajayi, the heralded
midseason acquisition by the
Eagles in atrade, doesn't have
the one for Philadelphia. It
belongs to LeGarrette Blount,
who led the Patriots with just
31 yards last year when New
England threw almost non-
stop in the second half while
rallying from 25 points down
to beat Atlanta.

recruiting shift after early Signing | rrrsrrryres

All the top 2018 football
prospects at St. Peter's
Prep in New Jersey took
advantage of the new
NCAA signing period and
wrapped up their recruit -
ments in December.

Still, St. Peter's coach
Rich Hansen has been
kept busy lately by college
recruiters.

"Duke just left. Syra-
cuse was in this morning.
Northwestern's in tomor -
row. Virginia," Hansen said
recently.

The day before, Rut-
gers coach Chris Ash and
coaches from Penn State
swung by the Jersey City
school that has produced
Alabama All-American
Minkah Fitzpatrick and
Notre Dame quarterback
Brandon Wimbush in
recent years. The previous
week, Ohio State coach
Urban Meyer dropped by.

"It's the same traffic.
It's the same schedule,"
Hansen said. "The agenda
just changed a little bit.
But they're not going to
give up an open (recruit-
ing) period."

The first two-legged
signing period in major col-
lege football began Dec. 20
and will largely wrap up on
Wednesday, the traditional
big signing day. The modi-
fied agenda for schools this
January has been to fill a
handful of open spotsin the
2018 class and get arunning
start on 2019 and beyond.

Several longtime, suc-
cessful high school coaches
gave the new recruiting
calendar generally positive
reviews. They were hopeful
early signing would create
more clarity and oppor-
tunities for their players.
They said they have seen
an increase in the recruit -
ment of their remaining
prospects. And while
adding signing-day plan-
ning tothe to-dolist during
playoff time was not ideal,
none of the four thought
it distracted players to the
detriment of the team.

According to recruiting
and scouting analyst Tom
Luginbill of ESPN, about
2,800 prospects sign in a
typical year. During the
Dec. 20-22 signing period,
2,003 high school players
signed with Bowl Subdivi-
sion schools. Another 360
prospects are unsigned
but committed heading
into this week's traditional
signing day, Luginbill said.

Hansen had six players
sign in December, includ-
ing three of the top 20
prospects in New Jersey,
according to 247 Sports'
composite rankings.

"It's over and done and
I can start getting the kids
going to D-IIs and IIIs, and
thejuniors and sophomores
and freshmen," Hansen
said. "But if I'm on the
other side of the table and
I'm waiting for that offer
and it hasn't come, I don't
know how I'm going to feel

about it."

Hansen said having
most of the top prospects
signed should help clear the
"logjam" of prospects far-
ther down the board that in
past years would be hold-
ing out for better offers.

Steve Mask, head coach
at St. Paul's Episcopal in
Mobile, Alabama, had his
best player, cornerback
Jalyn Armour-Davis, sign
with the Crimson Tide in
December. Mask's quar-
terback, Swift Lyle, held
out, hoping that a Power
Five offer might come.
That's happened, Mask
said. It's impossible to
know if that would have
happened without the early
signing period, but it seems
like a positive sign to Mask.

"It may benefit those
kids to some degree," Mask
said. "The other side of that
coin is it could also back-
fire. If Timbuktu College is
aGroup of Five and they're
recruiting three quarter-
backs and they say, 'You
know what? We're going to
take the first one that signs
in December.' All of sudden
that kid that gambled a
little bit may not have the
opportunity to comeback."

With college recruiters
no longer having to focus
on verbally committed
recruits through January,
guarding against last-min-
ute flips, they have more
time totake aswingat atop
uncommitted recruit such
as linebacker Solomon
Tuliaupupu from South-
ern California powerhouse
Mater Dei.

"That many more phone
calls started to happen.
That many more tweets. I
guarantee these guys are
coming in and (asking),
'What do you know about
Solomon?'" Mater Dei
coach Bruce Rollinson said.

