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AN IMAGE OF OLD VIEQUES

May has arrived, wben the roses bloom in gardens and the

fields unfold wild flowers to beautify the panorama, May wraps
us in perfumed breezes, the song of birds, the flitting of

butterflies and the heat.

As sketch these lines, find myself in the GIorieta, together
with my brothers and sisters and the girl from next door. What’s

that? Someone doesn’t know about the Glorieta? Let me

explain. La Glorieta was at the end of Mufioz Rivera Street,
where until a few yeurs ago there was a pretty steep cliff with a

path leading down to the sea. That little piece of coastline, with

its smooth rocks was the favorite spot for bathers and swmuners

of both sexes for in those days we didn’t have pools or public
beach lcllities.

Many years ago, someone, perhaps the French Mayor
Montestnque, had a wx)den bench made in die form of a semi-

circle. It spread across the full width of the street and stood to

the left ofe Episcopal Church in front of the club house for the

Girl Scouts, which wc knew a.s the Gh’l Friends. This historic

bench formed part of the Glorieta, being an ideal spot for

families to gather in the afternoon to breath the salt sea air,

sharing conversations or the lalest gossip. It was also an ideal

place for the "interlocked", those couple in love who drifted to

the Glorieta at eventide and in that panorama of sky, sea and

bumiog afterglow, whispered sweet nothings in each other’s
CarS,

La Gtorieta was not a secluded place. There were

neighboring houses, electric lights and the Episcopal parish
house, made of rustic wood in what used to be a cooperage.
There was ’also the house where Enrique Villali worked the

heliograph, transmitting messages to Puerto Rico by bouncing
sunbeams off a mirror. Ou rainy days there was no
communication. In those days Vieques had yet to see a

telegraph ol’fice. The rest of the area was a vacant lot where

Chalsi took care of his horse.

Suddenly we felt the urge to slide down the slope to pester
Mrs. Davidson’s pet monkey on the Episcopal Church side. That

building was destroyed by the fury of Hurricane Seal Ciprifu,
that killed one of the people who took refuge there.

Kids, "allr NI, we felt like a walk to Coffi. We had to

clamber over a huge boulder that now 10rms part of the

foundation for Alvaro Morale’s apartment building. As we

walked in the caress of the noonday sun, we were entertained by
the way the breakers would erase our footsteps in tile sand. At
the end of the path, where the beach borders Barrio Coffl, we

scaled over the reefs to eat the red fruit of the prickly pear that

grows on spiny cactus and which we call luna. Of course our

curiosity drew us close to the Seismographic Obsess}tory. rWe
looked with cerlain misgiving at the pond in which tw9
Amerieanos from the observatory drowned.

Finally we reached Coffi Beach, a poetic nook, a cozy haven

a balsam that heals the wounded souls of all who pass through
on their hip through life. The shore forms an arc of clean white

sand, moistened by the kisses of the waves. We climb the

boulder that serves as high platform for the divers. We picked
the West Indian whelks and look up at the Juan Carlos palm
whose green fronds wave in the soft sea breeze, simulating huge
fans spread open in defiance of the tropical heat. Fromthe
rock, we eye the distant horizon where sea and sky joth in

parallel hnes that meet in infinity:
It never occurred to us to enter the Coffi Cave. Instead we

would pick bunches of ripe sea grapes, and collect shiny colore

sea shells. In our infantile minds swirled the visions of the

treasure of Cofresi. How often we combod the brook looking
for traces of rusty chain, a coin or coffer that might lead us t’o
the place where legend had it that the daring pirate from Cabo
Rojo hid his riches.’?

How sad to return to the reality of how Alvaro Morales made
himself lord and master of the G!oricta by constructing the

concrete building that sealed forever the beautiful, poetic knoll
that really belongs to rile Municipal Government as the final

part of the street. We have been deprived of those refreshing
dips in the sea we enjoyed as children, adolesecnts and adults
every afternoon, specially in summertime, where, in family
groups, we took solace in tbe feel of the salt sea waves on our

bodies. Precisely now, in in the bloom of May, we feel the

fever for those salty, iodized ocean baths during the summer

season. Strange, inexplicable things happen on this iland

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OVER THE HORIZON RADAR

LINKED TO SIZEABLE DRUG BUSTS
from Navy Pubtic Affairs Officer LCDR Ed Barker
A new addition to the counter-drug strategy, the Relocatable

