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Auditor: SGP,‘“ O-D

Student Government Productions and O’Connell Center
officials have.given out too many free tickets, misplaced
more than $250 in ticket money and orally changed a con-
tract after it had been signed, a UF audit released Thursday
shows.

The ‘report, compiled by UF Internal Auditor David
Bickford after examining records from seven O’Connell
Center concerts, also states SGP officials lost documentation
for thousands of dollars in expenses and overstated an
undetermiried amount more during those shows.

While O’Connell Center Business Manager Bob McKay
says the report overstates some errors, SGP Chairman Chris
Qualmann concedes there are some imperfections in the ex-
isting financial system and some changes are needed.

Bickford’s report recommends “‘a wide-based student ad-
visory committee” to help choose acts for the center, with
the actual operations to be supervised by O’Connell Center
personnel. The report also suggests that all ticket sales be

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Union and a tighter control be kept over security for ticket
revenues. \

Since April 2, UF officials and Student Government of-"
ficers have been negotiating to resolve what Bickford called
“dirty sloppy arrangements” in finance procedures on the
part of SGP officers and O’Connell Center officials.

This audit detonated another bomb in the ongoing feud
between SGP and O’Connell Center officials over who has
the authority to run concerts. UF administrators say the
center’s full-time staff can manage operations better, while
SGP officials say they know student tastes in entertainment
better than UF officials and can handle finances equally as
well.

With the release of the audit report, however, both sides
have fortified their stands again and are digging in for what
student leaders predict will be a bitter battle for control over
concert bookings. .

“By giving us the authority, I think we can provide more
continuity,” said McKay. Promoters would rather deal with

UF administrators can’t make UF students ride buses or

The climate isn’t always hostile to bikes, however.

Last month, the committee approved a plan to close to
traffic four streets in the middle of campus from 8:30 a.m. to’
4 p.m. weekdays. UF planning consultant John Carlson
said he thinks that plan will benefit bicyclists and

“From what I've seen, SGP is going to have to become
more fiscally accountable,” said Student Body President
Steve Southerland. But that doesn’t mean O’Connell Center
officials are any more accountable, Southerland said.

The audit report shows that contracts for Other Personnel
Services employees were not signed by the required officials
several times. It also says then-Student Body Treasurer Mike
Christie signed one contract in place of the concert pro-
moter.

The report also cites “numcrous bookkeeping and clerical
errors” in both organizations as well as delays in billing and
payments on several occasions.

SGP officials gave out 151 extra complimentary tickets for
the Nov. 12 Commedores concert, 75 too many tickets for
the Nov. 21 Jefferson Starship concert and 263 extra com-

UFF ‘members began voting statewide Wednesday on a
referendum to join NEA, reaffiliate with the American
Federation of Teachers or remain independent.

- As of Thursday night, there were 384 votes to join NEA,
127 to reaffiliate with AFT and 24 to remain independent,

With a car rushing toward him the opposite way, Frxed said
he had to collide with a parked car to avoid a serious acci-
dent.

Since then, Fried said he has talked to City Comrmssxoner
Mark Goldstein about getting better bike lanes. But it's not
always that easy, and nobody knows that better than Golds-
tein.

On the door of Goldstem s office on the fourth floor of Ci-
ty Hall, there is a list of road expansions proposed by the
Metropolitan Transportation Planning Organization. It in-

~ cludes such plans as turning West University Avenue into a
ten-lane highway and making 13th Street a six-lane road.

Next to several-of those proposals; Goldstein has penciled
in remarks like, “Egad! " and “Absurd!”” =

Even members of the. MTPO admit that some of those
plans are a little farfetched. But Goldstein — who is on the
losing side of almost every nine to one MTPO vote — takes
the idea of city planning very seriously. ;

“We’re well aware of the need for additional facilities for
bicycles,” said Gainesville Mayor Courtland Collier. Despite
that awareness, Collier said the process of getting more bike
lanes on streets leading to the UF campus has been an uphill
struggle.

. While UF officials say it’s hard to provide incentives for
people to ride bicycles, Goldstein said not building bike
paths is hindering the growth of bikes as a popular alter-
native.

