HOMOSASSA — With the
arrival of cooler weather,
the Homosassa River wild
manatees have made the
trek up the river seeking
warmer water.

Boat strike killed manatee

CRYSTAL RIVER — A
necropsy performed Tues-
day on a large manatee
found dead Monday near
Three Sisters Springs in
Crystal River determined
the animal died from being
hit by a boat.

“It was found that this
manatee had suffered se-
vere trauma to the back of
neck, suggesting that this
manatee couldn’t have lived
long after the collision,” said
Ivan Vicente, visitor services
specialist at Crystal River
National Wildlife Refuge.

The manatee, which had
been tracked as an adult
since 1977 and named
Griselda for the U.S. Geolog-
ical Survey database that
recorded her sightings,
weighed more than 1,700
pounds, Vicente said.
Griselda had water in her
lungs, but was not actually
waterlogged, he said.

The necropsy also re-
vealed Griselda may have
been nursing a calf. If there
was a calf, Vicente said he
hoped it was no longer
milk-dependent and old
enough to fend for itself.

Biologists with  the
Florida Fish and Wildlife
Conservation Commission
can determine whether a
boat strike paralyzed or
killed a manatee, Vicente
said.

“The hematoma on
Griselda’s spine was very
prominent, as I witnessed it
myself during the necropsy
at St. Petersburg this morn-
ing,” Vicente said, “and
they believe that this man-
atee lost ability to move
from the moment she was
hit.”

The manatee’s size
would not allow it to drift
unnoticed, Vicente said.

“She was found on the
bottom at the end of Three
Sisters Canal and not float-
ing the way drifting dead
manatees usually are
found,” Vicente said. “The
bottom line is that busy
boating during Thanksgiv-
ing weekend around King’s
Bay very well could have
resulted in the loss of this

precious female that had
reared 12 calves since 1977.”

It was not the first time a
manatee was Killed by wa-
tercraft collision in Crystal
River during a holiday
weekend. Another such
death happened July 4, 2008,
Vicente said.

He suggested more law
enforcement attention dur-
ing holidays, especially at
times when the manatee
population can reach 550
individuals, as has hap-
pened during colder
months, when manatees
cluster for warmth. When
the weather is warmer, how-
ever, manatees are more
widely distributed around
King’s Bay, requiring more
boater alertness.

Vicente also encouraged
more self-policing, while ac-
knowledging boaters’ diffi-

culty in watching out for
both boat traffic and mana-
tees.

“Idle speed sometimes
isn't enough to prevent
tragedies,” Vicente said, “es-
pecially during highly con-
gested days.”

Vicente recommended all
people using King’s Bay to
display the “Please Slow,
Manatees Below” flags. Boat
rental companies should ad-
vise customers about how
the manatees would be dis-
tributed on particular days
and kayak renters could
spot manatees to alert
boaters of their presence.

“The sanctuaries function
as manatee bedrooms, but
the rest of King’s Bay is their
dining and living room,” Vi-
cente said. “Every visitor to
King’s Bay should be made
aware of that.”
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Port Citrus aligns with Ocala project

Marion County’s plan for an in-
land port would work well with
Citrus County’s project for Port
Citrus, the Citrus County Port Au-
thority Board heard Tuesday.

“Yesterday, Nov. 28, we went to
Wildwood with Commissioner
(Rebecca) Bays, and we spoke to
the Ocala 489 Inland Port Proj-
ect,” said Port Director Brad
Thorpe, county administrator.

Thorpe said Stonecrest Man-
agement was the developer of the
inland port, and its president, Hall
Robertson, was present.

Thorpe presented an aerial
map of the proposed inland port,
which is comprised of 489 acres of
land near Ocala north of U.S. 27
and east of I-75.

“The inland port is almost to the
phase of construction,” Thorpe
said. “Marion County and the city
of Ocala are infusing about $25
million in roads and infrastruc-
ture into this port.”

Stella Heath, manager of busi-
ness development for Florida
Central Railroad, also was pres-
ent to explain how the Florida
Central Railroad’s parent com-
pany, the Pinsly Railroad, could
service the inland port.

“They’re putting a rail spur into
this inland port that will connect
to the Pinsly Line, which eventu-
ally connects to CSX Railroad that
goes up to Jacksonville and even-
tually to Waycross, Georgia,”
Thorpe said.

Within the Pinsly Railroad, the
Florida Central Railroad operates
68 miles of track, the Florida Mid-
land Railroad operates 28 miles of
track and the Florida Northern
Railroad operates 104 miles of
track.

“We found out from Pinsly Line,
one railroad car equals four semi
trucks,” Thorpe said. “So you can
see why railroad for long haul is
very important to the economy.”

Pinsly operates within Citrus
County.

“The Pinsly Railroad line is the
current short line that runs into
the Progress Energy plant right
now,” Thorpe said. “They have a
long-term lease with CSX Rail-
road. They are interconnected to
the CSX system throughout the
state of Florida.

“That’s why that is such a vital
component of the viability of this
port.”

Companies that used Ocala’s in-
land port for transportation also
would want the option of trans-
porting products by water, which

would take business to Port Citrus.

“This is a way for them to get
water access for this inland port,”
Thorpe said. “This is a huge proj-
ect. They will work with us to help
us develop our port.”

Thorpe reported the presenta-
tions he and port authority mem-
bers have given in surrounding
counties.

On Oct. 11, Thorpe and Port Au-
thority Chairman Dennis Damato
gave a presentation to Yankee-
town and Inglis, the towns north of
Crystal River that are in Levy
County.

“They were excited about the
possibility of what the port could
do to that community as far as in-
frastructure is concerned and job
creation,” Thorpe said.

On Oct. 18, Damato and Thorpe
went before the Levy County
Board of County Commissioners.

“They as a group said they

would help in any way they
could,” Thorpe said.

On Oct. 29, Port Authority Board
Member Joe Meek, Port Attorney
Richard Wesch and Thorpe made
a presentation to the Marion
County Manufacturers Association.

“As manufacturers, they are al-
ways interested in transportation
modes,” Thorpe said.

On Nov. 22, Thorpe and Meek
did a presentation before the Cit-
rus County Chamber of Commerce
Crystal River Area Council.

“This was in response to getting
the word out in a better way,”
Thorpe said.

Upcoming presentations will be
given to Marion County Board of
County Commissioners and the
City of Ocala on Dec. 9, to the Cit-
rus, Marion and Levy Workforce
Connection on Jan. 3, and to the
Marion County Economic Devel-
opment Council on Jan. 18.

Cathy Taylor, management and
budget director for the county,
presented a budget for Port Citrus.
The Citrus County Board of
County Commissioners (BOCC)
would transfer $28,510 from con-
tingency funds to the Port Citrus
account. Including all contribu-
tions to fund the feasibility study,
the total budget would be
$120,510.

Thorpe presented board mem-
bers the request for qualifications
(RFQ) form to send out to consult-
ant firms who would want to con-
duct the Port Citrus feasibility
study. Thorpe said more than 10
interested firms already have con-
tacted him. The board accepted
the RFQ. The submittal deadline
is Jan. 20.

Chris Lloyd, a Lecanto resident
representing the Citrus County
Council, a consortium of home-
owner associations, civie clubs,
environmental groups and inter-
ested citizens, asked about the use
ofthe BOCC’s general fund for ad-
vancing the Port Citrus project,
which would be developed on pri-
vate property.

Thorpe said the port authority
has no public property on the site
around the barge canal, but would
lease it from private ownership to
make it public as all Florida ports
must be in public ownership.

The feasibility study would de-
termine which property the port
authority should lease. The port
authority would then lease the
property to commercial
interests.

The U.S. Postal Service is
holding a public meeting
Thursday in Gainesville to
discuss moving mail pro-
cessing operations from
Gainesville to Jacksonville
or Tampa — a move Ameri-
can Postal Workers Union
(APWU) locals believe will
affect mail service stan-
dards in a negative way.

although that’s important —
if it doesn’t taste good, no one
will buy it. For her it’s about
the art.

“Before I make a flower,
justlike before I paint a rose,
I study it, learn how it’s
formed,” she said. “You have
to know what their leaves
look like, what their colors
are. And just like in nature,
each one is different.”

Peterson began her art
training in New York at the
School of Visual Arts in
Manhattan with visions of
being a successful artist in
New York.

“Then life happened and I
was a starving artist in New
York,” she said. The school
had taught her all about tech-
nique and even art history,
but didn’t have any classes on
marketing, which she has
since discovered is key to any
successful business.

“When I got out of art
school in 71, T had a great
artistic background and tal-
ent, but when I went out into
the world I flopped — and I
wasn’t about to go back home
and live,” she said.

After a stint in the Army
where she learned electron-
ics repair and a career with
a telephone company and
Lucent Technology where
she learned about market-
ing, she retired and moved to
Citrus County in 2000 and re-
sumed her passion for art,

opening a home-based mural
business.