Rollinson's team won the
state championshipin2017
in a game played four days
before the early signing
period opened. He said he
never felt as if the looming
decision-day affected his
players.

Kevin Wright, head
coach at IMG Academy
in Bradenton, a school
that draws elite athletes
of all kinds from all over
the world, had 19 players
sign with FBS schools in
December. It didn't nec-
essarily hurt his team,
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he said, but he could tell
recruiters were anxious
to have players signed in
December.

"It definitely weighs on
those kids," Wright said.
"They're getting pushed

hard right in the middle of
the season to commit."

Rollinson said the only
nuisance caused by the
early signing period was
trying to prepare a signing
day celebration for play-
ers inking a national letter
of intent in December. He
said the event lost some of
itsluster.

"Whereas in February,
we as aschool try to make it
as special, as we have done
in the past," he said.

Mask said less attention
on signing day was fine by
him.

"Most people were out
for the holidays. Youdidn't
have all that fanfare," Mask
said. "You didn't have
ESPN using 19 channels
to try to cover everybody
from all over the country.
And from that standpoint
Ithought that was a major
benefit."

BLOOMINGTON, Minn.
— Bill Belichick’s impressive
resume makes it easy for the
five-time championship head
coach to mandate that players
check their egos before joining
the New England Patriots.

Doug Pederson didn’t have
ahard sell, either.

The Philadelphia Eagles are
an unselfish group that prior-
itizes winning over personal
accomplishments. It’s amajor
reason why the Eagles (15-3)
are playing the Patriots (15-3)
in the Super Bowl on Sunday.

“It’s a group that doesn’t
really care who gets the ball.
The bottom line is trying to
win the game,” Pederson

said. “I didn’t have to sell it
toomuch.”

Pederson was 7-9 last yearin
hisrookie season as head coach
but has guided the Eagles from
worst to first in search of the
franchise’s first NFL title since
1960. He found a way to blend
ayoung locker room with a mix
of accomplished veterans.

The team added veteran
receivers Alshon Jeffrey and
Torrey Smith, running backs
LeGarrette Blount and Jay
Ajayi, defensive linemen
Chris Long and Tim Jernigan
and defensive backs Ronald
Darby, Patrick Robinson and
Corey Graham.

“I can remember this team
showing up in April and talk-
ing about being at this place,
talking about our dreams,

aspirations and focusing on a
grind,” safety Malcolm Jenkins
said.

“Guys being unselfish,
adding guys along the way that
added to the team and contin-
ued to push, and every time we
won and had some success —
we even had some adversity
— the team believed more and
more. It’sbeen awesome to be
apartof.”

Blount led the NFL with
18 touchdowns rushing and
earned his second Super Bowl
ring last season in New Eng-
land. He didn’t get a carry in
aloss at Kansas City in Week
2 and never complained.
Same with Jeffery, who went
from No. 1 receiver in Chi-
cago to being one of the guys
in Philadelphia.

SKATE
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With the completion of last
month’s Olympic speedskat -
ing time trials in Milwaukee,
the stage has been set for
Team USA — and Marion
County will be well repre-
sented. Brittany Bowe, Joey
Mantia and Erin Jackson will
all be in PyeongChang, South
Korea, to compete in the
XXIII Olympic Winter Games,
which begin with the Opening
Ceremony on Friday.

The connection extends
to Leesburg with Renee Hil -
debrand, who works at Lake
Harris Health Center at Lake
Port Square and coaches Jack-
son. She has also coached
Bowe and Mantia.

All three skaters race in the
Olympic discipline of long
track speed skating, with
Bowe and Mantia making
their second appearance after
competing in the 2014 Winter
Olympics in Sochi.

Bowe is 2006 Trinity
Catholic graduate who went
on to star in basketball at
Florida Atlantic University.
At the Milwaukee trials, the
29-year-old had the quick-
est time after the first heat of
the 500 meters, with longtime
rival and Team USA team-
mate Heather Bergsma right
behind.