Over-The-Horizon Radar (or ROTHR) has contributed to the
secure of over 27,000 kilns of illegal drugs in the Caribbeun
between October 1993 to Dceember 1994. Shining a Iow-
owcr wave d-ore Virginia to areas over die Cabbean, the
ROTHR spots low-flying aircraft thousands of miles away,
giving adequate time for law enforcement agencies to intercept
and arrest the drug traffickers. A system identical to the
Virginia radar is planned for Puerto Rico to aid in the island’s
ongoing war on drugs.
Unlike conventional radars which only "see" objects within a

short distance, the ROTHR uses high frequency waves
(sometimes known as "short waves") to inok over the horizon.
Originally purchased by the Department of Defense for

spotting Russian "Backfire" bombers during the Cold War but
never installed, the ROTHR is now being employed by the
Clinton AdminisWation as its newest long-range weapon in the
war on drags.
According to the March 25th issue of Jane’s Defense Weekly,

the White House decided to devote more resources to the
eradication of drugs before they leave their county of origin.
That policy is now being acted upon by the Pentagon through
the creation of a network of ROTHRs.
Tile Virginia system, which is now operadilg, covers

everything between the southern tip of Florida to the coast of
Venezuela. A second system near Corpus Christi, Texas,
covers the route from the Caribbean into Mexico. The third
ROTHR, to be hcaled in Puerto Rico, will hk deep into
sourec countries like Peru, Bnlivia and Colombia.
Be.cause of the RADAR’s low power output (200KW) and the

huge distances the waves must travel, the radar is massive by
convcmional standards. The transmitter, which will be located
on Navy property on Vieques, will take up more than 50 acres.
The receiver, which simply listens like a radio anteuna, is
plauned for the L[ias valley. The ansmitter and receiver by
des gn, must be between 50 to 100 miles apart.
The U.S. Navy, who bonght the radar in 1988, is m)w

preparing an Environmental hnpact Statement for the system
prior to beginning consWaction. The ra’dar is expected to be
operational in late 1997.
Because the Puerto Rico ROTHR is expected to play a major

role in the prevention of illegal drugs leaving their home of
origin, intelligeucc experts expect a significant effort to be put
forth to prevent the radar’s construction. However, given the
ROTHR’s effectiveness so far ill the war on drugs, and the
current operation of two odier ROTHR systems withnut
environmenlal impacts, the drug cartels will have a tough road
to stop the Puerto Rican project.

He bruught his wife, Blanche and sons, August "GUY’ and
Joseph, Jr. In 1990, August "Gus" Camnzaro donated the original
negatives to the Vieques Historic Archives and in 1984, the
National Endowment for the Arks, through the Institute of Puerto
Rican Culture, approved a proposal liom the Fort Count Mirasol
Museum of Vieques for the preparation of this exhibit.
These historic documenks graphically portray a variety of

cultural, social, economic and political aspects of Vieques in
1942: the impact of four decades of Americanization in Puerto
Rico and the intensification of this process with the arrival of the
U.S. Navy iu the early forties; architectural as well as clothing
styles; festivities and traditions. Gus and brother Joe Jr. manifest
a particular interest in capturing images of Vieques young
women, leaving us a series of wonderful portraits of the period.

Hemos auditado las operaciones fiscales del
Municipio de Vieques para determinar si las mismas
se realizaron de acuerdo con la ley y la
reglamentaci6n vigentes. Emitiremos dos informes de
dicha auditorfa. Este es el primero y cubre todas las
operaciones examinadas del Municipio, excepto las
relacionadas con la Corporaci6n para el Desarrollo
Fumro de la Isla Nena (CODEF1N), que seffm
incluidas en el segundo informe.