Even if UF officials aren’t helping accommodate the approx-
imately 8,000 bicycles on campus, Charles said they could

be working to help promote bus use. But they aren’t,he add-

ed. 1 Pl

““It (the bus system) meets some people’s needs,” Charles

said, ‘‘but there are many students whose needs the Regional

Transit System cannotserve.” =
Other UF students agreed they didn’t always get conve-

nient service from the city’s bus system.

“They’re sometimes 20 minutes late so it’s not always con-
venient,” said fifth-year engineering student Robert Kinn.
“The schedule says the bus comes every half hour. So |

Megill said.

UFF members at UF voted Wednesday to affiliate with
NEA in balloting at the University Auditorium. Figures
showed that 122 of the 144 votes were for NEA affiliation,
Megill said.

Megill said the only two State University System schools
who have not yet voted were the University of South Florida

. and Florida Atlantic University.

He expected those schools to vote today and the final vote
to be tabulated tonight.

UFF represents about 5,000 faculty members at the nine
state universities in salary bargaining and other personnel
issues.

Until March 4, UFF was an affiliate of AFT, which is a na-

- tionwide faculty union with about 550,000 members. AFT

spokesman Robert Nielson said the union revoked UFF’s
charter at the time for a variety of reasons.

“We revoked the charter mainly for chronic non-payment
of dues and for continually dealing with us in bad faith,”
Neilson said.

UFF voted to withdraw from AFT two days after the
charter revocatiop without acknowledging AFT’s action.

“AFT is an undemoeratic organization that has not been
living up to its end of the bargain,” UF chapter president
Tom Auxter said.

In other action against UFF; AFT filed a suit January 25
claiming that the union owes AFT almost $250, 000 in back
dues.

Megill said Thursday that UFF officials are in the process
of filing a countersuit.

Excuses, excuses
Peculiar parking pardon pleas

Why do people get tickets, anyway?

Although it seems a silly question, you’ll get a lot of dif-
ferent answers depending on who you ask.

*‘I think some of them do it out of frustration,”
Auxiliary Services Director Otis Jones.

*“I think some of them figure they’ll get away with it,”
said UF Assistant Auxiliary Services Director Lee Bur-
rows.

But Student Traffic Court Chief Justice Jimmy Charles
has heard all the excuses — and some of them get pretty
bizarre. :

About 1,500 students appeal tickets to the Student
Traffic Court every month. And a few of them have
become quite innovative at wriggling out of fmes they
claim they didn’t deserve.

*“Lots of people say they had to go to the bathroom and
had to get off the road fast,” said Charles, a former depu-
ty chief justice who was recently elected for the top office.

One female student wrote a rather unusual response
that said, in part “‘I'm tired of getting raped every night”
and concluded that she was going to park wherever she
wanted, Charles said.

Other traffic court officials said they’ve had their share
of strange excuses, too.

One law student told traffic court officials he had to
park his car on the grass near his dormitory so he could
run out and catch anyone who tried to steal it, Traffic
Court Associate Justice Kristin Allman said. The car,
Allman added, was “an old clunker” that wasn’t very
likely to be swiped.

One man who was ticketed for leaving his car parked
outside a housing area told Allman he left the car there
to unload luggage after a trip to the beach. His problem
was a bad sunburn. When he- went up to his room, he
stopped to have his girlfriend rub lotion on his scorched
back, and, well, one thing led to another and he soon had

That
package would make students more aware of buses as a ra-
tional alternative to cars, Southerland said, plus some of that
money would go to improve bus service. |

It would certainly assist the transit authority on and off
campus in the way of directing more funding to them,”
Southerland said.

Gainesville city commissioners Monday night also spared
the sagging night bus service from death by extending their
trial run until possibly the end of the year. -

Commissioner Gary Jumor made the proposal Monday
night, saying UF students won't get used to depending on the
system unless it stays running. Robert Patterson, a UF
engineering student and former Gainesville City Commis-
sion candidate, said he’s relieved city officials saved the
system.

“I'm glad they saved it,” said Patterson, former SG Park-
ing and Transportation director. *‘It takes a while to get peo-
ple into the behayior pattern of using an alternative.” .

In the two months since buses started night routes from UF
to the Oaks Mall area and from UF to In The Pines, the buses
have lured 70 riders on good nights, Burrows said.

.Regional Transit Systém Director Dwight Arnold said he
hoped city officials would shut down the route, which was
costing the city an undetermined ameunt of money to sub-
sidize.