She and her husband,
Norm, also volunteer with
Habitat for Humanity where
Norm serves on the board of
directors.

“The good thing about this
— I talked to people at craft
fairs who were doing things
like chocolates at home and
found that there was a law
passed in Florida in 2011 for
food-based cottage busi-
nesses, SO NOw you can make
products at home,” she said.

She said even though she’s
licensed as a home-based
business, she’s currently ne-
gotiating with local restau-
rants to use their
commercial kitchens.

“If T want to cater (the
products) or sell to a restau-
rant, I can't make them at
home,” she said, adding that
she’s already generating in-
terest for large orders.

As for how she makes her
encapsulated flower edible
art creations, Peterson wants
to keep the process a secret.
She did divulge, however,
that she uses medical surgi-

cal tools to insert the colored
gelatin into the clear gelatin
to form the flower, petal by

petal.
“Because I've painted
flowers and I've been

around art so long and in so
many different mediums —
it doesn’t come naturally,”
she said, “but it comes with
practice.”

Beginning in January, Pe-
terson will have a Fruiti-Jig-
gle-uti  booth at the
Inverness Farmers’ Market
with samples to taste. Look
for her in a fun apron and a
fruity Carmen Miranda-style
headpiece.

Currently, Peterson does-
n't have a Website because
she hasn’t figured out how to
ship her creations. They
keep well in the refrigerator
and don't melt if left out, but
that’s as far as she’s gotten,
she said.

He said it was nice to see
the mother manatees bring-
ing their calves into the
spring bowl and nursing
them.

“And this morning it was
really cool, when you see
the babies playing,” he said.

This year he is hoping for
more manatees to seek
refuge in the park, as an-
other gate has been added
giving them more access.

He said the “Save the Man-
atee Club” paid for the gate,
which would make it easier
if an injured manatee en-
ters the park.

“We can close that gate
and do a rescue here,” he
said. “Instead of chasing
them down the river.”

Yerian said he expects
more manatees to enter the
park today with tempera-
tures expected to drop.

The Fishbowl Underwa-
ter Observatory in the park
is located just above he
main spring, the headwa-
ters of the Homosassa River.

“This is one of the only
places you can see the man-
atees close up and personal
without getting wet,” he
added.

He said manatee season
runs between Nov. 15 and
March 30.

for about two years and she
told various friends she was
planning to move out and
that she feared Black and
could no longer take the
constant physical abuse.

On July 23, 1979, when
Nelson failed to pick up her
child at the babysitter, her
employer was contacted
and later contacted police.
When investigators got to
the home, they reportedly
found her dead body, and it
appeared to have been
stabbed.

According to the affidavit,
the house seemed like a
scene of a violent struggle
and the only possible
weapon missing was a pair
of barber shears a friend of
Black claimed to have given
him two weeks earlier and
personally saw in the house
a week before Nelson’s
death. Investigators also
found that all male clothing
and toiletries in the house
were missing. Nelson’s car,
a 1975 Ford Granada, was
also missing.

SSStalin’s daughter
Lana Peters
dies at 85

MADISON, Wis. — Soviet
dictator Josef Stalin’s
daughter, whose defection
to the West during the Cold
War embarrassed the rul-
ing communists and made
her a best-selling author,
has died. She was 85.

Lana Peters — who was
known internationally by
her previous name, Svet-
lana Alliluyeva — died of
colon cancer Nov. 22 in
Wisconsin, where she lived
off and on after becoming a
U.S. citizen, Richland
County Coroner Mary
Turner said Monday:.

Her defection in 1967 —
which she said was partly
motivated by the poor
treatment of her late hus-
band, Brijesh Singh, by So-
viet authorities — caused
an international furor and
was a public relations coup
for the U.S. But Peters, who
left behind two children,
said her identity involved
more than just switching
from one side to the other
in the Cold War. She even
moved back to the Soviet
Union in the 1980s, only to
return to the U.S. more
than a year later.

When she left the Soviet
Union in 1966 for India,
she planned to leave the
ashes of her late third hus-
band, an Indian citizen,
and return. Instead, she
walked unannounced into
the U.S. embassy in New
Delhi and asked for politi-
cal asylum. After a brief
stay in Switzerland, she
flew to the U.S.

Peters carried with her
a memoir she had written
in 1963 about her life in
Russia. “Twenty Letters to
a Friend” was published
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within months of her ar-
rival in the U.S. and be-
came a best-seller.

Upon her arrival in New
York City in 1967, the 41-
year-old said: “I have come
here to seek the self-ex-
pression that has been de-
nied me for so long in
Russia.” She said she had
come to doubt the commu-
nism she was taught grow-
ing up and believed there
weren’t capitalists or com-
munists, just good and bad
human beings. She had also
found religion and believed
“it was impossible to exist
without God in one’s heart.”

In the book, she recalled
her father, who died in
1953 after ruling the nation
for 29 years, as a distant
and paranoid man.

“He was a very simple
man. Very rude. Very
cruel,” Peters told the Wis-
consin State Journal in a
rare interview in 2010.
“There was nothing in him
that was complicated. He
was very simple with us. He
loved me and he wanted me
to be with him and become
an educated Marxist.”

Soviet Premier Alexei
Kosygin denounced Peters
as a “morally unstable”
and “sick person.”

“I switched camps from
the Marxists to the capital-
ists,” she recalled in a 2007
interview for the documen-
tary “Svetlana About Svet-
lana.” But she said her
identity was far more com-
plex than that and never
completely understood.

Most spend 3300 or less on care

LOS ANGELES — Vet vis-
its cost pet owners an aver-
age of $505 dollars last year,
according to a new AP-
Petside.com poll, with those
whose pets faced serious ill-
ness spending more than
$1,000 on average.

Eight in 10 pet owners took
their animal companion to a
veterinarian in the past 12
months. And cost was an ob-
stacle for a third of those who
did not visit the vet.

But most pet owners trust
that vets are not suggesting
unnecessary treatments,
and the bulk of pet owners
faced costs below the aver-
age. Sixty percent of those
who did take a pet to the vet
spent $300 or less on their
animal’s care, the average
expenditure was boosted
higher by the one in eight
(13 percent) who spent
$1,000 or more.

About one in six pet own-
ers say their pet faced a se-
rious illness during the year,
and those pet owners spent
an average of $1,092 on vet
care. One percent say they

took their pets to the vet and
spent no money.

Thomas Klamm, 76, of
Boone, Iowa, said he and his
wife Beverly spent $3,000 on
their two Chihuahuas, sis-
ters Kati and Keli, and he
would have spent more if
necessary, even though his
annual income is under
$50,000.

The biggest bills resulted
from a spinal condition Kati
had, but Klamm said he has
a lot of confidence in the
vets and senior students at
Iowa State University’s Vet-
erinary Teaching Hospital
in nearby Ames, where the
little dogs have been going
since they were pups.

According to the poll,
most pet owners have faith
in the treatment vets recom-
mend. Overall, 52 percent
say vets do not often recom-
mend excessive treatment,
26 percent say that happens
moderately often, and 17
percent say it happens ex-
tremely or very often.

Those whose pets had
been seriously ill in the past
year were no more likely
than others to say that vets
suggest treatments that go

beyond what is reasonable
and necessary.

Among those who did not
take their pets to the vet last
year, 52 percent say they
only take their pets to the
vet “when theyre really
sick” and a third say they
can’t afford it at all.

Luis Calderon, 56, of El
Monte, Calif., couldn’t afford
to take Buddy, his 3-year-old
German shepherd, to the vet
last year. Buddy was given to
Calderon when the dog was
6 months old. “We have be-
come best friends,” he said.

Calderon, a self-employed
handyman, has a wife and
two kids and said work is
scarce. If Buddy needed a
vet, Calderon said he would
have to go through public
services or use credit. “We
would have to get him help.”

How much would be too
much? It would depend on
what was wrong and what
the vet said, Calderon said.
“At that point I would have
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to consider whether to keep
him or let him go, put him to
sleep,” he said.

He hates the idea of put-
ting limits on Buddy’s
health. “But we have to sur-
vive. At this point, my mort-
gage is No. 1. This month is
really close to the edge,”
Calderon added.

Fifty-eight percent of
those who did not take their
pets to a vet in the past year
said they “have a type of pet
that doesn’t need much vet-
erinary care.” Among them,
52 percent have dogs, 52
percent cats, 10 percent fish,
and 5 percent birds.

Not surprisingly, higher-
income pet owners (house-
hold incomes more than
$50,000) were more apt to
take their pets to the vet
than those with incomes
below $50,000 — 90 percent
versus 74 percent. Forty
percent of those with house-
hold incomes below $50,000
who didn’t take their pets to

the vet say they can’t really
afford to do so.

Art Jones, 62, of Alameda,
Calif., said two of his family’s
cats died in the last year. He
estimates he spent $600 on
vet bills — half of that to eu-
thanize one of the cats. The
other cat died at home.