Bowe won the 1,500 with a
time of 1:55.92 at the trials in
January, again with Bergsma
— the reigning world cham-
pion in the 1,500 and current
world-record holder at the
distance — placing a close
second in 1:56.12.

In the 1,000, she placed
second behind Bergsma,
and now the two Team USA
superstars will have a chance
to win their first Olympic
medals.

But Bowe’s return to this
year’s games was not guar-
anteed. Before competing in
Milwaukee, she spent the fall
battling concussion symp-
toms that began after a crash
on theice last summer.

Bowe’srecovery turned into
apersonal nightmare, but she
emerged this winter just in
time to qualify for her second
Winter Games.

Mantia also will be
making his second Olympic

appearance. The 31-year old
Vanguard High School grad
won the 1,000 meters, the
1,500 and the Mass Start race
in Milwaukee last month.

He is the overwhelming
favorite in the Mass Start,
which is speedskating’s ver-
sion of a NASCAR race on
ice — a16-lap, 6,400-meter
free-for-all that included four
sprint laps. PyeongChang
2018 won't be the first time
the mass start will be featured
in speedskating, as it made a
solitary appearance at the
third edition of the Olympic
Winter Games in Lake Placid
backin1932.

In Sochi, he placed 15th in
the 1,000, 22nd in the 1,500
and seventh in the team
pursuit.

Jackson, making her first
Olympic appearance, has been
skating on ice for just over
four months.

In Milwaukee, she qualified
in the 500 meters by finish-
ing third behind Bowe and
Bergsma to become the first
African- American woman
to make the U.S. long-track
team.

Jackson posted a time of
30.22 in her first heat, and
improved to 39.04 in her
second to seal her spot.

She joins Davis, and short-
track skater Maame Biney,
whois originally from Ghana,
as the third African- American
to make the U.S. speedskat-
ing team for the Olympics in
PyeongChang.

Hildebrand is an inline skate
coach, and has been since the
early 1090s, when the new
brand of roller skating first
began to take off.

She works at Skate A Way
South in Ocala. Skate A Way
Southis where it all started for
Bowe, Mantia and Jackson. It
is the building where all three
Olympians began as childhood
members of the Ocala Speed
Team.

Bowe and Mantia switched
over to the ice when they were
teens, and they both moved
out to Salt Lake City to train.

“We have a lot of skaters
make the switch later on,
after their teenage years, and
they obviously do not have the
same success as Joey and Brit-
tany,” Hildebrand said.

Jackson, who is the excep-
tion at age 25, was skating
inlines exclusively as of a few
months ago. But Hildebrand
pointed out some specifics
about her sprinting style that
was a fit for the ice.

“She actually wanted to
do ice and inline at the same
time, and I knew she had the
right techniques (for theice),”
Hildebrand said.

Hildebrand says there was
one point when Jackson was
competing in Poland and she
noticed Erin’s takeoff times
were slower. Hildebrand felt
she needed to stick to one at
atime.

“T always tell her to run on
her toes oninlines, but onice,
you can’t just run on your
toes; you need to move your
feet,” Hildebrand.

“Instead of going back and
forth, I recommended she
concentrate on the inlines for
the championships in (Nan-
jing), China, which was in
September,” Hildebrand said.
“Then go to the ice when you
need to be on theice.”

PATRIOTS
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Russell Wilson against
Green Bay in (2015) or
Andrew Luck against the
Chiefs the previous year,
there have been as many
playoff comebacks from at
least 10 points down in the
fourth quarter the past five
seasons as there were the
previous 26 seasons.

“What happens is instead
of playing the team, they
start playing the clock.
Sometimes you win and
sometimes you go against a
bad boy like Tom Brady and
you get burned,” former
Colts receiver and cur-
rent NFL Network analyst
Reggie Wayne said. “Alot of
that falls onto the coaches.
The players are going torun
what the coaches call.”

Whether it’s Atlanta fail -
ing to run the ball enough
late in last year’s Super
Bowl that helped the Patri-
ots rally from 28-3 down
to win in overtime or Seat-
tle’s decision to pass at the
goal line instead of hand
it to Marshawn Lynch
back in 2015, questionable
coaching decisions have
contributed to some of
those comebacks.