Las pruebas efectuadas revelaron la comisi6n de
irregularidades en los desembolsos por reparaciones
del equipo automotriz (Apartado 1). Por ello, en
nuestra opini6n las operaciones fiscales del Municipio
de abril de 1987 ajunio de 1994 sobre el particular no
se reNizaron de acuerdo con la ley y la
reglamentaci6n aplicables. Las pruebas efectuada
sobre las demis operaciones fiscales del Municipio
reflejaron que las mismas se malizaron
sustancialmente de acuerdo con la ley y la
reglamentaci6n aplicables, excepto por las
situaciones que se comentan en los apartados 2 al 8.
A continuaci6n se ofrece informaci6n en relaci6n

con los asuntos antes mencionados y sobre otras
deficiencias determinadas:
I- (a) De febrero de 1993 a enero de 1994 sc
efcctuaron 17 pagos pot $64,880 fl Sr. Santiago Rosa
Tortes por reparaciones de equipo automotriz que no
se realizaron. Se determin6 que ocho de dichos
cheques pot $33,755 fueron cambiados, en forma
fraudulenta, pot el entonces Director de Finanzas, Sr.
Eustaquio B,elardo Belardo. Adems, otto dos
cheques pot $12,525 fueron cambiados por emplcados
municipales quienes alegaron haber entregado el
efectivo a dicho exfuncionario.
(b) Ademis, de julio a septiembre de 1993 se pagaron
$5,769 a un suplidor pot piezas que recibi6 el sefior
Rosa Tortes para la reparaci6n de un cami6n
municipal, la cual no realiz6, ni entreg6 las mismas al
Municipio. De los hechos mencionados pueden
haberse configurado delitos contra rondos pdblicos,
apropiaci6n ilegal agravada, preparaci6n de escritos
falsos y presentaci6n de escritos falsos. Los mismos
constituyen violaciones a los artfculos 216, 166, 241 y
242 del C6digo Penal y conllevan acciones de
naturaleza civil y criminal. Constituyen tambidn
violacidn a la Ley de Etica Gubemamental.
2a Contrario a la ley y la reglamentaci6n:
(1) En los afios econ6micos 1987-88, 1988-89 y 1992-
93 se efectuaron compras pot $67,114 de equipo y
veh/culos sin la celebraci6n de subastas pOblicas.
(2) Adem, en el afio econ6mico 1990-91 se orden6
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el arrendamiento de equipo pesado por $18,512 sin la
celebraci6n de subasta pdblica.
2B (1) De septiembre de 1988 a enero de 1994 la
Alcaldesa formaliz6 contratos por $212,982 para la
construcci6n de obras y mejoras sin solicitar
cotizaciones de precio de por 1o menos tres suplidores
representativos en el mercado.
(2) Tampoco se solicitaron cotizaciones de precio
para la compra de equipos, suministros y servicios
por $159,816 de noviembre de 1987 a julio de 1993.
3-a. En violaci6n de la ley y la reglamentaci6n:
(1) De julio de 1988 a diciembre de 1993 se
autorizaron pagos pot $1,341,313 cuyos
comprobantes de desembolsos carecfan de la
certificaci6n del funcionario o empleado que tuviera
conocimiento de que los matcriales y servicios se
recibieron de conformidad.
(2) De febrero de 1993 a matzo de 1994 se
tramitaron para pago ocho comprobantes de
desembolsos pot $26,177 sin la firma de la Alcaldesa.
(3) De julio de 1988 a diciembre de 1993 se
autorizaron pagos pot $299,486 sin que se indicara en
los comprobantes de desembolsos lag calles y
caminos repavimentados y los lugares y proyectos
donde se utilizaron los materiales de conslrucci6n y el
equipo pesado.
(4) En el perfodo antes indicado se autorizaron 15
pagos pot $11,431 de gastos de representaci6n y
relaciones ptiblicas que carecfan de la certificaci6n
del funcionario o empleado sobre la naturaleza y
necesidad de los gastos.
3b (1) Contrario a la reglamentaci6n, de noviembre
de 1987 a diciembre de 1993 se ordenaron compras y
servicios por $870,998 sin que se emitieran
previamente Ins correspondientes 6rdenes de compra.
(2) En dicho perfodo se ordenaron compras y
servicios pot $142,118 sin que precedieran
requisiciones autorizadas pot los jefes de
dependencias que solicitaron los mismos.
4. En julio de 1984 el Municipio concedi6 un
pr6stamo por $500,000 de fondos de un programa
federal a una compafifa para el desarrollo de un hotel-
parador turfstico, el cual fue garantizado por una
segunda hipoteca del proyecto. A junio de 1994 la
compafifa no habfa efectuado pago alguno al
Municipio y desde agosto de 1993 6sta se habfa
acogido a la Ley de Quiebras. El hotel-parador