“It's not doing very well,” Arnold said. That poor per-
formance surprised Regional Transit, officials, who took. a
survey and found strong student demand for mght bus. ser-
vice, Arnold said.

But route number 9 is faltering and may be discontinued
or changed, Arnold said: That route — which runs near cam-
pus — takes a full hour to make one round trip and most stu-
dent riders don’t want to wait that long, he said.

Regional Transit officials have something new up their
sleeves, however, to stimulate ridership. Tokens, which will
substitute for the traditional handful of quarters, will soon
be available, Arnold said. That will quell complaints that
people don't like to carry a lot of change, he said.

Transit officials are also toying with a plan to extend each

One woman became very upset when
traffic court officials wouldn’t accept
her excuse that she had put four quarters
into a parking meter and should have
had four hours time to park, Allman
said. The reason — none of the meters
take more than two quarters.

Some of the more self-righteous illegal
parkers have their own brand of excuse,
traffic court officials said.

“*Somebody told me they moved the
sign,” Traffic Court Deputy Chief
Justice Leanne Tucker said. Charles also
said people have sworn they parked
legally but came back to mysteriously
discover “no parking”’ signs beside their
hapless autos.

UF police officials say they've had
similar problems but have remedied
them in a unique way — by taking

photographs of several signs students always claim aren’t
there.

““People come in saying, ‘I didn’t see any sign there,””
UF police Capt. Vernon Holliman said. “Well we say,
‘Lookee here, they're right there.””

-But that doesn’t always stop the more innovative
excuse-monger, Charles said.

When faced with a ticket for not having a decal, one
student complained that he didn’t have a bumper and
had no place to put a sticker, Charles said. When Charles
told the man he should have put the decal on his back
windshield, the man countered by saying he had no back
windshield, either.

But even that story pales in comparison before one
Charles said he heard last semester.

“A guy said he had just eaten Servomation food and
had to throw up,” Charles said with a laugh, *so he pull-
ed over to the side of the road.”

route an extra“hour in hopes of capturing more ridership, Ar-
nold said. But the barrier to that — just like most every other
transportation solution— is-money.

“With the way federal cutbacks are going to hit, there will
probably be more negative stuff coming up instead of
positive programs,” he said.

But even if city officials improve service, there’s still a pro-
blem — UF students apparently just plain don’t like to ride
buses.

‘They don’t want to stand and wait for the bus,” Burrows
said. “Or they don’t want to walk four blocks to the bus
stop.”

And the deteriorating condition of campus buses isn’t
fostering any student interest in the system, Burrows said.
“The fleet is getting some age on it, there’s no doubt,” he
‘said.

Arnold said, however, the campus buses are only
halfway through their predicted life expectancy and should
be on the road another seven years.

Of course, UF officials and city commissioners are looking
past the next seven years. In fact, they’re looking as far off as
the year 2005 or so.

And in that year, Goldstein says he expects UF to be sur-
rounded by low-cost student housing units that will enable
students to walk to campus.

In fact, city officials have been changing zoning plans to
encourage just that type of growth, Goldstein said. Not only
will that alleviate most student transportation problems, but
it will also mean low-cost housing areas for most students, he
said.

Student Body Treasurer Fried said he’d consider Golds-
tein’s view of the city’s future a paradise.

But even constructing a Utopia around UF won't help if
attitudes don’t change, city and UF officials agreed.

Fried said students will have to get over their fixation that
cars are the only way to travel.

Students will also have to stop being too lazy to search for
parking spaces and diving into the first space they see, said
English Professor Smith.

And most of all, students will have to stop the rush rush
rush mentality that leads to traffic tangles, massive ten-lane
highways and ultimately, to traffic accidents and deaths,
Goldstein said. . ¢

Today, Northeast First Street in downtown Gamuvnlle is a quiet palm-lined drive
with banks, offices, churches and a few private homes.

But tonight, aftér the lawyers and accountants go home, after the drive-in teller
lines have subsided, some amazing things will happen on Northeast First Street.
Roadblocks will go up. Hair will be let down. Dozen of workers will make hasty

preparations, and perhaps a few thumbs will feel the pain of a misplaced hammer.