“But we are not so
wealthy we can spend thou-
sands on a house pet. That’s
unfortunate, but that’s the
truth,” Jones said.

He said he has family
friends whose dog is getting
cancer treatment and the
cost is nearing $10,000. “To
me, that’s insane,” Jones
said.

During the past few years,
Jim Salsman, 51, of Las
Vegas, paid for several $500
trips to the vet for his neigh-
bors’ cat, Mau, after the de-
clawed feline got in fights
with other animals. Last
year, the neighbors left and
gave the cat to Salsman. He
ended up paying another

$400 in vet bills, but said he
didn't mind because his
neighbors were in foreclo-
sure and struggling, and the
cat became an important
member of the family.

“He means everything to
us,” Salsman said.

According to the poll, dog
owners were a bit more
likely to take their pets to the
vet than cat owners — 85 per-
cent of dog owners compared
with 79 percent of cat own-
ers.

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Pfizer tries to protect popular drug

Company offers discounts, incentives to make
Lipitor as cheap as or cheaper than the generics

TRENTON, N.J. — Lipi-
tor is so valuable that Pfizer
is practically paying people
to keep taking its block-
buster cholesterol medicine
after generic competition
hits the U.S. market this
week.

Pfizer has devised dis-
counts and incentives for
patients, insurers and com-
panies that process pre-
scriptions that will, at least
for the next six months,
make the brand name drug
about as cheap as or
cheaper than the generics.
Pfizer also has spent tens of
millions of dollars this year
on marketing to keep pa-
tients on Lipitor, which
loses patent protection
Wednesday.

Normally when a drug’s
patent ends, generic rivals
grab nearly all its market
share in a year or less, and
the original maker quietly
shifts focus to its newer
products.

Pfizer Inc., the world’s
biggest drugmaker, is not
giving up that easy on the
best-selling drug in history.
Lipitor had peak sales of
about $13 billion and still
brings in nearly $11 billion a
year, about a sixth of Pfizer’s
revenue. With no new block-
busters to fill that hole, the
company is making an un-
precedented push to hang
onto Lipitor revenue as long
as possible.

Patients seem to buy into
the logic.

“If T can get the name

brand at the same price or
for pennies more than the
generic, [ have no motivation
to switch,” said Richard
Shiekman, 59, who has been
taking Lipitor for six years
and credits the drug with
sharply cutting his bad cho-
lesterol. Shiekman, a wine
and spirits importer from
Redding, Conn., got a $4
copay card two weeks ago
after his pharmacy sent an
offer guaranteeing that price
through December 2012.

Pfizer’s strategy is cun-
ning and could become the
new norm, as most other
drugmakers also face
generic competition to top-
selling medicines and
haven't been coming up
with replacements.

“People getting a month
of lifesaving medicine for
the price of a cup of Star-
bucks is ... pretty impres-
sive,” said Michael
Kleinrock, a research direc-
tor at data firm IMS Health.

Pfizer’s effort includes:

B Offering insured pa-
tients a discount card to get
Lipitor for $4 a month, far
below the $25 average co-

payment for a preferred
brand-name drug and below
the $10 average copay for a
generic drug. Pfizer is pro-
moting this heavily through
ads, information distributed
at doctors’ offices and its
www.LipitorForYou.com
site. Pfizer, based in New
York, said Tuesday that sign-
ups have exceeded its goals.

B Paying pharmacies to
mail Lipitor patients offers
for the $4 copay card and to
counsel patients that Lipi-
tor lowers bad cholesterol
more than rival drugs and
helps prevent heart attacks
and strokes.

B Keeping U.S. marketing
spending nearly level until
the last minute, versus the
typical two-thirds drop in a
drug’s final year under
patent. From July through
September, Pfizer spent al-
most $90 million on doctor
sales calls and free samples,
about the same as a year
earlier, according to
Cegedim Strategic Data. Ads
targeting patients fell about
60 percent to $19 million. All
that will soon taper off.

B Negotiating unusual
deals with some insurance
plans and prescription ben-
efit managers, the compa-
nies that process
prescription claims for in-
surers or employers, to
block pharmacists from dis-
pensing generic Lipitor.
Pfizer is giving them rebates
that bring their cost for Lip-
itor down to the price of a
generic or slightly less — if
they agree to dispense only
Lipitor for the six months

before additional generic
competition slashes prices.
The move has generated
some controversy and
means many of the 3 million
Americans taking Lipitor
won’t be able switch to the
generic.

Under those contracts,
patients will pay either
their plan’s standard
generic copayment or just
$4 — the lowest copayment
pharmacies at supermar-
kets and discounters such as
Walmart offer for the most
widely used generic drugs.

While generic medicines
work the same as brand
drugs for nearly everyone,
some patients prefer the
brand.

“We want to make sure
that patients who are cur-

rently taking Lipitor and
want to continue ... have the
opportunity to do so,” said
David Simmons, who heads
Pfizer’s Established Prod-
ucts business. He said re-
search shows more than a
third of patients want to stay
on Lipitor.

Pfizer also is continuing
assistance programs that
subsidize uninsured patients
wanting Lipitor, which costs
about $115 to $160 a month,
depending on  dosage.
Generic Lipitor, called ator-
vastatin, should cost 30 per-
cent to 50 percent less.

People without insurance
also can order the generic,
with a prescription, through
websites such as Health
Warehouse.com.

Patients could save even

more by taking other generic
drugs in the same class that
have been on sale for several
years: pravastatin (Prava-
chol) and simvastatin (Zocor).
But they’re not as potent as
Lipitor, the key reason its
sales have held up.

Typically, brand-name
drugs get one or two generic
competitors initially, priced
about 25 percent lower. Six
months later, other generic
companies are allowed to
jump in and the price drops
up to 80 percent.

About 90 percent of the
branded drug’s sales ulti-
mately vanish, as insured
patients seeking a lower co-
payment switch over and
most pharmacies automati-
cally substitute a generic for
a brand name.

China getting into vaccine market

BEIJING — The world
should get ready for a new
Made in China product —
vaccines.

China’s vaccine makers
are gearing up over the next
few years to push exports in
a move that should lower
costs of lifesaving immuniza-
tions for the world’s poor and
provide major new competi-
tion for the big Western phar-

maceutical companies.

However, it may take some
time before some parts of the
world are ready to embrace
Chinese products when
safety is as sensitive an issue
as it is with vaccines — espe-
cially given the food, drug
and other scandals the coun-
try has seen.

Still, China’s entry into
this market will be a “game
changer,” said Nina
Schwalbe, head of policy at
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the GAVI Alliance, which
buys vaccines for 50 million
children a year worldwide.
“We are really enthusias-
tic about the potential entry
of Chinese vaccine manu-
facturers,” she said.
China’s vaccine-making
prowess captured world at-
tention in 2009 when one of
its companies developed the
first effective vaccine against
swine flu —in just 87 days —

WASHINGTON — Mili-
tary travelers on official
duty would get a special
preference to  move
through airport security
checks faster under a bill
before the House.

Lawmakers plan to vote
Tuesday on the bill, which
would give the Homeland
Security Department six
months to devise a new
system. Passage would
send the bill to the Senate.

If the legislation be-
comes law, the earliest
beneficiaries would likely
be troops returning from
Afghanistan next year and
their family members —
who also would receive
preferential treatment.

The government already
has initiated, and is ex-
panding, a more intelli-
gence-driven trusted
traveler program for civil-
ians. Participants include
travelers in American and
Delta airlines’ frequent
flier programs as well as

These people volunteer
more information about
themselves so that the gov-
ernment can vet them be-
fore they arrive at airport
security checkpoints.

Rep. Chip Cravaack, R-
Minn., chief sponsor of the
bill, said it takes longer for
men and women in uni-
form to pass through secu-
rity because of their gear.
Allowing them through se-
curity more quickly would
speed up the waiting time
for those not part of a pref-
erence program, he said.

While Homeland Secu-
rity would establish the
new preferential system,
Cravaack envisions troops
not having to remove
boots, belt buckles, bulky
military jacks and uniform
medals. Troops could go to
the front of the line, or a
separate line could be
created.

“This falls in line with
the pilot program” now
under way,” Cravaack
said. “I was an airline
pilot for 17 years. We

were not exactly happy
with that.

“But the main emphasis
is expediting troops going
through a security process
that wasn’'t made for
them.”

The Transportation Se-
curity Administration is
currently testing a trusted
traveler program at air-
ports in Atlanta, Dallas,
Detroit and Miami. The
program will expand to
Las Vegas, Los Angeles
and Minneapolis-St. Paul
over the next few months.

The civilian program al-
lows participants to goto a
dedicated lane. The trav-
eler will provide the TSA
officer with a boarding
pass that has information
about his or her status em-
bedded in the barcode.

“I didn’t un-
derstand how complex these is-
sues are or the work that goes
into addressing them.” “There’s
so much involved. I can’t be-
lieve everything they do, and
how good they are at it. I'm re-
ally impressed.”