But nobody is better at
exploiting those mistakes
than Brady and the Patriots.
He has four playoff wins in
games he trailed by at least
10 points in the fourth quar-
ter, including the “Tuck
Rule” game against Oakland
in 2002. No other quarter-
back has led more than one
such comeback in playoff
history.

“There’s a great belief
no matter what the cir-
cumstances, that we have
enough to overcome it,”
Brady said. “I don’t think
we want to try to overcome

that again this year. That
was pretty tough to do.
Hopefully we can get alead,
play from ahead, play on
our terms.”

The Patriots are comfort -
able when that happens.
They are 6-6 in the playoffs
when trailing after three
quarters under Brady and
coach Bill Belichick, while
the rest of the NFL has a
27-140 record in that span
with only Russell Wilson
and Eli Manning having
more than two fourth-
quarter comebacks with
four each.

Not that it is by design.

“That whole comeback
thing is overrated,” said
NFL Network analyst Willie
McGinest, who won three
Super Bowl titles as Brady’s
teammate in New England.
“Players can’t goin and say,
‘Hey, we want to win this
game in dramatic fashion,
be down 11 with eight min-
utes to go and come back
and have the crowd go
crazy.’ You want to be in
control, play a certain way
and be in front. Because
that changes how you play
the game.”

The biggest deficit over-
come to win a Super Bowl
before last season was just
10 points and the Patriots
were the first teamto over-
come a deficit that bigin the
second half when they did it
against the Seahawks three
years ago.

The only other teams to
come back from 10 points
down to win a Super Bowl
faced those deficits early
in the second quarter
with New Orleans rallying
against Indianapolisin2010
and Washington against
Denver in 1088.

Brady’s postseason
passer rating when trailing
in fourth quarter the past
four years is a staggering
121.2, compared to 75.6 for
therest of the NFL.

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Georgia, Kentucky, Wake
Forest, North Carolina
and East Carolina. But with
coaches still wrapping up
their 2018 class, Pierre will
become the focus for plenty
more schools in the coming
months as the attention
shifts to the 2019 class.

For most high school
kids, getting calls, texts
and visits from major col-
lege coaches could easily
become a distraction and
lead to a big head.

With Pierre, that couldn’t
be further from the truth.

Notrump contracts generally fea-
ture a race between the defenders and
declarer for the cstablishment of
tricks. That is why the opening leader
so often starts with his long suit.

The defenders, having the opening
lead, thus get the jump on declarer in
the race to build up tricks. This
advantage 1s usually offsct by the fact
that the declaring side has more high
cards, but if the defenders have
cnough high cards and a long-cnough
suit, the tempo they gain will often
make the difference between the suc-
cess and failurc of a contract.

The battle is often touch-and-go
because of the timing factor. For

Tomorrow

example, the declarer may misgucss
which of two suits to try to establish,
and if he chooses the wrong one, he
may losc the race.

Today’s hand features just such a
situation. South got a spade lead and
won East's king with the ace. He
played a club to the jack, and East
took his ace and returned a spade.
The ten lost to the jack, and a spade
continuation established West’s suit.

Declarer now had only eight
tricks. When he later led a heart, West
grabbed the ace and cashed two
spades to set the contract.

Actually, the contract was a cer-
tainty from the start with correct play.
South should have attacked hearts
before he touched the clubs.

At trick two, he should cross to
dummy with a diamond and lead a
low heart toward his hand. If East has
the ace, he cannot afford to play it
because that would give South his
ninth trick (threc hearts, four dia-
monds and two spades). East would
therefore have to play low, allowing
declarer to win with the queen. South
can then drive out the ace of clubs to
assure nine tricks.

If West has the ace of hearts (the
actual situation), the queen would
lose, but West could not make a dam-
aging spade rcturn with declarer
holding the Q-10 of the suit. Regard-
less of what West returned, South
would have ample time to tackle the
clubs and make at least four
notrump.