Artists from 28 states, Canada and England will display their creations in assign-
edbooﬁualongtlwstreetbetwemSecondandEighthAvemu,midlmSﬁem
coordinator of the festival,

Stein said about 60 of the approximately 300 artists are from Ahchua and Brad-
ford counties.

If there’s a problem with
budding Picassos who can't distinguish between a blank canvas and the dinning
room wall, direct them to the specially provided wall in the klddle section where
such talent will be welcomed. -

Stein did ask, however, that dogs and other pets be left at home. It can get pretty
scary for a pet when people [ill the street from curb to curb and farther.

Of course, the matchless combination of carefully selected art, warm spring air

and the arduous six-block trek from.one end of the street to the other does tend to.
make one a bit hungry and thirsty. Smiling volunteers (who all wish they could be

gawking, too, instead of working) will serve both the usual and the exoti; kinds of

 soft drinks and fast foods to soothe the appetite.

A few dollars should be enough for the day’s food and beverage, but serious art
buyers will want to bring checkbook or credit cards. Prices range from the absurdly
low for such items as ceramic shaving mugs and small prints to the eye-poppmg ex-
pensive for mammoth oil canvases and abstract sculptures.

Not all the artists will draw customers, but they can hope for some of the $7,000

in prize money and ribbons that will be awarded Saturday at 5:30 p.m. The selec-
tion and awards judges this year were Howard Fox, assistant curator of the Hir-
shhorn Gallery of the Smithsonian Institute in Washington, D.C., and Phnhp Liv-
mgston art professor at the University of Tennessee in Knoxville.

When the panoply of art and people gets tiring, take a detour down one of the
avenues leading into the historic downtown neighborhood. It’s official name is
Highland Heights, but residents just call it The Duckpond, after the small lake along
Northeast Boulevard where the winged inhabitants will gobble bread crumbs faster
than you can say Dewey, Huey and Louie.

Unlike previous years, there won’t be a tour of the neighborhoods’ finest homes,
but a walk along the shady streets will take you past many that have been and are
now being refurbished.

But the queen of them all is the Thomas Center, 306 NE Sixth Ave. The city’s
cultural affairs headquarters. From the 1920s to the 1960s it was the area’s ritziest
hotel. In 1970 it was the site of the first Spring Arts Festival, when the building was
the main campus of Santa Fe Community College.

In the center’s gallery is the show “Light Sensitive,” an exhibit by various artists
of works employing photographic technigues. The gift shop won’t be open.

The Festival’s principal restroom facilities are located in the Thomas Center.

Many downtown merchants will be open longer hours during the festival
weekend. ““it’s my busiest retail days of the whole year,” said Mike Helish, owner of
Cafe Expresso, 24 S. Main St. His restaurant is “‘totally stocked’” and the employees
know they’ll be working hard, he said.

*“All the businesses downtown do really well these days because people are shuttled
in from all over the place. Last year was my best ever.’

Parking is usually available in city lots around downtown, but the best way to get
to the festival is either by bicycle or by free shuttle bus at the Oaks and Gainesville
Malls. They’ll leave every 10 minutes Saturday but won’t run Sunday. (You could
come in a taxicab, but people will stare.)

The Spring Arts Festival officially operis at 9 a.m. Saturday, takes a break at 6
p-m., then reopens Sunday at 1 p.m. and closes for good — until next year — at 6
p-m.

Studenis net fishery experience

It was slimy and muddy. The ducks got in
the way.

But in addition to finding two waterlogged
bowling balls, five UF fishery students got
some first-hand experience in estimating fish
‘populations in small bodies of water — the
Reitz Union duck pond to be exact.

William Seaman, UF assistant fishery pro-
fessor, said the students used a 48-foot seine
net — a net with two poles on either end —
catch the fish. Once caught, the fish were
tagged and set free.

Barbara Sleighter, a junior resource con-
servation major, said the students caught
and tagged 178 fish their first time out.
When the students went fishing-again, they
caught 135 fish, seven of which were tagged.

“The purpose of the operation was to
measure the population in the pond by ap-
proximating the proportion of marked fish to
unmarked ones,” Seaman said.

Sleighter said the students are in the pro-
cess of analyzing the data and are supposed
to make a presentation in front of the class.
The project was for an undergraduate course
in the School of Forestry, WIS 4220.

Commissioner Gary Junior. A decision is ex-
pected in June or July.