The county government’s cit-
izens academy program is an
effective tool in fighting civic
ignorance. It’s eritical that citi-
zens understand how govern-

comes understanding, and with
understanding comes a ra-
tional, workable approach to
community issues.

Any interested

in keeping roads, bridges and
signage up to snuff, in guiding
development and land use de-
cisions and addressing code
compliance issues, in attract-
ing tourists to help our econ-
omy, in providing library and
literacy services, in maintain-
ing parks and recreational pro-
grams, in developing and
balancing budget, in managing
our valuable water resources
and controlling our solid
waste, and much more.

Unfortunately, the BOCC’s
academy classes are held on
Thursday afternoons, so are rel-
atively inaccessible to most
working citizens. It would be
helpful to have an alternative to
accommodate those who cannot
get away during weekdays.

Here’s the problem. There are
new reports coming out every day
about Gingrich’s efforts on behalf
of Freddie Mac, the prescription
drug entitlement and other big-
government initiatives. Gingrich
denies that any of it involved lob-
bying, but the news will likely not
sit well with limited-government
conservatives. At least for now,
though, it’s not clear what the ul-
timate effect will be because it
takes time for stories to sink in
with the voters who will decide
Gingrich’s future.

“I don’t think people have
drawn a solid conclusion on
those yet,” says prominent Iowa
social conservative Bob Vander
Plaats, president of the Family
Leader organization, which held
a much-watched presidential
forum on Saturday. “It’s a little bit
new.”

News may travel at the speed
of Twitter among political insid-
ers, but it moves much more
slowly among voters who have
other things to do with their lives.
Add the conservative mistrust of
much of the media, and you have
a process in which allegations,
once made, take a long time to be
vetted and pass from voter

friends, and so forth.
“Word of mouth will become
more effective in the next few
weeks,” says King.

So recent revelations that in
2003 Gingrich privately urged
lawmakers to vote for the pre-
scription drug entitlement at a
time he was being paid by phar-
maceutical companies haven’t
yet made much of a mark. It’s not
clear whether they will or not.

The striking thing about Gin-
grich and the new revelations is
that social conservatives have
been hard at work dealing with
the old stories about his charac-
ter, mainly the fact that he has
been married three times. On that
score, Gingrich appears to be
making real progress; a focus
group conducted after the Family
Leader forum found Gingrich had
done particularly well among so-
cial conservative women.

Supporting Gingrich would be
new territory for social conserva-
tive groups that have never en-
dorsed a thrice-married
candidate. But those groups are
now wrestling with doing just that.

“We believe in one man-one
woman marriage and lifetime
commitments,” says Vander
Plaats. “But we also remind peo-
ple that the centerpiece of our
faith is this thing called forgive-
ness and grace. ... If we believe

that a person is repentant, if we
believe that person is sincere,
and if we believe a person is ma-
turing in their faith, then we
should forgive.”

Social conservatives who are
inclined to support Gingrich
point out that he has presented
himself as a more mature, more
faithful man for several years
now — so the new Gingrich is not
part of what is known in Iowa pol-
itics as a “road to Des Moines
conversion.” But there’s no doubt
that some social conservatives
will never get past Gingrich’s
rocky personal life; how many
are among that number is still an
open question.

So despite all the progress he
has made — he’s now leading in
the RealClearPolitics average of
TIowa polls as well as national sur-
veys — Gingrich faces a tricky
next few weeks. He not only
hasn’'t fully convinced much-
needed potential supporters of
his new faithfulness, he also has
yet to feel the full effects of new
revelations about his activities as
a Washington insider.

On the other hand, Gingrich re-
mains the most formidable pres-
ence in Republican debates and,
given the falls of Bachmann,
Perry and Cain, and longshot na-
ture of Rick Santorum and Ron
Paul, there might be no one left to
supplant him in the role of main
challenger to Mitt Romney. Either
Santorum or Paul will have a
boomlet, or one of the fallen will
have to come back for another
shot. Or the race will come down
to Gingrich vs. Romney — if Gin-
grich can avoid a fall of his own.

Jackson doctor
gets four years

LOS ANGELES —A
judge’s stern voice broke the
silence of a Los Angeles
courtroom: “Money for mad-
ness medicine,” he said be-
fore sentencing Dr. Conrad
Murray to the maximum four
years behind bars for Michael
Jackson’s death.

“Absolutely no sense of
fault, and is and remains dan-
gerous” to the community,
Judge Michael Pastor said as
he delivered a nearly half-
hour tongue lashing that de-
nounced Murray as a greedy,
remorseless physician whose
gross negligence killed the
King of Pop.

Pastor said Murray sold out
his profession for a promised
fee of $150,000 a month and
accused Murray of commit-
ting a “horrific violation of
trust” when he agreed to give
Jackson a powerful anes-
thetic every night as an un-
orthodox cure for insomnia.

Murray will likely serve less
than two years in county jail,
not state prison, because of
California’s overcrowded pris-
ons and jails.

Big turnout for
Egypt elections

CAIRO — Egypt’s military
rulers were quick to take
credit Tuesday for a strong
turnout in the first elections
since Hosni Mubarak’s
ouster, a vote that appeared
to be the country’s freest and
fairest in living memory.

The military did not field
candidates in the parliamen-
tary vote. But winning brag-
ging rights for a smooth,
successful and virtually fraud-
free election would significantly
boost the ruling generals in
their bitter struggle with youth-
ful protesters in Cairo’s Tahrir
Square calling for them to
transfer power immediately to
a civilian authority.

“When we plan, we exe-
cute and, at the end, we suc-
ceed,” Maj. Gen. Ismail
Etman, a member of the rul-
ing military council, said in a
television interview. He com-
pared the elections to one of
the Egyptian military’s proud-
est moments — when they
battled Israeli forces across
the Suez Canal in 1973.

“The armed forces pulled
off this election like they
pulled off the crossing in
1973, he said.

Already, the ruling council’s
perceived success seems to
have taken the wind out of
Tahrir protests, at least tem-
porarily. The square that was
the center of the anti-Mubarak
uprising had as many vendors
as protesters on Tuesday.

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(Crisis sends euro chiefs scrambling
Latest package offers $10.7B to Greece

BRUSSELS — Eurozone minis-
ters offered Greece a $10.7 billion
Christmas rescue package Tuesday
to stem an immediate cash crisis yet
failed to resolve fears that the com-
mon euro currency might be
doomed.

The 17 finance ministers insisted
they found a veneer of credibility to
coat the euro’s rescue fund with
enough leverage to deal with poten-

tial financial crises much bigger
than the one facing peripheral
Greece. And they called on the In-
ternational Monetary Fund for re-
sources to help further protect
Europe’s embattled currency.

“We made important progress on
a number of fronts,” Jean-Claude
Juncker, the eurozone chief, said
late Tuesday.

After saying earlier that the euro-
zone’s rescue fund would be able to
leverage up to $1.3 trillion, the

fund’s chief remained vague on how
beefed up it was after Tuesday’s
meeting in Brussels. Klaus Regling
said it would grow according to de-
mands and market conditions, but
assured reporters it was more than
big enough to deal with Europe’s
immediate financial debt problems.
Still, making progress on the fund
— a firewall to keep Europe’s debt
problems from engulfing nation
after nation — “shows our complete
determination to do whatever it
takes to safeguard the financial sta-
bility of the euro,” Juncker said.
Italy remained an enormous con-
cern. Carrying five times as much

debt as Greece, Italy was battered
for the third straight day in the bond
markets, seeing its borrowing rates
soar to unsustainable levels of 7.56
percent. Investors appear increas-
ingly wary of the country’s chances
of avoiding default — and making
matters worse, the eurozone’s third
largest economy is deemed too big
for Europe to bail out.

The ministers still insisted Italy’s
new prime minister would come
through, saying he has promised to
balance Italy’s budget by 2013.

“We have full confidence that
Mario Monti will be able to deliver
this program,” Juncker said.

Attack comes days after vote to scale back diplomatic ties

TEHRAN, Iran — Hard-line Iran-
ian protesters stormed British
diplomatic compounds Tuesday,
hauling down the Union Jack, torch-
ing an embassy vehicle and pelting
buildings with bombs in what began
as an apparent state-approved show
of anger over the latest Western
sanctions to punish Tehran for defi-
ance over its nuclear program.

The hours-long assault on the
British Embassy and a residential
complex for staff — in chaotic
scenes reminiscent of the seizing of
the U.S. Embassy in 1979 — could
push already frayed diplomatic
ties toward the breaking point.

Iran’s parliament approved a bill
Sunday to downgrade relations
with Britain, one of America’s clos-
est allies, with diplomatic envoys
in the Islamic Republic.

Calling Tuesday’s attack “outra-
geous and indefensible,” British
Prime Minister David Cameron
said Iran’s failure to defend the
embassy and its staff was a dis-
grace and would have “serious
consequences.”