Howey Horse Haven in need of help
after taking in malnourished mini horses

OWEY-IN-THE-HILLS — Howey Horse
Haven has been rescuing abused, starved
and neglected horses since 2013, but a few
months back it became overwhelmed with
a herd of animals needing significant care.
In July, Howey Horse Haven took in nine min-
iature horses that were relinquished to the Lake
County Sheriff’s Office. Left in a pasture with-
out human contact, farrier care and proper food,
the miniature horses were malnourished, wild and
the mares were pregnant. Two of the horses were
in such bad shape they could not be saved.
“It’s not the ones I save, it’s the ones that I can’t
save that kill me,” founder Teresa Meixner said.
Meixner said the horse rescue is now overloaded with
miniature horses and needs help finding forever homes
for the horses that have recovered enough to leave. She

Nina Gilfert
ear Leonard Pitts,
Ihave beenread-
ing your column in
the Daily Commercial for
some time now and I just
had to write to you about
your Jan. 28 column.

The first issue of the
Orange and Black, which
was published semi-
monthly by the students
of Leesburg High School,
ran Sept. 29, 1920.

A story explaining the first
school paper began, “The
students and faculty of LHS
have undertaken this year
for the first time to publish
a separate school paper. The
Orange and Black appeared
last year within the pages of
the Leesburg Commercial
but will be published this
year as an individual news-
paper to give the students,
teachers, patrons and public
in general all the dope on

the school work, literary
society, class organiza-
tions, athletics and school
activities in general.”

The four-page
issue did just that.

Page one proclaimed,
“Seniors Victorious at
Annual Flag Rush.” It also
had stories about both
the boys reorganizing a
Hi-Y society and the girls
forming a Y-Hi society.

The purpose of the boys’
organization was to “cre-
ate, maintain and extend
throughout the school and
community high standards
of Christian character.”

The girls met on Sept.
14,1920, to organize Y-Hi.
The purpose was similar to
the boys: clean living, clean
speech, clean athletics,
clean scholarship and con-
tagious Christian character.

said they’re looking for
people who have the time,
motivation and finances
to take care of the horses
for the rest of their lives.

There are three mini geld-
ings, two mini mares and two
horse geldings available for
adoption. The three pregnant
mares are available to spon-
sor and later adopt after their
foals ween at about 6 months.

Others will have alon-
ger wait until they can be
adopted. For example, a
young colt named Pudge suf-
fers from overgrown hooves
and it will take a while before
he can walk normally. Pudge
also needs to be gelded, but
because of a medical problem
it will cost between $1,800
and $2,500 instead of $150 to
$250. Pudge never had human
contact before he came to
the rescue, and he’s slowly
beginning to trust people.

Meixner said that while
the adoption fees are low,
it’s about finding the right
people who understand
what it takes to keep a
horse that is important.

“It’s all about the homes,
and I will skip over 10 people
to get that one home.”

Despite all their prob-
lems, life is looking up for

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VWhat'sTrending THE SUPER BOWL: TV’S FAVORITE SPORTING EVENT

The Super Bowl is one of television’s biggest annual
events, one that attracts viewers world-wide and advertis-
ers willing to shell out millions for air time. But that wasnt
always the case. Still, as the NFL has evolved into the
most popular television sport in America and beyond, thus
has the Super Bowl.

The early Super Bowls weren't even called that af the
time. They were just a matchup between the American
Football League and National Football League champions
when the two leagues were headed for a merger. The
Green Bay Packers won those first two games. Then in
1969, ahead of Super Bowl Il between the AFL's New
York Jets and the Baltimore Colts of the NFL, Jets quarter-
back Joe Namath made his famous prediction that the Jets
would win. They did, and all that surrounds that moment
and that game is part of the NFL's nostalgic history.