He said all embassy staff had
been accounted for and praised
Britain’s ambassador to Iran for
handling a “dangerous situation
with calm and professionalism.”

Sorting out who to blame may be
difficult.

The late-afternoon demonstration
outside the British Embassy was or-
ganized by pro-government groups
at universities and Islamic seminar-
ies, and could not have taken place
without official sanction. However,
such anti-Western rallies often draw
ultraconservative factions such as
the basiji, a paramilitary group run
by the powerful Revolutionary
Guard that is directly controlled by
Iran’s ruling theocracy.

Riot police initially clashed with
mobs in attempts to hold them back,
but protesters surged past cordons
and scaled the walls at the embassy
complex, which they pelted with
petrol bombs and stones. Flames
shot out of a sport utility vehicle
parked outside the brick building
and occupiers tossed papers appar-
ently looted from an office.

“Death to England!” some cried
outside the compound in the first
significant assault of a foreign
diplomatic area in Iran in years.

Inside the compound, protesters
replaced the British flag with a ban-
ner in the name of 7th-century Shi-
ite saint, Imam Hussein. One man
showed a picture of Queen Eliza-
beth IT apparently taken off a wall.

Chants called for the closure of
the embassy and called it a “spy
den” — the same phrase used after
militants stormed the U.S. Embassy
in Tehran after the 1979 Islamic
Revolution and held 52 hostages for
444 days. In the early moments of
that siege, protesters tossed out pa-
pers from the compound and
pulled down the U.S. flag. Washing-
ton and Tehran have had no diplo-
matic relations since then.

Iran’s state TV said Iran’s For-
eign Ministry expressed regret
about “unacceptable behavior” of
protesters, saying Iran respects in-
ternational agreements to protect
diplomatic sites.

Cain to
rethink
run for

Allegations dog

ATLANTA — Herman
Cain told aides Tuesday he
is assessing whether the lat-
est allegations of inappro-
priate sexual behavior
against him “create too
much of a cloud” for his Re-
publican presidential can-
didacy to go forward.

Acknowledging the
“firestorm” arising from an
accusation of infidelity, Cain
only committed to keeping
his campaign schedule for
the next several days, in a
conference call with his
senior staff.

“If a decision is made, dif-
ferent than to plow ahead,
you all will be the first to
know,” he said, according to
atranscript of the call made
by the National Review,
which listened to the
conversation.

It was the first time doubts
about Cain’s continued can-
didacy had surfaced from
the candidate himself. As re-
cently as Tuesday morning,
a campaign spokesman had
stated unequivocally that
Cain would not quit.

Cain denied anew that he
had an extramarital affair
with a Georgia woman who
went public a day earlier
with allegations they had
been intimate for 13 years.

“It was just a friendship
relationship,” he said on the
call, according to the tran-
script. “That being said, ob-
viously, this is a cause for
reassessment.”

He went on: “With this lat-
est one, we have to do an as-
sessment as to whether or not
this is going to create too
much of a cloud, in some peo-
ple’s minds, as to whether or
not they would be able to sup-
port us going forth.”

Saying the episode had
taken an emotional toll on
him and his family, Cain told
the aides that people will
have to decide whether they
believe him or the accuser.

“That’s why we’re going to
give it time, to see what type
of response we get from our
supporters.”

Cain has denied the affair,
as well as several other ac-
cusations of inappropriate
sexual behavior that have

dogged his candidacy over
the past month. He had
been publicly resolute
about pressing ahead even
as his standing in public

American Airlines off into bankruptcy

Passengers
unlikely to see
much impact

NEW YORK — For most
of the 240,000 passengers
who fly American Airlines
each day, the airline’s bank-
ruptey filing should have
little noticeable impact.

American continues to

operate flights, honor tick-
ets and take reservations. It
says its frequent-flier pro-
gram will be unaffected.
Some travelers may even-
tually see fewer American
flights at their airport. The
incoming CEO said Ameri-
can would probably reduce
its flight schedule “mod-
estly” while restructuring in
bankruptcy court.

SYRACUSE, N.Y. —
Syracuse University
Chancellor Nancy Cantor
gave men’s basketball
coach Jim Boeheim a vote
of confidence Tuesday
amid an investigation of
child mo-
lestation
allega-
tions
against
his former
longtime
assistant
coach.

Cantor
emerged
from an
economic development
conference with state offi-
cials and said: “Coach
Boeheim is our coach.”

Some commentators
and sex abuse victims’ ad-
vocates had said Boeheim
should resign or be fired
after three men, including
two former Syracuse ball-
boys, accused former as-
sistant coach Bernie Fine
of molesting them and
Boeheim verbally at-
tacked the accusers.

“Coach Boeheim is our
coach; he’s getting the
team ready tonight,” Can-
tor said. “We're very
pleased with what he said
Sunday night, and we
stand by him.”

In his 36th season at his
alma mater, Hall of Famer
Boeheim ranks fifth all-
time in wins in Division I
and has a record 33 20-win
seasons. In 2004, the uni-
versity named the Carrier
Dome court ‘Jim Boeheim
Court.”

After initially saying
Fine’s first two accusers
were lying to make money
in the wake of the Penn
State University sexual
abuse scandal, Boeheim
backed off those comments
in a statement Sunday.

“What is most important
is that this matter be fully
investigated and that any-
one with information be
supported to come forward
so that the truth can be
found,” Boeheim said after
the firing of Fine, who has
denied the allegations. “I
deeply regret any state-
ments I made that might
have inhibited that from
occurring or been insensi-
tive to victims of abuse.”

Bobby Davis first con-
tacted Syracuse police in
2002 about Fine, but there
was no investigation be-
cause the statute of limita-
tions had passed. Kevin
Quinn, a spokesman for the
university, said police did
not inform the university of
Davis’ allegations then.

On Tuesday, the Syra-
cuse police chief said
Dennis DuVal, a former
SU basketball player who
was police chief in 2002,
knew of the allegations
against Fine.

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Woods's travails
shift focus to

younger stars

THOUSAND OAKS, Calif. —
The pool of young talent in golf
has never looked deeper.

Rory Mcllroy won the U.S. Open
at age 22, the second-youngest
player to win a major since the
Masters began in 1934. Jason Day,
the 23-year-old Australian, was a
runner-up in two majors this year.
Rickie Fowler, 22, won his first pro
event in South Korea and is re-
sponsible for all those bright or-
ange Puma hats in just about any
gallery.

Matteo Manassero won twice on
the European Tour before he was
18. Ryo Ishikawa had 10 wins in
Japan before he was 19.

The list gets even longer with
budding stars in their 20s — Mar-
tin Kaymer, Charl Schwartzel,
Dustin Johnson, Keegan Bradley,
Webb Simpson and Anthony Kim.

Attribute that depth to Tiger
Woods.

It’s not because he set the bar so
high and made everyone try to get
better. It’s because he no longer
wins so many tournaments. So
maybe the pool only looks deeper
because it no longer has such a big
fish.

For the second straight year, no-
body won more than three times
on the PGA Tour. And both years,
that third win came in their last
tournament — Luke Donald last
month at Disney, Jim Furyk last
year at the Tour Championship.

The five previous years, Woods
won at least six times in all but
one year. The exception was 2008,
when he missed the second half of
the year with knee surgery. He
won four times in six starts.

It’s one thing to talk about this
great parity in golf, particularly on
the biggest tour. But two questions
should be asked: Would that per-
ception of parity exist if Woods
had not gone away the last two
years? Is it possible that just as
many great young players were
around over the last decade, only
to be overlooked by the over-
whelming presence of the game’s
biggest star?

Sergio Garcia nearly won the
PGA Championship at 19 except
that he went up against Woods that
day in Medinah. Adam Scott was 23
when he won The Players Champi-
onship. Justin Leonard was 25

when he won the British Open.
Phil Mickelson won as an amateur.

“The talk like there’s parity on
tour is slightly flawed, because
there’s always been parity,” Geoff
Ogilvy said in a recent interview.
“It’s just that there was one guy
who made no one notice. The last
15 years you’ve had Phil Mickel-
son, Ernie Els, David Duval, Adam
Scott, Sergio Garcia. You had ar-
guably more proven players — lots
of them — over the last 15 years.
Now it’s the same.

“You have new names, but we
notice them now. The media no-
tices them. Fans notice them.”

They used to be looked upon as
possible challengers to Woods.
Now they are seen as potential
replacements.

Woods has gone two years since
his last win, which for so many
years seemed unimaginable until
his personal life unraveled, until
he chose to go through yet another
swing change, then effectively
went four months without being

able to practice due to injury.
Through it all, his confidence
eroded with each setback.

Thirteen players have won the
last 13 majors, dating to Padraig
Harrington at the 2008 PGA Cham-
pionship. There was a time when
Woods won seven out of 11 majors
early in his career, and six out of
14 majors right before reconstruc-
tive knee surgery.

If he had kept winning at the
rate he did for 14 years, would
anyone have noticed this crop of
young players?