With the 1970s came the expansion of the NFL and
more games on TV, including Monday Night Football. The
Miami Dolphins, Pittsburgh Steelers and Dallas Cowboys
won a combined eight Super Bowls during that decade,
and to this day have some of the biggest fan bases
among NFL teams. TV ratings peaked in 1978 when the
Cowboys beat the Denver Broncos in Super Bowl Xll in
what was the first prime time Super BowFas opposed to

an afternoon game. Nearly 79 million viewers tuned in; a
number that wouldn’t be surpassed until 1982 when more
than 82 million viewers watched Joe Montana’s San Fran-
cisco 49ers start what would be their 1980's dynasty with
a win over the Cincinnati Bengals in Super Bowl XVI.

Still growing, nearly 93 million tuned in to watch the
Chicago Bears rip apart the New England Patriots in
1986 and cap one of the greatest seasons in NFL history.
Ratings and viewer numbers would fluctuate throughout
the rest of the 1980s and most of the 1990s. The three
Super Bowls the Cowboys played in during ‘90s all had
over 90 million viewers, including 1996 with a then-re-
cord 94 million viewers. The Super Bowl wouldn't see that
type of viewership again until 2008, and since then it's
been through the roof with a now-record audience of 114
million tuning in to Super Bowl XLIX between the Patriots
and Seattle Seahawks in 2015.

This year’s viewership will depend on a few factors. First
and foremost is fan interests in the players and the teams.
Then there is also the political unrest over players protest-
ing by kneeling during the National Anthem, whicE will
likely affect the ratings, with patriotic viewers vowing to at
least wait until kick-off to tune in, or skip the game entire-
ly. When it's all over, the numbers will tell the real story.

Live from South Korea, it’s the 2018 Winter Olympic Games!

Get ready for more than
2,400 hours of skiing, skat-
ing, bobsledding, curling,
luge and more as NBC and
its partner networks broad-
cast the games of the 2018
Winter Olympics from Py-
eongChang, South Korea.

Beginning Thursday,
Feb. 8-25 on NBC, NBC
Sports Network, CNBC,
USA Network, NBCOlym-
pics.com and the NBC
Sports app, these games
will see nearly 3,000 ath-
letes from 88 nations (plus
the Russian federation)
competing in seven sports
for 102 medals, among
them Lindsey Vonn, Shaun
White, Kelly Clark, Mikae-
la Shiffrin, Nathan Chen
and Chloe Kim. There will
be four new events at these
games — big air snow-
boarding, freestyle skiing,
mass start speed skating
and mixed doubles curl-
ing — and viewers across
the nation will get to see
prime-time and late-night
competition live at the
same time thanks to South
Korea being 14 hours

ahead of New York and 17
ahead of Los Angeles.
“There’s no spoiler alert
with a call from your aunt
on the East Coast if you
live in California, that,
‘Hey, did you see this per-
son or that person win a
medal?’ ” points out Mike
Tirico, who succeeds Bob
Costas as NBC’s Olym-
pics studio host with these
games. “And they have to
wait to see it three hours.
They’1l see it all as it’s
happening, it’1l be on live
across the country in the
evening and then a little bit
later on late night on the
East Coast, which is prime
time on the West Coast. So
I think that’s going to be
the major difference in the

coverage of these games
from Asia.”

There will be a few
glaring absences in Py-
eongChang, probably the
most significant being
Russia, which was banned
from these games because
of a doping scandal. Any
athletes competing from
that country will do so
under the aegis “Olym-
pic Athlete from Russia”
or O.A.R, which should
make the medal ceremo-
nies interesting.

Also missing in men’s
ice hockey are the play-
ers from the NHL, which
has opted not to pause its
2017-18 season for the
games, thus ending a run
of five consecutive Olym-
pics.

“Well certainly that
was a terrific competition
over the last few Olympic
games and not having the
National Hockey League
players will certainly im-
pact that ...,” Tirico says.
“I think we’ll see perhaps
a return to that magical
1980 feel if the U.S. team
can become one that
makes a run in the tourna-
ment, because we’ll have
a lot of college players
involved, which is the real
essence of that ‘Miracle
on Ice’ team. So may-
be there’ll be some new
names and some amateurs
to root for, as opposed to
what we’ve become used
to of late with the profes-
sionals.”