“Rory McIlroy would still be up
there,” Hunter Mahan said Tues-
day. “But Tiger played a practice
round and it made news. He’s
chasing records whenever he
plays. How are you not going to
write about that? No offense to the
young guys.”

Nick Watney also suggested that
Mcllroy, based on his sheer talent
and eight-shot win at the U.S.
Open, would get his fair share of
attention even if Woods had kept

winning a major a year, along with
a half-dozen other titles.

“But he would be like Sergio
was, like Adam Scott was, like who-
ever the media tabbed — Charles
Howell, at one point,” Watney said.

The question is whether Woods
can get back.

The Chevron World Challenge,
for an 18-man field in which
everyone but the host — Woods —
is among the top 50, figures to be a
good benchmark. Woods has gone
26 official events without winning.
He is coming off two strong weeks
in Australia during which he hit
the ball where he was aiming for
nine rounds in windy conditions.

To win at Sherwood — or even
to be in contention — would send
expectations for 2012 higher than
they have been in two years. But
the road back doesn’t start until
he’s posing with a trophy.

What happens then?

Only three players at Sherwood
are older than Woods (Steve
Stricker, Jim Furyk and K.J. Choi),

so the challengers he faces around
the world are all younger than they
used to be. And while none of these
guys has won more than three
times in a year, they feel a lot better
about themselves because no one
else has won that much more.

That’s the Tiger effect.

“Golf is a very confidence-dri-
ven game,” Ogilvy said. “A lot of
these players now have more con-
fidence than if he was winning
eight times a year. Because if a guy
is winning eight times a year, even
if you win three times, you don’t
feel like you’re as good of a player
because there’s someone who'’s so
much better than you.”

Donald is No. 1 by a wide mar-
gin, courtesy of his work ethic, con-
sistently being in the top 10 and
four wins around the world. But
it’s not domination that golf saw
for the better part of a dozen years.

Golf always has had its share of
rising stars. It only looks as if there
are more now because no one is
that much better than anyone else.

$5.1 million from a dozen
events.

Argentina: Spain favored to win Davis Cup final

Spaniards to
take advantage
on home soil

SEVILLE, Spain — Ar-
gentina is putting the pres-
sure on Spain, calling the
defending champions the
favorites on home soil in the
Davis Cup final.

Led by second-ranked
Rafael Nadal and No. 5 David
Ferrer, Spain is vying for its
third title in four years while
the South Americans are
looking for their first in fourth

attempts. The best-of-five se-
ries begins Friday on clay at
the Olympic Stadium with
two opening singles matches.

“There’s always pressure,
especially in a final. But
they are favored over us and
have more pressure,” Ar-
gentina player David Nal-
bandian said Tuesday. “It is
a very complicated series,
one where we can win or
lose all the points. We have
to be well prepared.”

Spain has won 20 straight
at home since 1999, while
Nadal and Ferrer are a
combined 25-0 in singles
play on clay in the competi-
tion. Nadal hasn't lost a sin-
gles match since his debut

in 2004, accumulating an 18-
1 record in singles.

“We could win or lose 4-1
or 14 or 3-2,” Argentina cap-
tain Tito Vazquez said.
“Rafa is a fortress on clay
and so is Ferrer.”

The series is a rematch of
the 2008 final, when Spain
won at Argentina despite
missing an injured Nadal.

“That’s in the past, com-
pletely in the past,” Ar-
gentina player Juan Martin
del Potro said. “After that
final, we grew up. I've im-
proved my game a lot and
now we have another chance.

“Every final is different.
Here it’s different players,
different surface, different

stadium and this time Spain
is the favorite. It’s going to
be different than Mar del
Plata, if we are in good
shape and remain focused.”

The pair of Spanish-
speaking nations have been
testing out the court for
days, with the Argentines
still getting used to the pe-
culiar shadows inside the
Olympic Stadium.

Vazquez said the surface
was ‘“relatively quick and
slippery.”

“It’s not easy to see very
well, there are bright spots
and dark ones,” he said.
“But that’s the way the court
is. We have to adapt. That’s
what happens when the

Police Chief Frank Fowler said
DuVal, who played for the Orange
from 1972-74, was aware of Davis’ ac-
cusations in 2002 that Fine sexually
abused him. Fine, who has been
fired, denies the allegations.

Because Davis said the abuse
stopped 12 years earlier, Syracuse
Det. Doug Fox told him the statute of
limitations had passed, meaning an
arrest was not possible. Fox advised
his supervisor in the abused persons
unit but didn’t file a formal report.
The detective is still with the de-
partment but not in the same unit.

A phone message left with DuVal
was not immediately returned.

On Nov. 17, Davis’ allegations
resurfaced.

Davis, now 39, told ESPN that Fine
molested him beginning in 1984 and
that the sexual contact continued
until he was around 27. A ball boy for
six years, Davis said the abuse oc-
curred at Fine’s home, at Syracuse
basketball facilities and on team
road trips, including the 1987 Final
Four. Davis’ stepbrother, Mike Lang,

45, who also was a ball boy, also told
ESPN that Fine began molesting him
while he was in fifth or sixth grade.

A third man, Zach Tomaselli, who
faces sexual assault charges in
Maine involving a 14-year-old boy,
said Sunday he told police last week
that Fine molested him in 2002 in a
Pittsburgh hotel room. Also on Sun-
day, ESPN played an audiotape, ob-
tained and recorded by Davis, of an
October 2002 telephone conversation
between him and Fine’s wife, Lau-
rie. ESPN said it hired a voice recog-
nition expert to verify the voice on
the tape and the network said it was
determined to be that of Laurie
Fine.

During the call to the woman,
Davis repeatedly asks her what she
knew about the alleged molestation
and she says she knew “everything
that went on.”

“My heart goes out to the families.
I have no comment about the Fine
situation or the Boeheim situation,”
former Syracuse star Carmelo An-
thony said. “That’s a sensitive situa-
tion, a sensitive topic right now that
I don’t even want to go into.”

Cantor stressed the university is
working with authorities.

“We’ve been very straightforward

and candid about this whole
process,” she said. “We’ve gone
through our due diligence when
things came up, and we felt it was
important both for Bernie Fine and
for the university to move forward.”

The chancellor has previously ac-
knowledged that a man, now known to
be Davis, contacted the school in 2005
with allegations against Fine. The
school, which did not contact police,
conducted its own investigation at that
time but was unable to find any cor-
roboration of the allegations. The uni-
versity has turned over the results of
the inquiry to the DA’s office and has
retained an independent law firm to
review their procedures and response
to those 2005 allegations.

The U.S. Attorney’s Office and the
U.S. Secret Service have taken the
lead in the current investigation.

And Fowler said Syracuse police
will change their procedures moving
forward.

“I was not the chief in 2002 and I
cannot change the procedures in
place at that time or the way this mat-
ter was then handled,” Fowler said in
the statement. “But what I can and
will do as chief today is ensure that
moving forward all reports of sexual
abuse are formally documented.”

China bans ads
in TV dramas

BEIJING — China’s gov-
ernment is prohibiting televi-
sion stations from placing
advertisements in the middle
of TV dramas in a move
meant to attract viewers and
boost program quality.

The ban, which was pub-
lished Monday and takes ef-
fect Jan. 1, said no ads may
appear in any drama series,
whose episodes typically run
45 minutes.

The order is the latest in a
series since the ruling Com-
munist Party last month en-
dorsed a program to raise the
entertainment and ideological
value of cultural offerings to
better hold the attention of
Chinese increasingly turning
to the Internet for alternate
viewpoints.

TV is the most popular, lu-
crative and, hence, tightly
controlled of all media in
China. The ad ban follows a
directive last month to limit
reality shows and other en-
tertainment fare.

The State Administration of
Radio, Film and Television
said eliminating ads from pro-
grams will “improve the level
of public cultural services,
protect people’s basic cultural
rights ... and leave the people
satisfied.”

While ad revenue is ex-
pected to shrink, broadcast-
ing executives and analysts
quoted by state media said
the ban will force TV stations
to air higher quality series to
keep viewers from switching
stations.

‘Fahrenheit 451’
finally an e-book

NEW YORK — At age 91,
Ray Bradbury is making
peace with the future he
helped predict.

The science fiction/fantasy
author and longtime enemy
of the e-book has finally al-
lowed his dystopian classic
“Fahrenheit 451” to be pub-
lished in digital format. Simon
& Schuster released the elec-
tronic edition Tuesday at a list
price of $9.99.

First published in paper-
back by Ballantine in 1953
and as a hardcover by Simon
& Schuster in the 1960s,
“Fahrenheit 451” has sold
more than 10 million copies
and has been translated into
33 languages. It imagined a
world in which the appetite
for new and faster media
leads to a decline in reading,
and books are banned and
burned. Bradbury himself has
been an emphatic defender
of traditional paper texts, say-
ing that e-books “smell like
burned fuel” and calling the
Internet nothing but “a big
distraction.”

“It's meaningless; it's not
real,” he told The New York
Times in 2009. “It's in the air
somewhere.”

A phone call to Bradbury
was not immediately re-
turned. A prerecorded voice-
mail message, a woman’s
voice, warned that the author
doesn’t usually check his
messages.

Bradbury’s agent, Michael
Congdon, said Tuesday that
rights for Bradbury’s book
were expiring and that the
growing digital market, esti-
mated at 20 percent or higher
of overall sales, made a deal
for e-books inevitable. A
wave of former e-holdouts
have changed their minds re-
cently, notably “Harry Potter”
author J.K. Rowling.

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Big expansion, big questions for Teach for America

Strong teachers
needed for

weak schools

MIAMI — In a distressed
neighborhood north of
Miami’s gleaming down-
town, a group of enthusias-
tic but inexperienced
instructors from Teach for
America is trying to make
progress where more vet-
eran teachers have had dif-
ficulty: raising students’
reading and math scores.

“These are the lowest
performing schools, so we
need the strongest perform-
ing teachers,” said Julian
Davenport, an assistant
principal at Holmes Ele-
mentary, where three-fifths
of the staff this year are
Teach for America corps
members or graduates of
the program.

By 2015, with the help of a
$50 million federal grant,
Teach for America recruits
could make up one-quarter
of all new teachers in 60 of
the nation’s highest need
school districts. The pro-
gram also is expanding
internationally.

The expansion comes as

many districts are trying to
make teachers more effec-
tive. But Teach for America
has had mixed results.

Its teachers perform
about as well as other
novice instructors, who tend
to be less successful than
their more experienced col-
leagues. Even when they do
slightly better, the majority
are out of the teaching pro-
fession within five years.

“I think ultimately the
jury is out,” said Tony Wag-
ner, a professor at the Har-
vard Graduate School of
Education, and an instruc-
tor to the first class of TFA
corps members.

They provide an impor-

tant pipeline of new teach-
ers. But critics cite the
teachers’ high turnover rate,
limited training and inexpe-
rience and say they are per-
petuating the same
inequalities that Teach for
America has set to
eradicate.

“There’s no question that
they’ve brought a huge num-
ber of really talented people
in to the education profes-
sion,” said Kati Haycock,
president of The Education
Trust, which advocates on
behalf of low-income and
minority children, and a
longtime supporter of TFA.

ATLANTA — A rising
number of parents in more
than half of states are opting
out of school shots for their
kids. And in eight states,
more than 1 in 20 public
school kindergartners do
not get all the vaccines re-
quired for attendance, an
Associated Press analysis
found.

That has health officials
worried about possible new
outbreaks of diseases that
were all but stamped out.

The AP analysis found
more than half of states
have seen at least a slight
rise in the rate of exemp-
tions over the past five
years. States with the high-
est exemption rates are in

It’s what all teachers hope to
do for their students, and it’s what some
new technology is providing for chil-
dren at Inverness Middle School.

At the end of the last school year, fac-
ulty and staff voted to use a portion of
their school-recognition, A-plus dollars
to purchase 22 iPad 2 tablets, IMS Prin-
cipal Trish Douglas said.

“We wanted to use technology to en-
hance the curriculum,” she said.

The school spent about $20,000 on
the units and related equipment, ac-
cording to Douglas.

Each iPad 2 is an Internet-based,
handheld, wireless mini computer
commonly called a tablet. They're one
of the hottest pieces of hardware on the
market today.

Students in Kathy Androski’s
seventh-grade geography class have

become big fans of the small, high-tech
gadgets. She says technology is an im-
portant resource to help students
learn.

“As a teacher, technology is vital be-
cause it helps to develop students’
skills, their real-world skills. As an
adult, they're going to use technology in
most of the jobs they will pursue,” she
said. “I also feel it’s important because
it helps them to create instead of just
regurgitate information. They begin to
own what they are learning.”

Like all seventh graders at the
school, Androski’s class is planning a
fictional Euro-trip. Students in other
classes will utilize more conventional
equipment to complete their project.

Internet research is done from the
tablets to create the projects, which re-
quire students plan the details of their
trip from start to finish, working out
every facet of the trip. Each student has
been given a $5,000 budget for their
exeursion.

Rules for exemptions vary
by state and can include
medical, religious or — in
some states — philosophical
reasons.

Parents’ reasons for skip-
ping the shots vary. Some
doubt that vaccines are es-
sential. Others fear that vac-
cines carry their own risks.
And some find it easier to
check a box opting out than
to get the shots and required
paperwork.

Still others are ambiva-
lent, believing in older vac-
cines but questioning newer
shots against, say,
chickenpox.

The number of shots is
also giving some parents
pause. By the time most
children are 6, they will
have been stuck with a nee-
dle about two dozen times —

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Then students create a
video diary using iMovie,
something the students
enjoy, according to their
teacher.

Androski says that she
and her students have uti-
lized laptop computers for
quite some time, but the
iPad 2 has a laptop beat
hands down because of its
advanced capabilities.

“I’'ve used laptops in the
classroom extensively, but
the iPads have the “wow”
factor so it gets their atten-
tion,” she said. “The iMovie
application on these things
is great. On the tablets there
are so many more tools to
allow students to be cre-
ative. They are more inter-
ested and engaged, and they
get very engrossed in what
they are doing. The class
gets very, very quiet.”

The tablets are checked
out by teachers when they
are using them in the class-
room and returned at the
end of each school day. The
students do not take the
units home.

Stepping out of the class-
room after observing An-
droski’s students using their
gadgets, Douglas observed
some things she said she
was impressed with.

“The students are en-
gaged. They are on topic.
They are talking about what

work they are working on
with their project,” she said.
“Whereas, at times, when
they're using a textbook
doing research independ-
ently, they may not be as fo-
cused, not paying attention,
and many times their con-
versations are not about
what they’re learning about.
If you watch the students
use the iPads you can see
it’s relevant to them. They
are having fun learning.”
Jim Kelly, district technol-
ogy specialist, was on hand
in Androski’s class to offer
assistance and said most
students have little problem
adapting to new technology.
“You can see how en-
gaged these Kkids are.
They’re actively learning,”
he said. “They are helping
one another out and that
takes a lot of pressure off
the teacher. The teacher
sets the expectation and the
kids are able to navigate
through these programs
with little or no effort, really.
In turn, they show each
other what they’ve learned
and, at times, they show us.
We all benefit from it.”
Seventh-grader Garrett
Bogart paused from his
work and said learning is
different on the device ver-
sus traditional study tools.
“I think they’re easier to
learn on these because you
can remember it more. It’s
fun to work on. And you'’re
learning while you’re hav-
ing fun.”

done agreed.

“I think they’re pretty cool
for learning,” she said. “I do
learn a lot more on the iPad
than if I'm taking notes or
using a textbook.”

Androski says the stu-
dents have provided helpful
input on specific applica-

tions that fulfill certain
needs on their projects as
well, and also offered sug-
gestions on apps that are
not needed.

The teacher says she also
sees the need to help stu-
dents stay connected. She
believes, in turn, that will

keep them excited about
their class work.

“I think the wave of the
future is wutilizing what
works best with the students
to get them connected. They
are connected everywhere
but school for the most
part,” she said. “When they

use this equipment, they are
really engaged and excited
about what they are doing.
So that part I love to see.”

But, she said, “Nobody
should teach in a high
poverty school without hav-
ing already demonstrated
that they are a fabulous
teacher. For poor kids, edu-
cation has to work every sin-
gle year.”

Over the past 20 years, the
program has sent thousands
of recent college graduates
to teach for two years in
some of the most challeng-
ing classrooms. Applica-
tions to the program have
doubled since 2008. Foun-
dations have donated tens
of millions.

“When we started this 20
years ago, the prevailing no-
tion backed up by all the re-
search was socio-economic
circumstances determine
educational outcomes,”
founder Wendy Kopp said in
an interview with The Asso-
ciated Press. “We’ve seen
real evidence it does not
have to be that way.”

Yet, for example, just 18
percent of low-income
eighth-grade students
scored as proficient or
above in reading on the 2011
National Assessment of Ed-
ucational Progress.

Increasingly, the question
of how to overcome the
challenges of poverty is fo-
cusing on effective teaching.
But such teachers are hard
to find at the least advan-
taged schools

“The reality, particularly
in urban centers in America,
is they aren’t there,” said
Tim Knowles, director of the
Urban Education Institute
at the University of Chicago,
who served as the founding
director for Teach for Amer-
ica in New York City.

A Harvard study of stu-
dents in Texas found a
teacher’s level of education,
experience, and scores on
licensing exams have a big-
ger influence on how well
students perform than any
other factor.

North Carolina research
on teacher training pro-
grams, including Teach for
America, found that ele-
mentary students taught

math by a first-year teacher
lose the equivalent of 21
days of schooling compared
with students who had
teachers with four years of
experience.

Ifinexperienced teachers
don’t perform as well, then
why pair them to teach stu-
dents who struggle the
most?

‘When they started, we
were staffing our high
poverty schools ... with any-
thing that breathed,” said
Haycock. But, she added,
“Saying their solution is bet-
ter than what came before it
is not to say it’s the right
thing.”

Wagner noted that his
master’s degree in teaching
from Harvard hardly pre-
pared him for the chal-
lenges of being a first-year
teacher.

“Unless and until we have
adramatically different sys-
tem, and a universally high
quality system for preparing
teachers, I think TFA is a
stopgap, and an important
one,” he said.

Teach for America train-
ing starts with thick pack-
ages of readings and then
five weeks co-teaching a
summer class, usually in an
urban school district, with
students who have already
fallen far behind and are
taking remedial coursework
in order to advance to the
next grade.

The fledgling teachers are

overseen by another in-
structor. That could be a
more veteran public school
teacher, or current or for-
mer Teach for America
corps member, some of
whom only have two or
three years of experience
themselves.

Corps members describe
it as a boot camp for teach-
ers. “It was a real steep
learning curve,” said Sarahi
Constantine Padilla, a re-
cent Stanford University
graduate  teaching at
Holmes.

When the summer is over,
teachers are sent to their as-
signed districts, which pay
up to $5,000 to Teach for
America for each corps
member they hire, in addi-
tion to the teacher’s salary.
Many don’t find out their
school or subject until
shortly before school begins.

In interviews with nearly
two dozen Teach for Amer-
ica corps members, many
described triumphs in the
classroom. Several also ac-
knowledged feeling dubious
about their abilities as first-
year teachers.

“I struggled personally
with my ability to be effec-
tive, and I think the gains
my kids achieved were
largely in spite of me,” said
Brett Barley, who taught
fourth-graders in the San
Francisco Bay area. “I
thought the key thing I was
able to bring to them was

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communicating the urgency
of the predicament they
faced and having them buy
in to the idea they could be
successful.”

Most of his class entered
reading and writing at the
second-grade level. About
30 percent weren’t native
English speakers; two were

classified as blind.

“The biggest challenge
was trying to learn on the
job to meet all the kids at
their different skill levels,”
he said.

Teach for America, in its
own review of external re-
search, concludes its teach-
ers achieve student gains
that are “at least as great as
that of other new teachers.”
It also gathers information
on how its teachers are per-
forming, but does not re-
lease the data.

One consistent finding,
however, is Teach for Amer-
ica’s high turnover rate. Ac-
cording to the organization,
33 percent of its graduates
are still teaching. But in
many districts, those reten-
tion rates are significantly
lower. A North Carolina
study last year, for example,
found that after five years, 7
percent of Teach for Amer-
ica corps members were
still teaching in the state.

Kopp and others at Teach
for America note turnover
rates are high across low-in-
come schools. She said the
main reason Teach for

America teachers leave the
classroom is because they
want to have a bigger im-
pact. Sixty percent of pro-
gram graduates are still
working in education,
whether it’s in policy, or for
a nonprofit or government
agency, according to TFA.

Throughout their time
with Teach for America,
corps members are fre-
quently told about the orga-
nization’s “theory of
change.” It’s the idea that,
no matter what field they ul-
timately go in to, they will
remain committed to fixing
educational inequalities.

Megan Hopkins, who was
a TFA bilingual teacher in
Phoenix, eventually went on
to earn a doctorate in educa-
tion and has focused much of
her research on English lan-
guage learners. She called
Teach for America’s theory
of change “decent.”

“But what if their theory
of change would encourage
their teachers to stay in the
classroom as a form of
change, as a form of leader-
ship in the field of educa-
tion?” she asked.

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with many of those shots
given in infancy. The cumu-
lative effect of all those
shots has not been studied
enough, some parents say.

“Many of the vaccines
are unnecessary, and pub-
lic health officials don’t
honestly know” the effects
of giving so many vaccines
to such small children,
said Jennifer Margulis, a
mother of four and parent-
ing book author in Ash-
land, Ore., a small liberal
community that has un-
usually high vaccination
exemption rates.

But few serious problems
have turned up over years of
vaccinations, and several
studies have shown no link
between vaccines and
autism, a theory from the
1990s that has been widely
discredited.

To be sure, childhood vac-
cination rates remain high
overall, at 90 percent or bet-
ter for several vaccines, in-
cluding those for polio,
measles, hepatitis B and
chickenpox. In many states,
exemptions are filed for
fewer than 1 percent of chil-
dren entering school for the
first time.

Health officials have not
identified an exemption
threshold that would likely
lead to outbreaks. But they
worry when some states
have exemption rates climb-
ing beyond 5 percent. The
average state exemption
rate has been estimated at

Even more troubling are
pockets in some states
where exemption rates are
much higher. In some rural
counties in northeast Wash-
ington, for example, vacci-
nation exemption rates in
recent years have been
above 20 percent and even
as high as 50 percent.

“Vaccine refusers tend to
cluster,” said Saad Omer,
an Emory University epi-
demiologist who has done
extensive research on the
issue.

Parents who let their kids
skip some vaccines put oth-
ers at risk, health officials
say. Because no vaccine is

outbreak begins in an un-
vaccinated group of chil-
dren, a vaccinated child
may still be at some risk of
getting sick.

Studies have found that
measles has suddenly re-
emerged in some communi-
ties with higher exemption
rates. Vaccinated kids are
sometimes among the cases,
or children too young to be
vaccinated.

And measles isn’t the only
risk. Last year, California
had more than 2,100 whoop-
ing cough cases, and 10 in-
fants died. Only one had
received a first dose of
vaccine.

ATLANTA — Most peo-
ple don't think about
polio and diphtheria
these days because those
diseases have been
stamped out in the
United States, largely be-
cause of vaccines.

But a growing number
of parents are seeking
exemptions so their chil-
dren don’t have to get
those vaccinations and
others required by most
states for kids to attend
school.

Here’s a rundown of
the diseases the most
commonly required vac-
cines help prevent:

W Polio, a paralyzing,
sometimes deadly dis-
ease once seen in terrify-
ing outbreaks, now only
occurring in a few devel-
oping countries.

MW Measles, a once-com-
mon illness that causes a
rash and in rare cases
can be fatal. In recent
years, fewer than 100
cases were seen, but that
number has at least dou-
bled this year in the U.S.

B Mumps, a usually
mild disease known for
swelling the salivary
glands, sometimes lead-
ing to more severe com-
plications like deafness
or miscarriage. Nearly
2,500 cases were

M Rubella, or German
measles, causes a rash
but can trigger birth de-
fects if acquired by a
pregnant woman. Only a
handful of cases are re-
ported in the U.S. each
year.

M Pertussis, or whoop-
ing cough, a highly conta-
gious disease that can
cause violent coughing in
children. Nearly 20,000
cases were reported in
2010, an unusually bad
year with several infant
deaths.

M Tetanus, or lockjaw,
can cause tightening of
the muscles that prevents
avictim from swallowing.
Only a couple of dozen
cases have been seen in
the U.S. in recent years.

M Diphtheria, a bacter-
ial illness that can lead to
neck swelling and even
death. Kids are at the
greatest risk, but no con-
firmed case has been re-
ported in the U.S. since
2003.

B Hepatitis B, a viral
infection that attacks the
liver and can lead to liver
failure or death. About
2,700 cases were re-
ported last year.

Casting a Bell
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The formula

Over hundreds of years,
bellmakers figured out how to
produce the best-sounding bells. In
an average-sized church bell, this
pretty sound comes from a mixture of
80 percent copper and 20 percent tin.

The formula changes for different
size bells. For example, a smaller
bell needs more tin. It might have a
mixture of 78 percent copper and 22
percent tin.

There are 100 intermediate, ad-
vanced and advanced, plus de-
clarer-play problems. This deal is
from the middle bracket. South is
in four spades. West leads the
heart 10. East takes the first two
tricks with top hearts, then plays a
third round to South’s queen.
How should declarer continue?

North’s two-club response was
Reverse Drury-Fit. It showed a
maximum pass with at least
three-card spade support. (Drury
is a recommended convention.)

At first glance, declarer needs
to play either spades or clubs
without loss. Taking each suit in

isolation, in spades it is fraction-
ally better to play off the ace and
king; in clubs, though, it is much
better to finesse on the second
round. But as you can see, if
South plays that way, he will go
down and, no doubt, grumble
about his bad luck.

Assuming the breaks are rea-
sonable, the contract is a cer-
tainty. Declarer should cash his
diamond ace, play a spade to
dummy’s king, take the diamond
king (discarding a club from his
hand), and ruff the last diamond
in his hand. South returns to
dummy with a club and calls for a
trump. When East follows low, de-
clarer finesses his 10. Here, the fi-
nesse wins and the contract is
home. But if West could take the
trick, he would be endplayed,
forced either to lead into South’s
ace-jack of clubs or concede a
